The World
is plain enough to all men. The editorial is therefore
conclusive, and we challenge the statement of the
Times that Gen. Grant supports Congress, and demand
the evidence."

Chickens Coming Home to Roost.
The late action of Congress is beginning to tell up-

on the Ibusiness of the North to such a depressing ex-
tent as to create considerable alarm. In attempting

to ruin the South they are bringing down ruin upon
themselves. The depressing influence is not confined
to any one branch of trade, but all conic in for their

Sshare. As an evidence of what we have said we copy
the following extract from the Manchester (N. 11.)
Daily Union, published in the second largest manu-
facturing city in New England:

At no time during the last thirty years, except a
short time during the early days of the rebellion, has
the cotton and woolen mlanufacturitng business been in
so depressed a condition as at present. At Lowell,
Lawrence, and nearly all the other large manufactur-
ing towns in Massachusetts, as well as those in most of
the manufacturing towns in other portions of New
England, the mnills are running at a loss. For several
months past there has been but a small demand for
goods, and immense stocks have consequently accu-
mulated, and are now in the hands of the manufactu-
rers, waiting for a market.

In this city the business is at a very low ebb, al-
though the mills arce still runlning. We learn that the
Manchester mills tnd print works have goods on hand
unsold of the value of upwards of two millions of dol-
lars. Within a few months past the stock of the com-
pany has fallen in tile market at a great per centage in
conusetutetce of this condition of afltits. The same
state of things exists with the Amoskeag company.
They, also, if we have been rightly infoirmed, have on
hand large stocks of manufactured goods for which
there is ino call in thel market. W'e havve also been iu-
formed that the Stark mills have sunk $40,o000 within
a few months, for the same reasons. All these com-
panies are holding on to their goods, in the hope that
they may sell them without ruinous loss.

What is true of cotton and woolen manufactures is
also true of the shoe business. At Lynn, laverhill,
Randolph, and other large shoe manutceturilng tovns
int New England, the business is in a very low condi-
tion as compared with what it has been in former
years. When manufacturing was in a healthy state,
orders for shoes came in thick and fast from the South
and West, and mechanics were busy and received good
prices 'or their labor. n

t t 
now comparatively few

goods are manufactured, for the reason that there are
but few buyers.

Now there are some people aho are so little ac-
quaintea with the true state of affairs that they are
ready to ask the reason of this depressed condition of
the great manufacturing interests of the country. But
the great business men and the capitalists who manage
our great financial interests, and who watch the fluc-
tuations of trade have no difficulty in solving the prob-
lem. They know that our difficulties are occasioned
almto.st wholly by the chaotic state of the great politi-
cal aftaris of the nation. Under this state of things
how idle to expect anything better than social chaos!
What folly to suppose that under these circumstances
trade or the arts of peace can flourish ! The corrupt
and selfish men who control the Governmentt are will-
ing to see all these evils brought upon the country
rather than to yield up their power, and just so long as
they hold the reins, there is no hope of a better state
of aflltirs. Our great business men of all parties know
all this, and even the honest conservative Republi-
cans would be glad to see a change in the principlesa
and policy of the (Government. WTe have no: the
least doubt that if all the men of this class in the ranks
of the Republican party were to speak out their hon-
est sentiments, and to vote accordingly, we should see
at once the dawn of a better day. But whether they
will assert their true mauhood, and scorn to be any
longer the slaves of party intriguers, to be lashed and
reined this way and that, as their selfish interest may
dictate, is a question for themselves to settle. Whether
they will have sultiicint moral power to act according
to their own best convictions, tand join with the wise,
the prudent, and the patriotic men of other parties in
ridding the country of the great, hideous incubus
which now haunts and oppresses it, is a question which
canl only be solved by the events of the future.

EscounO'S IkloitOTIIResTY LETTER.-On the first
appearance of a telegraphic summary of Escobedo's
letter, its authenticity was doubted by many, but the
following which we clip from the Brownsville Ranch-
ero of the 20th, 'settles the matter:

It will
satisfy the Europeans, and the Yankees, too, that to
trifle with Mexicans is death by the law. IHad we
complied with the request of the Yankees, to spare

The Abundance of Money.
The plethora of money just now in all the great con-

"

tres of commerce is' remarkable, and probably unpre-
cedented. The Bank of'England, which is the unerr-
ing barometer of the financial condition of Great
Britain, has its coffers so full that the rate of interest
is reduced to two per cent. France has 22,500,000
in its vaults, and the Bank of England 33,000,000.
This extraordinary accumulation of specieshows a won-
derfuichange since a year ago, when thg Bank of'Etig
land rate of interest was ten per cent. Buatti'h is the
abundance of money outside the banks, as well na in
them, that it can be had both in London and Padri
from other parties at one and a half per cent. inteiest.
[[ere, too, in New York, though the interest is almost
always much higher than in Europe, money is very
abundant, and may be had at five per cent. In fact,
a few days ago, it was only four per cent. on Govern-
ment securities.'

