•brutes.

ELECTIOn RETURNS.-The election returns of the
States of Vermont and California are really cheering
to the down-trodden people of the South. They evi-
'deuce the fact that a reiection is taking place in the
minds of the Northern people, and that Radicalism has
run its race.

Mass Meetings •throughout the State and a
MASS CONTENTION TO CONSIDER THE GRIEVANCES OF

LOUISIANA.

Our city officials have been removed. They have
been judged without a hearing, and condemned with-

out eridence, General Sheridan has been pleased to

give as his reasons their inefficiency in office, and their
failure to give proper protection to Union men. It is
questionable whether a greater:insult was ever offered

to the citizens of any city, State, or country, and to
add to our humiliation and degradation we are com-
pelled to know and to believe tha is result has been

obtained entirely through the aincy of the negro,
mongrel, white and black Radical clubs, organised in

our midst, for our ruin, aided by the central Radical

directory at New Orleans.
Owing to the impossibility of finding white citizens

of the city or parish able to take the iron-clad oath of

office, the new city government has as yet been unable

to organise. In a period of profound peace, an un-
offending, and defenceless people, trodden under foot

by the most despotic and arbitrary power, have been

deprived of all participation or voice in their local

government, and have been deprived of any govern-

meat at all, save such as may possibly be hereafter

forced upon them, and be composed largely, if not

entirely, of men who neither command nor deserve

their respect or confidence, or possess the character

and capacity to win it.
We have heard of gallant soldiers and leaders of

armies whose true nobility of soul and valor forbade

them to withhold well merited praise from their subor-

dinate., or to treat them with injustice. History equal-

ly records the temporary successes of others who in
the moment of victory have snatched and stolen the

laurels won by others to deck their own brows. Man-

kind have notbeen slow to pronounce their judgments
upon the true and the false hero. The worship of false

gods has never been more than a temporary aberration

among any people of ancient or modern times. Some

such judgment of the people General Sheridan seems
to have resolved to merit, to prepare for himself and
to hasten lby his official acts. Ile seems to have had

no higher purpose, no loftier standard of patriotism,
of duty, and of honor than to turn his command over
to his successor with his own private end and object
accomplished, that end and object being none other
than to place the destinies, welfare and goverment of

the citiz'ens and State of Louisiana in the absolute

control of a negro majority. In order that he might
seem to have plausible grounds to justify so great an
iniquity, he has committed other crimes which will
ultimately make him an object of execration and ha-
tred to the entire country, when the facts, the truth,
and the evidence come to be known, 4R this, that he

has lent a willing ear to false witnesses, has believed

without any investigation whatever, every slander

which the malice and hatred of misguided blacks,

aided and led by unprincipled whites, could suggest or
invent, has decided before he heard and judged be-

fore he understood. Instead of suspending his official

action to leave his successor untrammeled he, nith

haste and eagerness, with malice and venom rankliang

at his heart, employed the few remaining days, of his

accidentally prolonged power, to consummate the

Radical schemes of villany and fraud, in the self-
evident hope and expectation that he has thereby won

their favor and support for his own personal advance-

ment. Instead of carrying away with him the re-
spect, love, and blessings of a free people, whom he

could easily have lifted from darkness into sunshine,

he has robbed us of our rights and liberties, and de-

parted with our execrations and curses.

We are powerless to prevent the consummation of

the villanies he has perpetrated, but we can at least

lay our cause before the people of the whole country,
and ask their judgment upon the evidence. In this
view we trust that our people will take organised and
prompt action.

