DavisN SWEET POTATOEs.-A very commendable
idea is that suggested by the Rev. C. K. Marshall,
through the columns of the Vicksburg Times, in the
shape of an inquiry, accompanied with pllausible de-

ductions and addressed to planters and scientific men,
thus

Cannot sweet potatoes, which our soil and climate

are so wonderfully adapted to produce, be cut up into
slices, say an inch thick and dried; and so dried that

they may be made, in that condition, an article of
merchandise? Apyles, peaches, tomatoes, and many
other fruits and vegetables are dried and prepared for

shipment, and are valuable crops. If sweet patatoes
can be so dried as to preserve the matter they contain,
and then cooked and made an article of food of lair
quality, if not near as agreeable as the undried root
in its best condition for use, they would pay as hand-

somely as any product of Southern soil.
A steam-tight house, in which 2,500 bushels might

be dried at once, could be put up in a given neighbor-

hood, and the potatoes dried for toll, as corn is ground
at a mill, and a simple apparatus could be constructed
by which the potatoes could be cut up with the greatest

speed desirable.
It may also be borne in mind, that the places where

these esculents grow in the greatest abundance are
generally renmote from the best modes of transportation,
the soils poor for other growths, and the people getter-
ally poor. In such districts the potato is raised, and
could be raised at so small a cost as to admit of the

use of sugar in the drying and curing process, and
possibly produce a good and valuable article of vege-
table food for all parts of the world.

If this can be successfully accomplished, the sweet I

potato crop of the South might become as valuable as
one-half of her cotton crop formerly was.

Some scientific man might turn his inventive genius
in this direction, and produce results more remuner-
ative than are nine hundred of any thousand of the

patent rights issued from the patent office yearly.
