I PAnRs, November 20.-In Napoleon's speech, he
said: The necessity of resuming the discuasion of inm-
pcrtant laws las obliged ate to call you together unu-
sually early, in view of recent events, and I desire to
avail mvyself of your sagacity and assistance. VaFge
disquietudes have arisen, aIlteting the public mind of
Europe and restricting the industry and commerce of
all quarters. This uncertainty could endure no longer.
It is necessary to accept frankly the changes on the
other side of the Rhino, and proclaim that, so long as
our interests and dignity shall not be threatened, we
will not interfere in the transformations effcted by
the march of the populations. The disquiet displayed
is difficult of explanation, when France has ollired the
whole world the most imposinag spectacle of concilia-
tion and peace. The Universal Exhibition has drawn
closer the ties of fraternity between nations. The Ex-
hibition has disappeared, but its traces will leave a
deep impression upon our age. It has destroyed a
host of prejudices and errors, but these pledges of
concord do not allow us to dispense with improving
the military institutions of France, our weapons, the
army and navy. The stronger we are, the more cer-
tain will be the assurance of peace. I have Ibeen com-
pelled to send again our troops to Rome, to protect
tile hloly See from republican invaders. Our conduct
could not partake of anything hostile to the independ-
ence of Italy, and that nation now understands the
danger these revolutionary manifestations caused to
monarchical principles and European order.

article on the elective franchise as finally adopted by
the Reconstruction Convention as a part of the new
Constitu tion :

Section 1. Every male person born in the United
States, and every male person who has been naturali-
sed or who has legally declared his intention to be-
come a citizen of the United States, twenty-one years
old and upwards, who shall have resided in this State
six months next preceding the election and three
months in the county in which he oilers to vote, except
as hereafter provided, shall be deemed an elector; provi-
ded, That no soldier or sailor or marine in the military
or naval service of the United States shall hereafter ac-
quire a residence by reason of being stationed on duty
in this State.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of the General As-
sembly to provide from time to time for the registra-
tion of all electors, but the following classes of persons
shall not be permitted to register, vote or hold office:
Those who, during the late rebellion, inflicted or
coused to be inflicted any cruel or unnecessary punish.
ment upon any soldier, sailor, marine, employes or
citizens of the United States, or who, in any other way,
violated the rules of civilised war; those who are or
may be disfranchised by the proposed Constitutional
Amendment known as the 14th article of the act of
Congress, passed March 2d, 1867, except such persons
as have aided the plan of reconstruction proposed by
Congress and accept the political equality of all men
before the law; provided, That the General Assembly
shall have power to remove the disability incurred un-
der this last clause; those who shall have been con-
victed of treason, embezzlement of public funds and
malfeasance in office, crimes punishable by law with
imprisonment in the Penitentiary, or bribery. No
idiot or insane person shall be permitted to register or
vote in this State.

Section. 3. All persons before regisistering shall
take and subscribe the following oath: I do solemnly
swear or affirm that I will support and maintain the
Constitution and laws of the United States, and the
Constitution and laws of the State of Alabama: that
I am not excluded from registerting by any of the
clauses in Section 2 of this Article; that I will never
countenance or aid in the secession of this State from
the United States; that I accept the civil and political
equality of all men, and agree not to attempt to de-
prive any person or persons, on account of race, color
and previous condition, of any political or civil right,
privilege or immunity enjoyed by any other class of
men; and furthermore, that I will never in any way
injure, or countenance in others any attempt to injure
any person or persons on account of past or present
support of the Government of the United States, the
laws of the United States or the principle of the politi-
cal and civil equality of all men or affiliation with any
political party.
