I shall send a detailed account to the Courier
next week.

What shall we of the frontler do? If we are left to
the broken faith of Indian treaties to shield us from
those murdering, thieving fiends, our country is ruined,
and if we are notoutside of the precincts of mercy, it
is time we were realising the defensive power of the
military, in its protection of one of the most loyal dis-
tricts of the State. It is to be hoped that the publica-
tion of authentic statements of Indian raids on the
frontier, will call General Hancock's attention to our
unfortunate situation soon and give us efficient protec-
tion.

Government Relief to Planters and Freedmen.
The New Orleans Picayune says: Nothing can be

more important to our planting and laboring people
than the two following orders from the headquarters
of the Bureau of Freedmen, etc., which will be read
with the deepest interest.

The first one provides for issuing meal and meat to

planters having freedmen employed, and who ar'e una-

ble to furnish it, until they can raise or get supplies
upon easy terims, which are stated ; and the second

provides for the transportation of freedmen from par-
ishes where there is lack of employment to other par-
ishes to which they may desire to go, where there is

employnment profitable to them. We ask the careful
reading of these most important orders:

HEADQUARTERS BUREAU OF ItEFUnEES, FREEDsMEN
and Abandoned Lands, State of Louisiana.

New Orleans, La., Jan. 23, 15G8.
Circular No. 1.]

In order to carry out the instructions contained in a
letter from War Department, Bureau, Refugees, Freed-
men and Abandoned Lands, dated Washington, D. C.,
January 8, 1880, and to relieve extreme want occasioned
by reason of freedmen being without employment,
tlhrough inability of planiters to furnish supplies, it is
hereby anniounced that as far as may be in the power
of htt bure_ id wilthef•rnished in such cases'under
the following regulations :

Art. I. "st. puplsate copies of contract, under which

freedmen are employed, must be filed in office of bu-
reau agent in the parish.

Od. For supplies of corn meal and meat, advanced
by the bureau, a formal first lien will be taken upon
the crops and movables used in cultivation of the same,
for reimbursement for cost of sepplies.

These supplies will be furnished each month until
the necessity for such issue no longer exists, and in
each case the lien will be taken as stated.

d. Jon receipt by the planter of the first month's
supplies, lie will file in thheofice of the bureau agent of
the parish, deplicate bonds, with good and suolicient
surety, in the amount of $1500 for every twenty freed-
men emplored, stipulating that for ald irn considera-
tion ofs•p;lies furnished by thle bureau, to the freed

people cnployed as laborers on his plantation du'ritng
the year 1•S, lie binds himself to reimburse to
the bturean:, before the expiration of said year, the fuh1
cost of such supplies, from the proceed*of the crops or
other products ofindustry, raised by him, or from the
movables on the pllanitation, used in the cultivation of
the croos; and he further agrees that when said crops
or other products are prepared for market, that the
same, or his portion thereof, shall be shipped fbr sale
to such merchants as many be designated by the bureau,
in the cily of Yew Orleans, La., and that imniedialely
upon the sale of said crops, a sufficient amount of the

proceeds aecruing therefrom, to the full amount, if
necessary, shall be turned over to the proper officer of
the bIureaut in liquidation of his just indebtedness for
ithe stubsistene advanced. lie further stipulates and
agrees, that, should there still be a balance due the bu-
reau, after the proceeds of the crop have been thus tp-
plied, then, and in that event, the movables and other

goods on the plantation shall be liable therefor.
