In the way of trade, the past week has been one of c

the dullest of the season. It would be dilficult to pick tl
out a mid-summer week that could exceed it for dull-
unes., This is oaving, no doubt, to the planting season

of the year and the impassable condition of the roads
leading into the interior. Most of the planters are
busy preparing to put in their crops, while the profess-
ional wagoner is deterred from putting in full time by r
the continued rains and bad roads. Thus, in a great
measure, are we cut off from trade with the interior.
This is unfortunate for our merchants, as the market is
glutted with every description of staple goods. Four
or five weecks ago they could have been disposed of at
readily, but now they are a drug. Every dollar at the
command (and a good deal that was not) of our mer-
chants lhad been invested, in anticipation of a brisk

Spring trade in the necessaries of life. No doubt, as 6
soon as the roads are passable and the crops are well (
under way, business will revive a little, but the rush is pi
over for this season.
