Onro PAYS Mons Taxes TIAN ALL TisE SOTIsERNs
STrTS.--In a speech at Mansfield, Ohio, lion. A. G.
Thurman, United States Senator elect, stated some
facts which are well calculated to impres$ the people
of the North with the direct interest which they have
in restoring the peace and prosperity of the So'uth.
Speaking of the taxes derived from internal revenue
alone, Mr. Thurman says that the amount paid by the
whole ten of the Southern States for the last fiscal
year was $19,693,740; in the same year Ohio paid
$25,081,409, so that the Southern States, which form-
erly paid their full share, if not more, of the taxation
of the country, are now so reduced that, in the last
fiscal year, Ohio paid $5,387,000 more than them all.
Senator Thurman then undertakes to demonstrate that
the taxation of the people of this country is far greater
than ever was imposed upon any people. In the last
fiscal year, five hundred millions were collected in
taxes by the General Government alone. The taxes
collected by the States amount to not quite two hun-
dred millions more, making the entire taxation, in
round numbers, seven hundred millions of dollars. I
The gross annual production of the industry of the
United States, according to the census of 1860, was
two thousand millions of dollars. Allowing for the
liminished production of the South, and for increased F

prices, it is not supposed to be greater now. Thus
more than one-third of the whole product of the coun-
try is absorbed by taxes.

POSTAG•GE B;TwEr N TuE IU. S. AND CAN.AD.-1

Washington dispatch of the 27th ult. says:
Under a new arrangemlent just concluded between

the Post Office Departments of the United States and
of the Dominion of Canada, the single rate of postage
on international letters will be reduced, on and after
the 1st of April, 1808, from ten to six cents, if prepaid
at the office of mailing in either country; but if posted
unpaid, or insufficiently prepaid, they will be subject
to a postage charge of ten cents per single rate, in the
country of destination. The authorised weight of a
single letter will be fifteen grammes (by the metrical
scale) in the United States, and half an ounce in the
Dominion of Canada. Postmasters will levy postage
accordingly on and after April 1, 1868.
