It has been demonstrated beyond cavil, that
n our merchants can lay down here Western produce,

-shipped direct from St. Louis, at less prices than it
can be bought in New Orleans by the cargo, under

e their present system of business. We noticed last
I- week a large consignment of bacon and lard on the

levee, direct from St. Louis, which cost, laid down
ho ere, seventeen cents per pound. The New Orleans
n press dispatches of the same date quoted the same atr-

ticles at nineteen cet:ts per pound. There is a large
commission house in this city which has for some time
past been filling bills for W\estern produce at New
SOrleans lqulotations as furnished by thie press dis-
patches, which as a general thing are lower than their
jobbing rates. Is it any wonder then that two-thirds
of the Western produce and tobacco received here
comes direct from St. loui?, The merchants of Jef-
ferson, too, are wakingi up to the importance of this
new avenue of trade, and large quantities of hides
which formerly went to NeY Orleans now go direct to
St. Louis. The saving of freight, insurance, and above
all the perquisites of the New Orleanls merchants are
e ot to be thought lightly of, and if the latter do not
bestir theimselves they will wake up some fine morning
with the fact staring them in the face that they have
run off some of their best customers. They well know
the nature of time unnttural disease which is eating
into their vitals, as well as the prope remedies neces-
sary to effect a radical cure. Delays are always dan-
gerous, but in this case they are doubly so. Already
active steps have been taken by our merchants, as-
sisted by their enterprising friends in St. Louis, look-
ing to a much larger trathi between the two places,
which, when consummated, will teud to the mutual
benefit of both parties, but to the detriment of the
New Orleans prolduce dealers, and her business men
generally. " Shoot, Luke, or give up the gun!"
