An ordinance providing that
candidates who may be elected and cannot take the
oath, shall give place to the candidate who receives
the next highest number of votes and can take the
oath, was adopted.

WASHINGTON, May 12.-Senator Grimes concluded,
"Whatever may be my opinion of the incumbent, I
cannot consent to trifle with the high office he holds.
I can do nothing which by implication may be con-
strued into an approval of impeachment as a part of
future political machinery. However widely, there-
fore, I may differ from the President respecting his po-
litical views and measures, and however deeply I have
regretted the differences between himself and the
Congress of the United States, I am not able to re-
cord my vote that he is guilty of high crimes and mis-
demeanors by reason of those differences. I am act-
ilg in a judicial capacity, under conditions whose bind-
ing obligations can hardly be exceeded, and I must
act according to the best of my ability and judgment,
and as they require. If, according to their dictates,
the President is guilty, I must say so. If, according to
their doctrine, the President is not guilty, I must say
so. In my opinion, the President has not been guilty
of and impeachable offense by reason of anything al-
leged in either of the articles preferred against him at
the bar of the Senate by the House of Representa-
tives."

The following from a synopsis of Edmunds' speech
decreases the chances of conviction on the 11th article,
which has been regarded the Gibralter of the impeach-
ers: Regarding the 10th and 11th articles, he presen-
ted the opinion that they did not come within the con-
stitutional range of high crimes and misdemeanors.

TImE ELEVENTH ARTICLE OF IMPEACIIMENT.l-Aa there

seems to be much doubt in the minids of many people
as to the exact purport of this article, we give the fol-
lowing extract from mnattger Bontwell's speech, which
we think will make the subject plain :

Article eleven sets forth that the object of the Pres-
ident in most of the offetses alleged in the preceding
articles was to prevent the execution of the act passed
March 2, 1867, entitled " An act for the more etlicient
government of the rebel States." It is well known,
oflicially and publicly, that on the 29th of May, 1865,
Mr. Johnson issued a proclamation for the reiirgatisa-
tion of the government of North Carolina, and that
that proclamation was followed by other proclamations,
is-ued during the next four months, for the govern. i
ment of the several States which had been engaged in
the rebellion. Upon the death of Mr. Lincoln, Mr.
Johnson entered upon tile ohece of President in a man- f
ner which indicated, that itn his judgment, he had beent
long destined to fill the place, and that the powels of I
the office were to be exercised by him without regard
to the other departments of the Government. irn his
proclamation of the 29th of May, and in all the pro-
clamations relatitng to the same subject lie had as- Ii
sumed, that in his olfice ar President, he was the "Uni-
ted States," for the purpose of deciding whether, under
the Constitution, the govertnlent of a State was re-
publican in form or not, although by a decision of the
Supreme Court it is declared tlat this power is spe-
cially vested in the two Houses of Congress. In these
proclamations he assumed, without authority of law,
to appoint, sind he did appoit Governors of the sev-
eral States thus organisd. In fine, between the 29th
of May, 1865, atnd the assembling of Congress in De-
cember of that year, that fIe exercised sovereign pow- r
er over the territory and people of the eleven States I
that had been engaged in the rebellion.

On the assemblin.g of Coogress, in the month of De-
cember, he informed the Senate and House of itepre- t
seutatives that the Ltnion was restored, and that noth-

ing remained for the two lHouses but severally to ac-

cept as Senators and Representatives such loyal men s

as had been elected by the legislatures and people of t

the several States. Congress refused to ratify or to re- i
cognise those proceedings upon the part of the Presi-
dent as legal or proper proceedings, and from that
time forward he has been engaged in various projects
for the purpose of preventing the reconstruction of the
IUnion on any other platn than that which he had inau-

ourated. In the execution of this design he attempted
to deprive Congress of the confidence of the people of

the country; hence it was that, among other things,
on the 18th day of August, 18866, at the city of Wash-
ington, as set forth in the tenth and eleventh articles,
he did in a public speech declare and affirm in substance
that the Thirty-ninth Congress of the United States

was not a Congress authorised by the Constitution to a

exercise legislative power under the same; but, on the

contrary, was a Congress of only a part of the States.

In the further execution of his purpose to prevent

the reconstruction of the Union upon any plan except
that which he had inaugurated, he attempted to pre-
vent the ratification by the several States of the amend- I
