They are allowed eighteen months to
comply with the conditions of the bill, and whether
the required depth of channel is attained is to be deter-
mined by the engineer corps of the United States. En-

VOLUNTEER CROP.

Now, so far for the first year, and the farmer has
only cultivated the one-half of his 600 acres of land.
The second year he will sow the other 300 acres and
harvest it at the same expense as for the first year;
but in addition to that, and without plowing, seeding
or any other expense, except the one dollar per acre
for harvesting and ten cents per bushel for threshing,
he will obtain a full average crop (by way of volunteer)
from the 300 acres cultivated the first year; or, in
other words, it is not necessary to sow the seed upon
the land but once in two years-(sometimes once in
three years). The second year it seeds itself. This
shows that for the second year the farmer's net re-
ceipts are $2970, against $129o for the first year. The
third year he will plow and sow the land cult.vated the
first year, and so on indefinitely.

THE SOIL NOT EXHAUSTED.

Our eastern friends will at once argue that such a
system of farming will soon exhaust the soil. They
are mistaken in this. I have pursued the plan for six-
teen years, and thus far it has had no apparent or ap-
preciable damaging effect upon the land, it producing
now about as well as when first cultivated. I have
made the foregoing statement by way of illustration
of what a man of moderate means can accomplish in
farming. The poor man who settles upon 160 acres
of Government land, and who is willing to work, can
accomplish results in proportion; while a man of
more means than the moderately well off farmer, to
whose situation the foregoing calculations were made
to suit, can do still better than the foregoing figures
were made to exhibit, and for the following reasons :

The man of larger means will, Instead of having
his crop harvested and threshed by contract, purchase
his own machinery, headers and threshers, and do the
work himself, and thereby save, say 20 per cent. of
those expenses; and the rich man can always bold his
crop and obtain the 90 cents per bushel, instead of
selling it for 65 cents per bushel

I have made no estimate for family expenses; these
vary so greatly, and can be made to anit every man's
condition and means so exactl, •hat I •il •, al lv oo

upon this subject that a well regulated, economicals family can live here on a farm for about the same ex-
n pense as in Virginia or North Carolina.

FENCING.

e I have purposely omitted in the foregoing estimate1- to say anything about the cost of fencing: SBeeraf,f neighboring farmers join and build an outide fence,
thus rendering the immediate enclosing of the land
unnecessary. The legislature now has under consid-e eration a proposition-which meets with great favor
n and will in all probability become a law-rendering it
unnecessary for farmers to build fences; in other
words, making the owners of cattle responsible for
any damage committed by them upon the unclosed
land of another.

PUBLIC SCHOOLS.
Our Southern friends ought to be reminded that we

have a thorough and perfect system of public schoolse in California, and that the children of all can be edu-
cated at the public expense. A neighborhood is no
sooner formed than it is constituted a school district,I with ample provision for the sustaining of as good a9school as the neighborhood wants for ten months in
the year. Southern men, for the past few years, have
objected to the management of the schools, alleging
that partisan and sectional political ideas and antago-
nisms were taught their ellildren. There can no Ion.
ger be any complaint on this score. The schools are
now under the superintendency of the Rev. 0. P. Fitz-
gerald, a minister of the Sounhern Methodist Church,.
and a Southern gentleman by birth, education, associ-
ation and sympathies; and no class of our people wili
hereafter have just cause to complain of sectional or
partisan teachings in the public schools.

They should also remember that the people of Cali-
fornia are conservative in their political views. There
is a large Southern population in the State, and they
and their friends are now about one-half the popula-
tion. They will find no one here to attempt to insult
them, and many to take them by the hand and give
them all the aid in their power.

I have written only of the lands in the Valley of the
San Joaquin, where I live, and with which I am most
familiar; but there are thousands of acres of as good;
land, as finely located and as cheap, in the otberparta
of the State as in the valley of the San Joaquin.

CALIFORNIA NO PLACE FOR CLERKS, ETC.
Finally, to men of means, and men of muscle, indus-

try and perseverence, there can be no more inviting
country than California; but to those men who have
no means, and who want to make a living by the so-
called respectable employments of clerking, etc, and
by easy work generally, this is no country for them.
The one I would advise to come and join us in this land
of brilliant promise, the other I would most urgently
advise to remain where they are.

They are-
enhancing in value very rapidly, and I think I risk
nothing in predicting that they will command $10 per
acre within the next three years, and still more when
the Pacific railroad is completed.

The wretched condition of the people of the South-
mty friends and relations-has been constantly in my
mind for the past two years. In thinking of their un-
fortunate condition I have not failed to think of a par-
tial remedy. I'have often wished that I coutld induce
such as can do so to come to this country, and delib-
erated long and earnestly upon addressing to my per-
sonal friends there just such a communication as this.
I have no interested motive in the exhibition of the
facts herein stated or the advice herein given-I have
no lands to sell ; am no speculator-and am only in-
fluenced by a desire to be of some benefit to my race.

execution of the tenure of office act, and in pursuance1 of the conspiracy, attempting to preventStanton from

holding his office.
f In article VI, conspiring with Thomas to seize, byr force, the property of the United States in the War

1 Department, then in Stanton's custody, contrary to

the conspiracy act of 1861, and with intent to violateI the tenure of office act.

In article VII, conspiring with Thomas with Intent
to seize the property of the United States in Stanton'sI custody, with intent to violate the tenure of office act.

In article VIII, issuing and delivering to Thomass the letter of authority of February 21, 1868, with in-

tent to control the disbursements of the money appro-
I priated for the military service and for the War De.

partment, contrary to the tenure of office act and the
Constitution of the United States, and with intent to
violate the tenure of office act.

In article IX, declaring to Gen. Emory that the sec-
ond section of the army appropriation act of March 2,
1867, providing that orders for military operations isl
sued by the President or Secretary of War should be,
issued through the General of the army, was uncon-
stitutional and in contravention of Emory's commis-
sion, with intent to induce Emory to obey such orders
as the President might give him directly and not through
the General of the army, with intent to enable the
President to prevent the execution of the tenure of
office act, and with intent to prevent Stanton from
holding his office.

In article X, that, with intent to bring into disgrace
and contempt the Congress of the United States and
the branches thereof, and to excite the odium of the
people against Congress and the laws by it enacted, he
made three public addresses, one at the Executive Man-
sion, on the 18th of August, 1866; one at Cleveland,
on the 3d of September, 1866, and one at St. Louis on
the 8th of September, 1866, which speeches are al-
leged to be peculiarly indecent and unbecoming in the
Chief Magistrate of the United States, and by means
thereof the President brought his office into contempt,
ridicule and disgrace, and thereby committed, and
was guilty of, a high misdemeanor in office.

In article XR, that, by the same speech, madeon the
28th of August, at the Executive Mansion, he did, in
violation of the Constitution, attempt to prevent the
execution of the tenure of office act, by unlawfully
contriving means to prevent Stanton from resuming
the office of Secretary for the Department of War, af-
ter the refusal of the Senate to concur in his suspen-
sion, and by unlawfully contriving and attempting to
contrive means to prevent the execution of the act
making appropriations for the support of the army,
passed March 2, 1867, and to prevent the execution of
the act to provide for the more efficient government
of the rebel States, passed March 2, 1867.

The following is the form of question proposed by
Chase and adopted by the Senate:

Mr. Senator, how say you, is the President, Andrew-
Johnson, President of the United States, guilty of a,
high misdemeanor or crime as charged in this article

The Senator shall respond "guilty " or " not guilty"
only.
