school, notwithstanding the floods of misrepre~enta-

lo9n from mendicant loyalty in search of office. But it

is now practically of no importance, whether as a

,peple we have behaved well or ill, whether we have

deserved the admiration of our good friends for our
patient endurance, or wh~h.er these dubious compli-

ments are very acceptable to us. It is, however, of
rmoment for us to know whether the congressional plan

is a success or not. In this view, the Sun's article is

'wIorthy of careful cgnsideration:
The Southern elections indicate with precision the

,drift of the current on the subject of reconstruction.
The congressional plan has been ratified in Arkansas,
North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, and Louisi-
ana. In Alabama, the constitution receiyed nearly all

e votes capt, but as the law required that a majority
I all who had registered should vote on the question,
barely failed. By an act of Congress now pending,

which will soon .e passed, it will be resubmitted to the
people, when its ratification will be probable. The test
is yet to be made in Virginia, Florida, Mississippi and
Texas, when the like result is pretty sure to follow,
except, perhaps in the case of Texas. Should any of
these States reject their new constitutions at the first
trial, Congress will no doubt provide for the resubmis-
sion of the question, and should Mr. Wade then occu-
py the Executive chair, they will most likely be alopted.

n each of the six States which have voted, the gov.
ernors and legislatures that have been elected are fa-
vorable to the policy of Congress. A large majority
of the houses of representatives chosen at these elec-
tions are Republicans, and the comnposition of the leg-
islatures is such as to insure the choice of senators of
the same politics. In fine, the congressional plan may
be regarded as triumphant in these six States.

In the remaining four States the ultimate result will
probably be of the same character; so that, ere the
occurrence of the next presidential election, the then
States will all be restored to their old-time relations to
the Union, and again resume their political affairs un-
der constitutions framed by themselves, and subject to
the rule of governors, legisatures and other civil offi-
cers, chosen by a matjority of their electors. They
will be represented in both branches of Congress, and
will crown the work of reconstruction by participating
in the election of a President in November next.
,, Of course, this plan of restqratiou is not entirely

Sgpongenial to a large mass of those who took an active
.part In the rebellion. This is not surprising. It is not
in.the nature of things that the conquered party in

S.uch. f conflict as that through which the country has
. passed during the last seven years, should submit
,;yithout grievous repinings and a certain show of resist-

ance to the terms imposed by the victors. The South
eere a proud, a gallant people. Their hopes of inde-

,pendence had been raised to the highest pitch. They
had staked their property, they had pledged their hbon-

* or, they had shed their best blood, to achieve a tri-
umph. Their defeat whelmed them in impoverish-
~ ent and ruin, tarnished their faine, crushbd their
lofty aspirations, and exposed them to the penalties
of treason. The consciousness that the terms of re-
conciliation have no parallel for magnanimity in the
history of the great civil wars does not replenish their
exhausted finances, nor revive their drooping indus-
try, nor heal their wounded honor, nor restore to life
their slain sons. Nevertheless, in view of all the cir-
cumstances, the defeated class in the South have ac-
cepted their new and trying situation with as much
equanimity as could have reasonably been anticipated.
Their crime was great, and terribly have they expi-
ated it. Their fall has put poor, proud hut.gp natture
to one of its severest tests, and they hare stood the
cast of the die with as much self-control as any peo-
ple in like circulstauces in all history. When they
shall realise that the change has become irrevocably
fixed, they will no doubt find it far more tolerable
than they expected, and may yet discover that even
negro suffrage, under the kindly and skillful manage-
ment of the old dominating class, will soon cease to be
a source of annoyance and ultimately become an ele-
Inpent of power.

A FIVE THOUSAND MILE WALK BY WESTON.-A dis-
patch dated New York, May 9, says:

Weston, the pedestrian, is backed for a 5000 mile
walk from Bangor to St. Paul and return to Buffalo.
The wager is $25,000 a side, and the time one hun-
