THE CARPET-BAGGERS SNUBBED AT CHICAGO.-The
carpet baggers. (says the New Orleans Times,) their
colsttitutions and their policy were generally snubbed
by the Rdical chiefs in the Chicago pow-wow. The
leading speakers. those of any claims to respectability
and influence, were very emphatic.in condemning the
sisiranchising clauses of the carpet-bag constitutions.
This was assailing them in their vital point. Their
very existence was due to and could only be main-
tained by the disfranchisement of the great body of
the respectable white people of the South. It could
iot, therefore, be very agreeable to them to go all the
way to Chicago to listen to the repudiation of their
most " sacred principle" by the regular chiefs of the
party. Thus we find in the most forcible, elaborate
and able speeih delivered in the convention, by Mr.
Ilaseaureck, of Ohio, the following onslaught on the
carpet bag idea of disfranchising white people, in or-
der to confine suffrage to the negroes and carpet-
baggers:
" The reconstruction laws of Congress have par-

tially fulfilled these requirements. But to establish
peace, security and reconciliation, all considerations
of enlightemned statesmanship command us to go one
step lurther and couple universal freedom with uni-
versal suffrage. The existence of a disfranchised class
is a source of irritation and disaffection. It is a stsnd-
ing threat and peril to the community. It is an im-
gediment to reconciliation, and should be done away
irth. I know that rebellion has committed crimes

which neither God nor man can forgive, but true
statesmanhip requires us to rise above the resent-
ments of the hour, however just and profitable they
nay be. It you must punish, punish individuals, but
do not p'ishlt a class. All class legislation is odious,
ard in this case mnay become treasonable arid danger-
cus to those by whom, as those against whom it is di- c
rected. We want prejudices of color to abate, and
hostilities of race to wear away in the South, which a
will nerer be the case as long as the just emancipated a
field hand votes, while his former master remains dis-
fratrclised. Such a state of affairs is big with the
seeds of plots, conspiracies, insurrections, and vio-
lence; we want the Southern whites to accept the sit-
nation; buat those that are disfranchised never will. -
This is human nature and easily accounted for. Hence,
lit them vote, white and black, and become recon-
ciled to tach other's political rights; let the strong
arm of the government maintain the public peace and
repress aniarchy and violence, thus facilitating the de-
velopment of material prosperity-and the work of
regeneration iill have begun. The developments of
material prosperiry are intpiortant elements of rccon-
