On the heights of Pere Lachaise, that populous

city of the dead, overlooking the most splendid capital
of Europe, is a grave without cross or stone or tmonu-
mental tablet of anykind, to tell the name of him who

sleeps beneath. Encircled by a hedge and planted all
around with beautiful flowers, most carefully pre-
served, that unhonored grave so affectionately guarded

and enbalmed in holiest silence, is an object of strange
interest amid the costly monuments surrounding it.
'The old guide, who passes by it a score of times
daily, sheds tears as, with mingled sorrow and pride,

he points and, in broken English, exclaims," " There

sleeps the bravest of the brave." In that singular
grave, with its evergreen hedge and fadeless flowers,
rest the remains of the soldier, who made the last

charge at Waterloo, with the broken columns of the
Old Guard, in the defense of the perished Empire

- and of that peerless patriot who, with permission to
retire into exile and enjoy the evening of his stormy

;, life in -the calm serenitude of protected security, pre-
- ferred to die a Frenchman upon the soil of France,

rather than live a Prussian, banished from his native

I. land. No monumental marble is needed to tell his

name. Nay, the old guide himself will not profane
r the unbroken silence that consecrates the spot, to

gratify the inquisitive and eager curiosity of the

e stranger; his only answer is, " There sleeps the brav-
o est of the brave." The generation that knew him, to

whom his placid brow and stalwart form were familiar,
- who, in the twenty years he had battled for France
e against the combined powers of Europe, had learned

to associate his name with the decisive movement of
w nearly every great battle-field, who had sunk crushed

- adorned, reverberating to-day tl:e cries of vive l'empe-
reur, is not so suggestive to us, of the South, in the
hopes it may inspire, as is that unadorned grave in the
Pere Lachaise for the lessons it teaches and the duties
it enjoins. It is better for us, as true and brave men,
to die upon our own soil, than to seek for homes in
other lands. We, of this generation, can write no
fitting epitaph upon the " lost cause," or erect any
suitable monument over its grave.

WHEN WILL THE NEW COSTITUTION TAKE EFFECT?-
I There seems to be some misapprehension as to the
limit of time within which, as matters now stand, the
constitution of 1888 will become the ruling one, and
exclude the provisional authority of the military pow-
ers and of Congress. Upon this depends the accession
to office of many who are now standing in the sun,
while others enter the municipal door or are fearful
that when the gates open to the other places in the
State's organisation they may not be able to complete
their qualifications, if Federal requisitions are to be
added to those of the State.

Our telegraphic dispatches show that the President
has determined to allow the omnibus bill to become a
law by lapse of time, but without his approval. If will
therefore, not take effect until the 23d inst., the Pres-
ident having ten days within which to consider it. If
the bill was :any later than the 12th in going into his
hands, it will take so much time more to become s law.

After that time, from ten to twenty days mustelapse
before the Legislature can assemble under its enabling
clause to consider the 14th amendment. When that is
acted upon and passed, some further time must elapse
before this can be sent on in an official form to the
President of the United States, and the proclamation
thereof made by him, will take ten days more before
there can be an admission of the representatives elect
to Congress, upon which event, and not till then,- will
the constitution have attained its full vitality, to the
exclusion of other interference with than such as is ex-
ercised in those States now styled "loyal."

As itls evident that under the most rapid actionwhich is possible, some time must elapse before our tofficers can take their places under the new constitu-tion as their "sole rule of faith and practice," swear-
ing by it alone,, would it not be well for Gen. Buchan-
an to at once fill all places in the city government forwhich the elected persorraheve [sildtquifthm
selves under his orders ?

The burglars
have grown so bold that scarcely a night has passed
recently that some store has not been entered. Among J
the houses that have suffered by these depredations, '
we remember the following: Mr. F. Wola, where the
thief.concealed himself in thebuilding; the office of
the Express company; Keene's cigar store; Mr. J. F.
Womack's; John J. Horan's, a saddlery establish-
ment; King & Nesbitt's grocery store; Baerwold's,
which was entered on Tuesday night. Several weeks
ago an attempt was made to enter Mr. Merchberger's,
but failed. There were perhaps other burglaries that
we do not now remember. -The object of the thieves
seems, in every instance, to have been money, as they
carried off very little, if any goods. At the same time
we are happy to state, that so far, they have been but
poorly paid for their pains. A good detective and a
night police is needed in Marshall.

The following we clip from the Jefferson Times, of
last Saturday:

The crop prospect in this immediate vicinity, and
for twenty miles around are as good as could be wished,
excepting only the need, just at present, of a good
seasonable rain. Fruit, vegetables, milk, butter, eggs,
fish, and in fact, everything eatable and palatable, are
plentiful and cheap.

A railroad has been surveyed from Brenham, to
Austin, under the direction of the Texas Central, which
company proposes to build it.

MELAscHoLY DRowNIsu.-The Austin Gazette, of

the 13th instant, says:
On last Wednesday, two young girls, a Miss Griffin

and Miss Costley, about 11 and 12 years of age, were
bathing in the Colorado river, some six or seven miles
below Austin, when, becoming alarmed by approaching
footsteps, they hastily got into deep water, and most
sad to relate, both were drowned. The body of Miss
Griffin was found, but up to yesterday, no discovery
had been made of Miss Costley.

