The Cincinnati Enquirer- furnishes its readers with

+ a brief bistorical sketch of national nominating con-

ventions in the United Statesin past times. We ac-
eordingly avail ourselves of itsreminizcences, facts and
dates for the instrnction of our readers .

“Tp to 1632 the Presidential candidates of the peo-
ple were not selected by national conventions of the
respective parties.  On the contrary, they wers nomi-
nuted in a caucus of congressmen at Washington.
The firat five Presidents were, with their Yiee Presi-
dents, chosen in this manuer.

 In 1524 the congressional cancus system received
its death blow. Io that year there were four candi-
dates before the people fur President, namely: An-
drew Jackson, J. Q. Adams, W, H. Crawford and
Henry Clay.
Congress declined to have anything to do with the
eancas. The resalt was that sixty-one members at-
tended out of two hundred and sixcy. They nomi-
nated Mr. Crawford in avcordance with old usages ands
prevedents. | But the npmination, of eourse, carried
no weight with it, and Mr. Crawford was the third in
the race. The election went to the Houze, where John
Q. Adams was chosen. At the next election Jackson
was talen up, in different State conventions, and was
elected over Mr. Adams, who had the same indorse-
went.  In 1882 at the end of Andrew Jackson's first
term, the first national conventions were called. The

The Commizsion dealt with the eubjest ina very
comprehensive apirit.  They refused to be guided by
any nice ling of discriminations, as to what constitutes
exact duty under Interpational Jaw; but fook as the
basis of their iona the moral obligati
of nations, to maintain strict neutrelity, and on that
to make a code of municipal reguolations which would
effect that object, whether required or not by the striet
letter of internationallaw. ’

In this temper they recommend ceriain alterations
in the law, and improvements in the forms of plead-
ing on indictments under the neoteality law, to the
end that a trial may be reacked on the merits without
delay. -
Among. the new provisions recommended are these:

A probibition againsl the preparing or fitting out
from any British port, of any naval or military expe-
dition againat any State with which Great Britain iz at
peace, whether such State be at war with apy other
State or not.

Making it a misdemeapor—

1. To fit out; arm, ‘dispatch, or cause to be dis-
patched any vessel with intent, or knowledge, that it
will be employed by any foreign power, in waragainst
one another, with which Great Britain is at peace; or

2. To build or equip within British jurisdiction any

It is further recommended thal all prizes of neutral
i vessels brought into British  jurisdietion, if captured
| by any vesscl in the employ of a helligeeent, which has
been buill or sent out of England, in viclation of the
neutrality aet, shall, on due proof, be returned to the
owners from whom they were captured, and no vessel
which bas got out of Hritish jurisdiction, against the
neutrality laws, and becomes employed in the service
of any bellizerent goverument at war, shall be admit-
| into any Dritish port thereafter.
| These recommendations have yet to take the shape
of o bill and pass throngh all the stages of legislation
before they become law,

In the meantime, these suhjects will forma very
prominent Lopiv in. the negotiations with the United
Seates, on the subject of the Alabama claims and kin-
dred qunestions, upon which the two Governments will
naturally wish to be inaccord, in the effort to establish
un fnternational code to which they expeet to obtain
the general assent of nations.
