Lace Manufacture in Florida.
The following notice is an example of what may be

done in our country. Every effort of this kind is a
step in the great work of emancipation which lies be-
fore our people-emancipation from the thraldom of
and dependence upon colored labor. It also suggests
another avenue for the exertion of female industry,
by which women, so often left powerless and depend-
ent, may secure the means of livelihood, without the
usual outlay of costly capital. The manufacture of
artificial flowers is also a beautiful and profitable ac-
complishment, by which hundreds of our fair girls
might add to their little store of pocket-money in a
graceful and ingenious manner. Heaven speed the
day when we cease to depend upon foreign peoples for
articles of luxury and beauty. We copy as follows
from the St. Augustine Examiner:

St. Augustine, beside boasting to be the most an-
cient city in the United States, can also plume herself
upon possessing a specialty enjoyed by few others, viz:
the Palmetto work and the Spanish linen work, and
bids fair to have the monopoly of a third in thread
and silk lace, which in time may rival Valenciennes,
Cluny or Honiton. Several sisters of the order of St.
Joseph, recently brought from France by the Venera-
ble Bishop of this diocese to instruct the poor of this
town, possess the art of lace-making, equal in beauty
and texture to anything produced in France. They
come from a district where it is common for each and
every one to make lace-the rich for amusement, the
poor for a livelihood; but these good sisters little
dreamed, in their homes at Le Prys, what a treasure
they might prove in a far distant land, in an isolated
city like St. Augustine, in a country like America,
where every lady must have lace, yet where one yard
is not manufactured.

Why should not this bright, beautiful, health-giving,
venerable city, become the opulent rival of Malines
and Alencon.

For two hundred years she has known all the vicis-
situdes of war, and change of rulers; her youth has
been passed in storms, and often penury. But now
her hoary locks may be crowned with wealth and afflu-
ence. There is no reason why the horn of plenty,
should not be reversed over St. Augustine; for she
holds within her walls, the end of the string which
draws the wide end downwards. The Sisters are pre-
pared to teach the exquisite art gratis; their mission
being Charity; Charity in all its ramifications. Wheth-
er it is to visit the sick, to help the poor, comfort the
afflicted, to instruct the ignorant or teach children in
their catechism, or place within their little fingers the
means of an honest livelihood. A child of eight years
old can learn; it merely requires the same amount of
mechanical manipulation as the piano forte. In the
lace making provinces of France the little girl has the
ambition to make her confirmation veil. Later on an- t
other passion supercedes, and she makes her marriage a
veil, and the proceeds of her active fingers furnish
her trousseau and the little home, which is to be her t
future paradise. That paradise we here all here look
forward to, for it is the only taste we ever get of that
better Land here below. t

All marriages are prudent in France-marriag de t
convenience-and every girl makes and sews until she t
has a pile of linen that will last her all her life and
perhaps her children. In St. Augustine there could
be no lack of sale for every yard of lace made, be- t
cause home produce can be sold cheaper than foreign c
goods. Every lady of fashio-s knows that cors: can be
bought cl-eapest in Naples, linen in Ireland, diamonds e
in Constantinople, silken work in Malta, scissors in
Sheffield, etc. Why should we not add lace in St. Au- 1
gustine ? It is well adapted to this work, because the t
yo•pg girls are strikingly intelligent, and singularly f
ingenious with their hands. It is also adapted to the
climate, for it is not at all laborious, but an easy pas- t
time. It is a work which can be carried on at home;
sitting on the balcony a young girl can ply her grace-
ful fingers, for the admiration of the Caballero while l
she entertains him with the last news.

The Sisters have but to open a "souvrier" to have
it crowded with applicants. Every lady in St. Augus-
tine should learn, were it only for the novelty. n

To the children they would teach reading, writing, e
arithmetic and lace making, to the adults the latter d
only. There are at least ii this city two hundred a
young persons who would not at all object to increase d
their pocket money, earning from two to three dollars p
a day by an art so beautiful and fascinating, useful fi
and remunerative. Two hundred persons earning on ri
an average ten dollars a week would make an income fi
of two thousand dollars to St. Augustine weekly, or a
one hundred thousand per annum-for one article o
alone produced, by makers for the most part under b
twenty years of age. P

which the Augustinians of the present day may emu- d
late with equal success in lace making. It will be in- s
stantly bought up from them, for it forms an iidispen- g
sable portion of every lady's toilet, and is now wholly
imported from Europe.