The United States Treasury has probably as much
specie in its vaults as the Bank of England, or more.
The July statement has not yet bean made, but the
probability is that the amount will be equal to twenty-
three or twenty-four millions sterling. Thus, there is
at present accumulated in these three great national
institutions the enormous amount of about four hurn-
dred millions of dollars imn specie. This, hoe'ver,
represents only a small portion of the money in sarir
ous forms that is afloat.

What is to be done with all this. argilable capital?
The holders are looking out for opportcrities to invest
it. If peace should be preserved, France may find op-
portunities for a large portion of her surplus money
on the Continent of Europe, though a portion cfthit
even may find its way to this country, on account of
the superior advantages and higher interest here.

Should there be war between France and Germany,
as now appears probable, the government will absorb
a good deal; and a portion will be hoarded, while some
may fly to this and other foreign countries. But wglia
is to be done with the abundance of money in Eng-
land ? The United States is the proper field- for Brit-
ish capital. Although we havehave at this financial centre
just now an easy money market there is a demand for
capital throughout other parts of the country .beyond
tile means New York has of supplying it. Ilesides, the
interest which would not satisfy our capitalists would
be large for the Europeans. A thousand legitimate
and paying enterprises can be found here. The coun-
try in every section is teeming with undeveloped
wealth, waiting the application of that surplus money
found in England. The South, particularly is full of
natural resources. Money is much needed, and if
used there now will in a few years return imornense.
profits to those who invest.

That section, beyond all question, is the richest por-
tion of the continent. Its political troubles are ap-
proaching a settlement, and when these are settled,
slavery being abtolished, both capital and emigration

t must naturally flow there. Here, then, is the best field'
for the employment of British as well as American
capital. And now, while money is so much needed,
and before the full tide of prosperity sets in, is the
time to make the best bargains and secure the great-
est advantages. Let the capitalists of England, wh(r
can get only one and a half per cent. for money and
in the best times not over three to five, bring,it'erec,,
where they can obtain a much higher interest in the
safest investments. The Old World is approaching
the lmit of development, while we are just beginning.
Money will double itself here in a third the time it
can in England. This is the natural outlet for the sur-
plus capital of Europe, as it is for the surplus popula-
tion. [herald.

TitE NEW BasKRUPT LAw.-The following hints to
practitioners were prepared by the New York Registry
Board

First-Make up your petition with the eleven forms
of schedules A and B in duplicate ; swear to both;
file one with the clerk of the court, and ask to have
the case referred to a register:

Second-At the hour snecified it the order referring'
the case to a register, appear before the register to
whom the case is assigned, and make oath before him
that the duplicate petition and schedules which you
then present to him is a true duplicate original of the
petition and schedules on file with the clerk, and move
that it be certified correct in form. This being done,,
move that the petitioner be declared a bankrupt. This
is done by an order made by the register, of which he
will give you a certified copy. You will then move for
the warrant. Some time will be required to make this
out. At the time appointed call upon tile register for
tihe warrant and take it to the marshal. The marsllal
will require satisfactory security for his fees ii:l( d-.
bursements for-he newspaper piublications, &c., which
you will arrange with him. You have nothing more
to do till the return day of the warrant.

Third-Be very careful that your petition and sched-
tiles are written out plain:ly, free from all erasures, in-
terlineations or abbreviations. As the whole proceed-
ing is strictly statutory, the statute and rules made;
unller it must be most strictly complied with.

Fourth-In case the register refuse to certify your
petition to be correct in point of form, you will take
a certified copy of the points wherein your papers are
certified to be defective, and proceed to prepare amend'
ments, or an amended petition, as may be most con-
venient, in duplicate. When this is done, have such
amendments or amcended petition, &c., sworn tb in'
duplicate; then apply to the register upon an affidavit
excusing the errors, for an order to amend. Such
order being allowed, obtain from the register a certi-
fied copy, and file this with one of the duplicates with
the clerk. Carry the other to the register, who will'
examine it, and if correct, certify it; and you then
proceed as above.