But a few short months ago nearly all of our most

influential citizens gave their assent to the earliest and

first reconstruction measures of Congress, in full hope

and expectation that they held forth a reasonable and I
fair promise and pledge for an early participation in

the government. In plain anld palpable violation of r
every rule ol construction and interpretation, General

Sheridan immediately substituted his own authority for

that of Congress and of the law, and commenced leg-

islating for himself, by secret or unpublished instruc-

tions to his Boards cf Registry which worked the dis-
franchisement of our people. For this act of usurpa-

tion and tyranny he was fittingly rebuked by the

nmasterly opinions of the Attorney General, and Iby

the President and his entire Cabinet, who, save the t

impious Stanton, gave to the law that legal, just, and i
equitable meaning which had alone induced its accept-

ance by our people. Congress almost immediately

reconvened, and by the passage of an entirely new law,

accepted the construction given by General Sheridan
to their previous legislation. This new lawi, their last

legislation, was aiid is entirely " ex post facto" anith
referncei to the acceptance of the firpt law and its sup-
plement by our people, and has never been acquiesced

in by any considerable portion of the people of' any
Southern State. The result of this violation of law by
Gene•ld Sheridan, sand subsequent punic faith of the

Congreess of the United States, is now known to the
world. It lhas accomplished our complete disfran-

chisement, and placed the control of the State in the
entire, absolute, irresponsible, and unquestionable con-
trol of the negro race.

it is against this result, so shocking to the better

judgment of the world, so monstrously and wickedly
opposed to every principle of law and liberty, of hu-
manity and civilisation, that we would have our peo-
ple protest with voices loud enough to be heard
throughout the entire country. The harmony, wel-
fare and liberties of our people are in danger, and we
are confident that in suggesting peaceable measures
for our protection, we are not recommending any
measures which can possibly entail upon them any in-
creased burdens or exactions, any further outrages
than the already completed and consummated destruc-
tion of all the constitutional rights which are the con-
stituent elements of popular liberty. Our ancestors in
revolutionary times have left us their example in the
"Declaration of Independence " itself, which was a
statement of their grievances to a candid world, and
this is what we propose. We must not, cannot, will
not permit ourselves to be willing victims, nor con-

sulting only our fears, despondingly lose all faith in
the general intelligence and goodness of intent of the
people of the entire country ; nor can we believe that
in so great a crisis in the history of the country we
have not among ourselves lips eloquent enough, and
pens sufficiently powerful to set forth our cause
aright.

Let no man say we are powerless to act. Every
principle of duty and of honor requires that we should
utter no uncertain voice, withhold no possible support
from those brave and true men of the North who are
now so nobly contending for those principles of con-
stitutional law, and of administrative justice and poli-
cy which have in view our welfare, in common with
the maintenance of the Constitution and the welfare
of the whole country. Let no citizen who recognises
any obligatious of citirenship absent himself from the
mass meeting called at the Court House this day. Let
us as a people once more arouse ourselves, and speak
our wrongs and grievances. Let a proper statement
of our purposes, convictions and condition be set forth
in appropriate resolutions, accompanied with a proper
address, and let us invoke our fellow citizens in every
parish throughout the entire State to meet in similar
mass meetings. Appoint delegates without number to
embrace their leading and wisest men to assemble in
mass convention, at a dil•erent place, but at the same
time with the Black Convention, to guard the inter-
ests of the State, refute all slanders, and with all the
power which organisation gives, to keep the country
advised of our grievances and condition-and follow-
ing the action of the mass meetings appropriately ad-
dress the people of the United States thereon.

We are confident that this action on the part of our
people will hare the most beneficial results, for we
feel convinced that it never has been the wish or pur-
pose of the great majority of the people of the North
to surrender the Southern.States to the absolute con-
trol of the black man, and that so wicked and infa-
mous a result which has even now been accomplished
by General Sheridan more than by all other agencies
or influences combined, cannot be that final settle-
ment which will end in a restored Union, but must
threaten if not destroy the interests of the entire coun-
try, and the Union itself. Already the Northern
press and people have reeognised this as the new issue,
alarmingly forced upon the country, to be met and de-
feated, and we now fully believe that oir time for ac-
tion has at last come; that public and free discussion
is the proper remedy, which will have incalculable re-
sults for good, and that it becomes our people to ren-
der this lawful aid in defeating so mosetreua an ini-
quity.