The Gladiator, (Anderson,) Grimes county, of the
13th, has the following items:

Turo:0 sin5s BeiL..-The following is the text of the
omnibus bill as it went to the President:

An act to admit the States of North Carolina, South
SCarolina, Louisiana, Georgia, and Florida to representa-

e tion in Congress:

e WsussRas, The people of North Carolina, South
d Carolina, Louisiana, Georgia, Alabama, and Florida,

have, is pursuance of the provisions of an act entitled
" An act for the more efficient government of the rebel

States, " passed March 2, 1867, and the act supple-
mental thereto, framed constitutions of State govern-

e ment which are republican, and have adopted said
e constitutions by large majorities of the votes cast ate the elections held for the ratification or repealing of

the same; therefore,
Be it enacted, That each of the States of North Car-

olina, South Carolina, Louisiana, Georgia,' Alabama,
and Floridic, shall be entitled and admitted to represen-
ation in Congress as a State of the Union, when the
legislatures of such States shall have duly ratified the
amerdirient to the Constitirtion of the United States
proposed by the thirty-ninth Congress, and known
as article fourteen, upon the following fundamental
conditions:

SECTION 1. That the conrtitution of neither of said
States shall ever be amended or changed as to deprive
any citizen, or class of citizens, of the United States
of the right to vote in said State who are entitled to
vote by the Constitution herein recognised, except as
punishment of such crimes as ake now felonies at com-
mon law, whereof they shall have been dulyconvicted,
under laws equally applicable to all the inhabitants of
said State; Provided, That any alteration of said Con-
stitutions, prospective in its effect, may be made with
regard to time and place of residence of voters. And
the State of Georgia shall only be entitled and admitted
to representation upon this further fundamental con-
ditipu: That the first and third subdivisions of section
17 of the fifth article of the Constitution of said State,
except the proviso to the first subdivision, shall be null
and void: and that the general assembly of said State,
by solemn public act, shall declare the assent of the
State to the foregoing fundamental condition,

SEC. 2. That if the day fixed for the first meeting
of the legislature of either of said Stateshby the Con-
stitution or ordinance thereof shall have passed, or so
nearly arrived before the passage of this act that there
shall not be time for the legislature to assemble at the
period fixed, such legislature shall convene at the end
of twenty days from the time this act shall take effect,unless the governor -elect shall sooner continue the
same.

Sic. 3. That the first section of this act shall take
effect, as to each State except Georgia, when such State
shall, by its legislature, duly ratify article 14 of the
amendments to the Constitution of the United States
proposed by the thirty-ninth Congress; and as to the
State of -Georgia, when it shall, in ajdition, give the
assent of such State to the fundamental condition
hereinbefore imposed upon the same. And thereupon
the officers of each State duly elected and qualified
under the Constitution thereof, shall be inaugurated I
without delay; but no person prohibited from holding d
office under the United States or under any State by n

To the Editors of the South-Western
The Radical convention met at Austin on the 1st

instant, and elected E. J. Davis president over Judge
Caldwell by a majority of ten votes. W. V. Tunstall

was elected secretary. There is no lack of evidences

that this body will enact about such an instrument as

that imposed upon the people of your State. There

will, however, be a very strong effort made to defeat

it, and I predict, as I hope and believe, that the effort

will prove successful. The people already begin to

express themselves rather freely, and the anti-Radical
party are already pretty well organised throughout
most of the State. I base my belief on the well-
known fact, that in the most populous counties of the

State the negrees are largely in the minority; and I

cannot conceive the possibility of a majority of white
men ratifying such a constitution as a Radical conven-
tion would put forth.

The Radical press are telling wonderful stories of
murder and crime in Texas, but they invariably
"stretch the blanket"-not one-tenth of the killing is

going on that is so solemnly asserted by the Radical
papers, although the judges appointed by his excellen-
cy Green Peas rarely bold a session of their courts.
There is a statute of the State of Texas which deducts
five hundred dollars from the salary of a judge when
he fails to hold a regular term of his court without
sufficient cause; but what do the appointees of Gov.

to mete out justice to all and, punishment to all per-

on and hold its wildest saturnalia in the State, hoping
to keep the Northern mind horrified and the Northern
heart fired with hate against the people of Texas and

the South. I think Texas is now cursed with as sweet-

savored a set of scoundrels as ever misgoverned any
of the satrapies, and if the State does not go to that
exceedingly hot locality the name of which is spelled

with one aitch, one e, and two ells, it will be no fault

of theirs, and they will be disagreeably disappointed.
This town of Dallas is growing, notwithstanding the

scarcity of money, and at no very distant day will,
doubtless attain the proportions of a good-sized city.
There is considerable wealth in the county and no
lack of intelligence anti refinement in society.

A great many of the farmers complain of the poor
prospect for a crop of wheat, but others say they have
as good wheat as they ever saw. It seems that the
difficulty is more in the yield than in the stand, though
the latter has undoubtedly suffered much from the
millions of grasshoppers which lingered in the coun-
try for several weeks. The yield, it is believed, will
be as la:ge as ever the season after the present, as our
farmers attribute their meagre harvests to the use of
deteriorated seed-that is seed from "suckers." They
have all made arrangements for supplies of good seed
wheat for the next crop.

The prairie land in this region is very black, very
rich, and waxy. The plowman carries a paddle to
clean the mud from his mould-board, as bhe earth will
adhere to the finest polished steel, such as a new
sword or bowie-knife. Any one who may invent a
self-scouring plow will make bags full of "squidulums,"
and I hope Black or Lawson may be the lucky man.

I had the pleasure of an introductijn to ex-Gov. J.
W. Throckmorton a few days since. No wonder the
Rads turned him out of office-he is an honest man,
a gentleman-and the possessor of more brains than
the whole Radical party of Texas. I expect to hear
him speak on political subjects ere long, when I shall
take occasion to allude to him again.

It is to be hoped that neither singly, nor in combin-
asion with others, will any one undertake to act col.-
trary to his orders, for as the General says, "any spe-
cies of attempt to disregard such powers is nothing
else than setting at defiance the acts of Congress,"
and those who do so become themselves " rebels, " will
be subject to exclusion from office under the fourteenth
amendment, and cannot rightly take the oath under
the act of July, 1862.