Etiquette of satrimony:
HOW THEY MARRY AND ARE GIVEN IN MARRIAGE IN FRANCE.

SIGNowG THE CovTRACT.-Supposing that all things
have gone on without difficulty up to this point, the
next step is the signing of the marriage contract, or
settlement, as we should term it. The contract must
necessarily have been duly arranged, and its provi-
sions all settled, and the deed drawn up, when the
parties betake themselves to the notary who has pre-
pared the document. In the case of very wealthy
families, and in the provinces, the notary comes to
the house of the fiancee, in which case etiquette re-
quires that he should be invited to dine. It is, as with
us, esteemed an honor to have the document witnessed
by a Prince of the blood, or a great State dignitary. i
All expenses of the proceedings are to be paid by the
future husband. The notary reads the document, M.
Delaunay rises, makes a bow to his fancee, as though
to ask her consent, takes the pen, signs the deed, and
then passes the pen to Mademoiselle Rosalie. The
young lady signs in turn, and passes the pen to the
mother of her intended, who passes it on to the mother
of the bride, and so on through the members of the
family present, who sign, for the most part, in the or-
der of their age.

THE PRESENeTS.-It is on this day that M. Delaunay
is expected to send the presents known as the corbeille
demariage. The value of the presents should amount
to about ten per cent. of the dot of the lady. They
consist generally of shawls, jewels, lace, furs, gloves,
fans, books and a purse containing a certain number
of gold pieces of money, which should be new. These
presents should be put either in an elegant box or a
work-table, destined to form part of the furniture of
the young couple. The corbeille should arrive on the
morning of the signing of the contract, accompanied
with a handsome bouquet of flowers, and the corbeille,
together with the trousseau of the fiancee, which by
this time should be prepared, is exhibited in her room,
tastefully arranged with flowers, for her friends to ad-
mire. If there iq a ball that evening, as is customary,
at the house of the fiancee, the young lady should be
in white. She opens the ball with her intended, and
in the second quadrille she belongs de droit to the no-
tary, who in olden times had the right of kissing her
on the cheek. Everybody who signs the marriage
deed is expected to make a present to the young lady.

THE MARRIAGE.-As for the actual marriage, it is
well known this is performed in two ceremonies-one
at the mairie, and the other at the church. Both at
the mairie and at the church marriages are performed
on Thursdays and Saturdays in every week; at the
mairie from 9 in the morning to 5 in the evening; at
the church from 6 in the morning till 1 in the after-
noon. The marriage at the mnairie is of astrictly civil
character, and is often performed on the same day as
the other, but sometimes one or two days beforehand.
It must, however, precede the other, though strict
Catholics look on it as a mere legal formality, and as
no marriage at all in a proper sense. The maire can,
if he pleases to honor persons of importance, perform
the marriage in his drawing-room ; but all the doors
in the honse must be open down to the street, so that
all the world may enter if they please. The mairie
marriage must be preceeded by the proper legal for-
malities-evidence of publication of bans, consent of
parents, (if such is required by law), and can only be
celebrated three days after the notification has been
published at the mairie. When the bride has signed
her name at the mairie, she passes the pen to her hus-
band, who receives it, and says: "Jierci,'madanme."

The lady is thus styled "madame" for the first time
in her life by her future husband. The publication of
the bans for the marriage in the church takes place
much the same as with us. On the morning of the
marriage the bridegroom and his, family come to call
for the bride and her family. The bridegroom then
presents the bouquet de noces, which must be entirely
white, to his fiancee. Carriages, hired by the bride-
groom, who defrays all the expenses of the day, with
the exception of those at the house of the bride, are
sent to fetch the witnesses of the marriage and the
members of the two families who are invited to be
present, to the house of the bride. The bridegroom,
provides the wedding-ring and the piece de mariage, a
piece of money, of gold or silver, according to the con-
dition of the parties; if the former, it is placed like a
medal in a morocco case. Among the peasants a piece
of copper coin fulfills the function of the piece de mar-
iage, which must receive the priest's benediction dur-