The Radical Nominees.
The Radical Jacobin clique of this parish called to-

gether their black sheep at the Court House last Thurs-
day for the purpose of going through the motion of

se•e•ting cht and dried candidates for the State Con-
vention. One of the clique, answering to the name of

McVean, was called to the chair, and W. P. Allen was

appointed secretary for the occasion. We were

not present, but learn that the proceedings were

conducted with the utmost decorum. On the

first ballot, C. C. Antoine, B. McCleran and John

Jones were nominated-two blacks and one white.

The latter is better known in this community as John

the Baptist, and it has been believed all along that he

was conservative and had nothing to do with the

Radical clubs, but now we find him one of the three

leaders. Here we have three men selected by the

dominant party to represent the wealth and intelli-

gence of one of the first parishes of the State, not one

of whom possesses the Ibility to perform one tythb of
what is required of them. All of them have come

among us since the war, and not one of them is a free-
holder, unless perhaps it is John the Baptist, who may
have had a house and lot given him by some white
man. The names of two of our prominent white cit-

izens were before the meeting, but as the clique was
not in favor of them they were left out in the cold.
What a farce, and yet it is too serious to be laughed at.

Just before the close of the meeting, we understand
a resolution was read from the chair animadverting
upon this journal, in which all the invectives known
to the clique were scattered ad libitum, without much
regard for taste. The general tone of the paper

was condemned, but the paragraph "Amalgamated

Jury," which appeared last week, was the target for

their heaviest guns. That there were but seven regis-

tered black men in the parish who could write their
names was a false statement, and knowingly and ma-

liciously asserted, and more to this effect. It was an-

nounced from the chair that the different wards of the

parish had been consulted on the subject, and that it

was ascertained that the number of black men who
could write were "innumerable." Whew ! " innu-

merable !" That is pretty good, and we can only ac-

count for the use of that word on the score that their

education in figures had been sadly neglected, and
that they graduated before they got through "digits."

So far as our statement was concerned, there was
nothing false or malicious about it. The number of

blacks who could write their names in the three par-
ishes was taken from a letter written by a judicial
functionary of this city to Gen. Sheridan, who got his
information from the registers. There is something

ludicrous in the idea of reading a resolution to a lot of

stupid blacks censuring a journal they probably never

saw or heard of before, and in fact would not know

whether it was to a billy-goat or a stump-tailed dog it

had reference. The impudence of the clique is only
excelled by the stupidity of the victims. When the
yeas- and nays were called for, one or two of the

clique gave the key note and away it went all over the
house lihke shot out of a strttering shot gun, the ne-

groes gathering courage as the shouts grew louder.

The effort, however, was in keeping with the effort

made by the same clique to get Gov. Flanders to

change an act of Congress for their especial benefit.

There is something good about this that we will ven-

tilate some day.

A CONVENTION TO SPEAK TO THE COUNTRY FOR TIIE
STATE AND PEOPLE Or LOUISIANA.-The black consti-
tutional convention is soon to be assembled.

We suggest that it will be
I eminently proper to have a convention meet at a dif-
ferent place, but at the same time with the black con-
vention, but that in the meantime we evidedce to the
world our appreciation of the dangers which threaten
the entire country by mass meetings throughout the

State. Let us once more as a free people make our
voices heard. God forbid that we should fail in so

solemn, so sacred a duty.

Congress re-convened and
legalised the action of Gen. Sheridan by accepting,
under the form of an entirely new law, his forced in-
terpretation of their previous legislation. The latter
legislation has never been accepted by the people of
Louisiana. Immediately the entire white population
of the State perceived that, in the name of liberty and
of human rights a great crime was intended, whichl
they were powerless to prevent. The State of Louisi-
ana wasto be brought back into the Union with an
enormous black majority, and this black majority was
to be made a thoroughly Radical mjority by hired
emissaries, by the use of all the agencies within Gen.
Sheridan's control. Republican clubs were immedi-
ately organised and encouraged throughout the State,
and all the energies and power of the general com-
manding were to be henceforth directed to aid and as-
sist in the triumph of this iniquitous scheme. The
scheme has triumphed. Denied the right of franchise,
the white people of Louisiana are now entirely at the
mercy of the blacks, who are soon to meet in conven-
tion, and to frame tile fundamental law of the State.
Will the people admit beyond question that to this
complexion have we come at last. Will they arouse
themselves once more, and make one more final effort
to defeat the guilty men who seem to have no higher
ambition than to become the "architects of their coun-
try's ruin." It is for the people to consider, to an-
swer, and to act.

How Radical apital is Made.
We give below the intercepted correspondence of

the Radical clique of this city as wie find it in the New

Orleans Times of the 4th, together with the editor's

remarks, which covers the case so comnipettly, that

anything we could add would seem superfluous, fur-

ther than that the letters of McVean and McLeran are

a tissue of falsehoods from beginning to end.

From the Governor we have obtained copies of the

following documents in the course of transmission to

headquarters. Such unblushing impudence we have

seldom been called upon to notice. The dullest of

comprehension cannot fail to see that the letters are

gotten up by a "ring" of office-seekers, who recklessly
disregard the injury and injustice they do others in or-

der toadvance their own plans and interests. Our

readers need not be astonished, however, should their

effrontery procure for them the coveted reward.
The first letter is from one McLeran, to Capt. Jas.

H. Ingraham, we believe, a colored politician, for-

merly resident in New Orleans. It is as follows:

SHREVEPORT, LA., August 2S, 1807.

Cant. James M. Ingraham :
Dear Sir-- * I * The Eb Roach af-

fair is a very bad one; it has embroiled the public for
two days. The case I will give you in brief: Incited
by the police, be broke into a collation held at " Har-
per's Hall," created a serious disturbance, stabbed
Wm. Harper, exchanged shots with Professor P. Bon-
ner, the latter being immediately arrested-leaving
Roach in the hall to continue his depredations, which
he did by turning over tables, and breaking crockery
ware, and frightening women and children. The po-
licemen then returned, placed Roach in jail, from which
he was bailed next morning by one of his abettors, Jus-
tice Allen setting the bail at $300. Lieut., Latchford,
commanding the post, refused to arrest Roach, alleging
that he had not sufficient military force to prevent the
citizens (white) from rescuing him.

J. J. Hope, the sheriff, has not attempted to hold said
Roath,lbut has abused every one who has attempted to
have Roach properly held for punishment.

I fear that popular vengeance will be visited on
Roach, as Allen, the Justice of the Peace, will not com-
mit him (Roach,) to jailto await the result of the wound
of Wm. Harper. We cannot have justice administered
here so long as Justices Allen and Beale are the com-
mitting magistrStes; and the military are hand in
glove with rnebs.

"This man Ro•ch broke into a semi-reh gious meeting
and broke up the same, for no purpose but to gratify
tie wishes of his rebel.associatts.

My blood boils at this state of affairs, and if you can
do anything to have this state of affairs put at an end,
ion w:ill incur the lasting thanks of this community.

The above, taken as it stands, does seem to show a
terrible "state of altirs " at Shreveport, but let is ex-
I amine into it. In the first place, McLeran fails to
state that Roach is a negro, as well as those he at-
tacked, but leaves the inference that he is a " white
rebel." Roach is a notorious character, and has no
countenance from any except a few rowdies of his own
complexion. The charge that he was " incited by the

police " is therefore wholly gratuitous. The assertion
that Lieut. Latchford was afraid to arrest the culprit,
is ridiculous in the face of McLeran's own admission
that Roach was in favor of " popular vengeance." Had
the Lieutenant "alleged "any such thing as is attrib-
uted to him, he would deserve instant trial by court-
martial as unfit to wear the Union uniform. But
Lieut. Latcbford did tell a number of freedmen who
attempted to lynch Roach, that he would protect the
latter from their fury with his troops. A convenient
memory has McLeran in overlooking this fact, and the
still more important one that he denounces Justice
Allen for the purpose of obtaining his official position
for himself. For the same reason as is given in the
case of the commandant of the post, the charge against
sheriff Hope may be set down as a freak of a vivid
imagination.
McLeran does not, when stating how his " blood

I boils" that Allen should be retained in office, propose
himself as a candidate-his friend McVean kindly does
hat for him in this letter. Read:

SHRnaEPORT, LA., August 26, 1867.
Capt. Jas. H. Ingraham, New Orleans, La.:

Dear Sir-We would respectfully call to your atten-
tion that in the readjustment of the Board of Trustees
of this city the second ward has two members on the
Board of Trustees, and only one has been appointed.

We therefore respectfully recommend that Mr. C. C.
Antoine, a property-holder and good citizen, be up-
pointed as a Trustee for the second ward.

Trustees Dickinson and Linman claim that they are
not removed from office. How about the matter? I
hope that the order is explicit, and that they are re-
moved.

Justices Allen and Beale should be removed for the
reasons assigned in our petition forwarded to the Gen-
eral. Dr. W. M. Turner and Benjamin McLeran should
be appointed to fill the vacancies thus made. We will
then have a loyal city government, and justice be im-
partially administered to white and black, Union and
rebel.

And if W. F. Mndgett can be appointed sheriff, no
murderer henceforth can escape with impunity after
his acts have been made known, as has been the case
heretofore.

Dear Sir-Inclosed find affidavit of George Washing-
ton, which you will please to bring to the notice of the
commanding general. Also copies of statements of J.
II. McVean, Trustee of the city of Shreveport, and
Benjamin McLeran, a citizen.

Your Excellency will perceive that a lamentable
state of affairs exist in the city of Shreveport, and so
long as Justices H. E. Allen, and Thomas F. Beale re-
main the committing magistrates, no man in the ring
formed by the ebs need be apprehensive of prosecu-
tion for any outrages committed, shielded as they are
by these men, who are a disgrace to the offices they
hold. John J. Hope, the sheriff of said parish is a no-
ted scoundrel, and though claiming to be a Union man,
is now being prosecuted for having swindled the Uni-
ted States Government in connection with Martin Tally
out of several thousand (seven) bales of cotton.

The appointment oi Gen. Wnm. S. Mudgett, late of
the United States army, who is engaged in mercantile
business in Caddo parish, as sheriff, would be the
means of putting at an end the lawless and reckless
men who are now committing outrages in that parish,
upheld by the rebels who are in office, and whose re-
movals are requested.

When a man can, as Eb. Roach has done, go into a
public assembly and stab one man, exchange shots with
another, brutally kick a boy of seven years of age, and
threaten the life of the boy's father for coming to his
rescue, and then only be bound over in $300 to keep
the peace, there is a lamentable error in some person
in authority.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 8.-The following proclamation

was issued this morning :
By the President of the United States of America a

proclamation :
Whereas, In the month of July, A.D. 1861, the l

two Houses of Congress, with extraordinary unanim-
ity, solemnly declared that the war then existing was
not waged on the part of the Government in any spirit
of oppression nor for any purpose of conquest or sub-
jugation, nor purpose of overthrowing or interfering
with the rights or established institutions of the States,
but to defend and maintain the suprenacy of the Con-

stitution and to preserve the Union with all the dignity,
equality and rights unimpaired, and that as soon as
these objects Phould be accomplished the war ought to
cease; and

Whereas, The President of the United States, on
the Sth day of December, A.D. 1863, anid on the 26th
day of March, A.D. 1864, did, with the obljects of
suppressing the then existing rebellion, of inducing
all persons to return to their loyalty, and of rcstoring
the authority of the United States, issue his proclama-
tion offering amnesty and pardon to all persons who
had directly or indirectly participated in the then ex-
isting rebellion, except such as in these proclamations
was asecified and eserted : andt

Whereas, The President of the United States did,
on the 29th day of May, A.D. 1865, issue a further
proclamation with the same objects before mentioned,
and to the end that the authority of the Government
of the United States might be restored and order and
freedom might be established, and the President did
by the said last mentioned proclamation proclaim and
declare that he thereby granted to all persons who had
directly or indirectly participated in the then existing I
rebellion except as therein excepted, amnesty and par- i
don with restoration of all rights of property except
as to slaves, and except in certain cases where legal
proceedings had been instituted, upon condition that
such person should take and subscribe to an oath
therein prescribed, which oath should be registered
for permanent preservation; and

Whereas, In and by the said last mentioned procla-
mation of the 29th day of May, A D. 1865, fourteen
extensive classes of persons therein specially described
were altogether excepted and excluded from the ben-
efits thereof ; and

Whereas, The President of the United States did,
on the 2d day of April, a.n. 1866, issue a proclama-
tion declaring that the insurrection was at an end,and was thenceforth to be so regarded; and

Whereas, There now exists no organised armed re-
sistance of misguided citizens or others to the author-
ity of the United States in the States of Georgia, South
Carolina, Virginia, North Carolina, Tenneesee, Ala-
bama, Louisiana, Arkansas, Mississippi, Florida and
Texas, and the laws can be sustained and enforced
therein by the proper civil authority, State or Federal,
and the people of said States are well and loyally dis-
posed, and have conformed, or, if permitted to do so,will conform in their legislation to the condition of
aflhirs growing out of the amendment to the Constitu-
tion of the United States prohibiting slavery within
the limits and jurisdiction of the United States; and

Whereas, There no longer exists any reasonable
ground to apprehend within the States which were in-
volved in the late rebellion a renewal thereof, or any
unlawful resistance by the people of said States to the
Constitution and laws of the United States; and

Whereas, Large standing armies, military occupa-
tion, martial law, military tribunals, and the suspen-
sion of the privilege of the writ of habeas corpus, and
the right of trial byj•jry are in time of peace danger-
ons to public liberty and incompatible with the indi-
vidual rights of the national resources, and ought nottherefore to be sanctioned or allowed, except in casesof actual necessity, for repelling invasion or suppress-
ing insurrection or rebellion; and

Whereas, A retaliatory or vindictive policy, atten-ded by unnecessary disqualifications, pains, penalties,
confiscation and disfranchisements, now, as always,
could only tend to hinder reconciliation among the
people and national restoration, while it must seriously
embarrass, obstruct, and repress popular energies andnational industry and enterprise; and

Whereas, Restoration of constitutional law and or-der, that the said last mentioned proclamation so afore-said issued on the 29th day of May, A.L. 1865, should
be modified, and that the full and beneficent pardon
conceded thereby should be opened and further extend-
ed to a large number of the persons who, by its aforesaid
exceptions, have beep excluded from Executive clenm-
ency;

Now therefore be it known that I, Andrew Johnson,
President of the United States, do hereby proclaim
and declare that the full pardon described in the saidproclamation of the 29th day of May, a.D. 1865, shall
henceforth be opened and extended to all persons whodirectly or indirectly participated in the late rebellion,
with the restoration of all privileges, immunities andrights of property, except as to property with regardto slaves, and except in cases of legal proceedings un-der the laws of the United States; but upon this cotn-dition, nevertheless, that every such person who shallseek to avail himself of this proclamation shall take
and subscribe the following oath, and shall cause thesame to be registered for permanent preservation, inthe same manner and with the same effect as with the
oath prescribed in the said proclamation of the 29th
day of May, 1865, namely;

I do solemlly swear or affirm, il the presence of
Almighty God, that I will henceforth faithfully sup.
port, protect and defend th 9 Constitution of the United
States and the Unioni Of Stkte 'theleunder; and that
I will, in like manner, abide by a:nd faithfully support
all laws and proclamations which have been made
during the late rebellion with reference to the emasnci.
pnation of slaves. So help me God.

The following persons, and no others, are excluded
from the benefits of this proclamation and of the said
proclamation of the 29th day of May, 1861, namel :

1st. The chief, or pretended chief, executive ofi.
ceors, including the President, Vice-President and ali
heads of Departments of the pretended Confederate
or rebel Government, and all who were agents thereof
in foreign States and countries, and all who hcld or
pretended to hold in the service of the said pretended
Confederate Government a military rank or title above
the grade of brigadier general or naval rank or title
above that of captain, and all who were or pretended
to be Governors of States while maintaining, abetting
or submitting to and acquiescing in the rebellion.

2d. All persons who in any way treated otherwise
then as lawful prisoners of war persons who in aly

capacity were employed or engaged in the military
service of the United States.

3d. All persons who, at the time they may seek to
obtain the benefits of this praclamation, are actually in
civil, military or naval confinement or custody, or le-
gally held to bail either before orafter conviction, and
all persons who were engaged directly or indirectly in
the assassination of the late President of the United
States, or in any plot or conspiracy in any manner
therewith connected.

In testimony whereof I have caused the seal of the
United States to be affixed to these presents, and sign
the same with hand. Done at the City of Washing.
ton the seventh day of September, in the year eighteen
hundred and sixty-seven.

MAINE REPUDIATES THE CIVIL RIGHTS BILL.-The

Augusta correspondent of the Boston Post, under date
of the 13th ult., says :

Not long ago we informed you of a sooty-milk mar-
riage in thoe parts. How that a negro, fuliginons as
charcoal, took for his better half one of Augusta's
daughters, as white as alabaster. We took leave of
them in jail, wherein they had been thrust. Here is
the sequel. Having been indicted by the grand jury,
the parties were blrought before his HonorJudge WValI
ton, who is now holding court. "Are you married to
this woman?" asked the Judge of Samby. "Yes,
ear." The straightforward, honest answers of Sambo
furnished a heap of fun for those in attendance. Out
of his own mouth he stood convicted. But defen-
dant's counsel undertook to show that under the civil
rights bill the marital right was enjoyed by Pompey.
The Judge could not see it. What had the civil rights
bill to do with the statutes of Maine? Did they not
expressly forbid the intermarrying of a negro with a
white person, and did not the magistrate who per-
formed such a job lay himself liable to a fine of $110?
The marriage was therefore null and void, and the
twain must suffer the consequences. But his Honor
was considerate. In view of the parties' ignorance of
the law they had violated, he simply imposed a fine
of $40 each, with thirty days imprisonment. We need
scarcely add that our Radical miscegenates are exas-
perated at the result. Here is a Radical judge re-
nouncing and setting at nought a law bearing the
broad seal of the United States, which gives to the
black man the same rights as those enjoyed by the
white man. The internal tranquility of the Radical
party is jeopardised by one of whom better things
were to be expected. The decision threatens the con.
nubial felicity of the white and black couple dtlted in
the holy bonds of holy wedlock a few years ago by
Senator Morrill.

MORTALITY AMOn•e Tn 
I 
NEortos.-The New Orle-

ans correspondent of the Chicago Times, In a recent
letter, ays :

Speaking of the increase and decrease of population
suggests the idea that it would be in order to ask the
IRadical majority in Congress to institute inquiry as to
the numberof negroes who have died since they were
taken undcr the care :sd protection of the Federal
Government. I have heard the number estimated at
half a million. Some contend that these figures are
too high, others that they are too low. Now, as it is
well known that ino account was kept of the number
of negroes who died, the only way in which the fact
could be ascertained would be to have the census of
the colored population of all the Southern States taken.
Thai the mortality of the black population was much
larger after it was freed than ever before known, even
in times of epidemic, is a well-settled fact. Major
Plumley, who was for a time connected with the freed-
men's bureau in this State, reported that among the
colored youth under his special care the mortality twas
thirty-four per cent., and that, too, when no attal epi-
demic prevailed. Another government officer, whose
duty it was to look after abandoned estates, reported
that on two plautations in a neighboring parish, the-
mortality had exceeded one-half the slave population
int less than two years after the Federal troops had
invaded this State. The majority of these deathr
were the result of neglect anti want. They were inot
provided with the food to which they had been acens-
toted, and, when attacked with disease, they did not
receive proper care and attention. In plainl English.
tihey fell victims to American philanthropy. If all
the suffering, sorrow and death that have been entailed
upon the negroes of the South by the fanaticism of the
North could be scummed up, it would startle the civii-
ised world with amazement and horror.
