Whereas, by an act of Congress, entitled "An act to

olmit the States of North Carolina, South Carolina
Louisiana, Georgia, AlanOama and Florida to represen
tenon in Congress," passed on the 25th of June, 1668,
it is declared that it is made the duty of the President,
within ten days after receivirg official information of
the ratification by the Legislatue of either of said
S'at's of a proposed amendment to the Constitution
known as article fourteen, to issue a proclamation an-
nomrcing that fact;

And n hereas the said act seems to be prospective;
And whereas a paper purporting to be a resolution

of the Legislature of Florida, adopting the 13th and
14th amendment of the articles of the Constitution of
the United States, was received at the Department of
State on the 16th of June, 1868, prior to the passage
of the act of Congress referred to, which paper is at-
tested by the names of Horatio Jenkins, Jr., as Presi-
dent p,'o tn. of the Senate, and W. W. Moore, as
Speaker of the Assembly, and of Winm. L. Apthoop, as
Secret:ry of the Senate, and William Forsyth By-
nun aasClerk of the Assemby, and which paper was
transmitted to the Secretary of State in a letter dated
ELVocutive Ollice, Tallahassee, Florida, June 10, 1808,
frumn h•rrison Iced, wL.o therein signs himself Gov-
rllor;

And whereas, on the 0th day of Jily, 186I , a pape"
was received by the President, which paper being ad-
drlescd to the President, bears date on the 4th of July,
l-S•, and w is transmitted by and under the name of
W. W. ]lollcn, who therein writes himself Governor
ofl Nol h Coe(lir , w hiih paper certifies that the said

I roposed amendment, known as article fourteen, did
Ito~ the Senate and House of Representatives of the
Iener;;l Assembly of North Carolina, on the 2d day
of July, inst., ant is attested by the names of Jlohn It.
l;oner, or Bower, as Secretary of the lHouse of Repre-
sentatives, and T. A. Byrnes, as Secretary of the Sen-
ate; and its ratification on the 4th of July, 1868, is
attested Lya Tod R. Caldwell, as Ioieutenant Governor,
Ilresident of the Senate, and J. W. Hlolden, as Speaker
of HIouse of Representatives;
Now, therefore, be it known that I, Andoew John-

son, President of the United States of America, in
compliance with and execution of the act of Congress
aforesaid, do issue this proclamation announcing the
fact of the ratilication of the said amendment by the
Legislature of the State of North Carolina, in the man-
rer hereinbefore set forth.

In testimony whereof I have signed these presents
with my hand, and have caused the seal of the United
States to be hereunto allixedt.

t cares Radicalism for State constitutions, when it tram
plea under foot the supreme law of the land, and ad
mits that all its legislation is "out side " that instru
ment?

The majority of the fabricated Senators and mem
hers from the "reconstructed " States represent no
part of the population. They are adventurers attached
to the army and freedmen's bureau, who went to the
South to prey upon the misfortunes of that afflicted
e people, and to profit by the disorder which their pres.It ence helped to create. They do not represent the

poor negroes, who were driven to the polls like herdsd of cattle, and with about as much appreciation of the

elective franchise as the beasts of the forest. They do
n not even claim to speak for the white people, amongst
o whom nine out of ten of them will never dare to show

ih their faces again as soon as the military despotism and

corrupt freedmen's bureau are withdnawn, which are
the only props of their infamous political existence.

This is the sort of representation which has been
made up for the South. To compare it with the old
rotten borough system of England is to compare a
satyr with Hyperion. With all the faults of the latter,
it had one merit, which is not pretended to exist in
this case. The representatives were at least respecta-
ble. They were Englishmen " to the manor born,"
and not needy and seedy office-seekers, without char-
acter or condition, as these carpet-baggers are, who
followed the at-mv like vultures, and who have done
nothing but victimise and fleece the communities
where they squatted for subsistence.

There is a serious phase abeut this matter, which
may well claim the most earnest attention. These
twenty Senators and fifty Representatives, who have
thus been brought into Congress by fraud and force,
and in det.Lnce of thi declarations of the very men
who have now " reconstructed " them, will hold the
balance of power in legislation. Without any stake
themselves, and witi. no form of responsibility to con-
stituents, they come here •'ith the power, not only to
legislate for great national Lnisrests, but, in fact, with
the control of legislation in their heads- Twenty Sen-
ators, chosen by the freedmen's burea:u and a few sa-
traps, may negative the votes of New Y'orK, Pennsyl-
vania, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, New Jersey, zMichigan,
Minnesota, California and Maine. They have no in-
terest to protect but their own. They represent noth-
ing but themselves. They are mere dregs thrown

• 
to

the surface by a violent fermentation, who, by a nat-
ural law, will settle to the bottom as soon as the dis-
turbing cause disappears. The precarious tenure of
their appointments, and the certainty that they will
be revoked whenever the people can speak for them-
selves, render them necesserily indifferent to obliga-
tions which would bind representative men, if they
had the other qualities which even their assurance has
not yet ventured to claim.

A practical idea of the moral worth of this class of
men may be formed from the experience of the car-
pet-bag delegates who attended the Chicago conven-
tion from the South. They offered themselves openly
for sale to the highest bidder, and it is said the dele-
gation from Louisiana was purchased for three differ-
ent candidates. It is notorious that many of them
were finally sold for their hotel bills and traveling ex-
penses. These facts are indisputable, and are derived
from the most reliable Radical sources, and most of
them have been published in leading Radical journals.

These delegates were worthy companions of the
Senators and memi ers who are to figure here, and it
is not difficult to estimate the commercial value of the
same article by the prices which recently ruled at
Chicago. It is a saddening spectacle to see our repre-
sentative system disfigured in the world's estimation
and disgraced in our own by such a perversion as this
for a partisan purpose. Well may men doubt about.
the permanence of free institutions, when the worst
appliances of despotism and the most degraded instru-
ments of barbarism are employ to carry out the ends
of a party professing to be "republican."

The Radicals were exclusively responsible for legis-
lation heretofore, in consequence of their overwhcelm-
ing majorities, obtained by the most iniquitous means.
Now they have assumed an additional responsibility,
and will be held to strict account for the twenty Sena-
tors and fifty Representatives whom they have intro-
duced into Congress, to increase the burthens of the
Northern taxpayer, to vote for repudiation in every
form that may be presented, and to control legislation
in the interest of corrupt corporations and unscrupu-
lous monopolies. We undertake to say that this is
the dearest acquisition yet made, and that the people
before long will cry out for the expulsion of every
carpet-bag adventurer who has been brought here to
augment the power of Radicalism at the cost of every
material interest, and to put in peril the stability of
this Government. Should the precedent be ac-
knowledged, what security would there be left for in-
stitutions like ours? It is a bad imitation of the con-
stitutional monarchies of Europe, where the sovereign
increases the number of peers in the Senate at will, in
order to strengthen a failing ministry against the pop-
ilar will. Radicalism orders representation made for

Congress, and military satraps execute its commands;
a•,d the tools of this tyranny are called Senators and
Representatives !

Commercial Intelligence.
SOUTn-WEsTERN OFrICs,

Shreveport, July 29, 1868.
We have no change to note in regard to commercial

affairs during the past week. Business has been about
the same as that of the previous week.

COTTON-For the condition of our cotton market,
we refer to the following :

RsPtr.r or GREGG & MARTIN--Tuesday, July 28.-
The trans ctions in our market for the past week have
been conductu.d on a very limited scale, owing to light
receipts, with prices tending downward. Our latest
telegrams from Livel'pool quote middling uplands at
10od. and dull; New York, 30@31c.; and New Orle-
ans, low middling 27@28c., uill and no buyers. In this 4

market, low middling nominally 25c. It may not be
out of place here to state, as far as onu information will
bear us out, the condition of the growing crops and the
prospects of the worm. We have reports from nearly
every section of the country adjacent to this poi.t, all
agreeing that the prospect was never better than at
present for a heavy yield. Reports are, however, con-
flicting regarding the worm. Several parties have
stated to us that the genuine cotton worm has made its
appearance, and, from the progress they are now mak-
ing, that they will doubtless be very destructive, and
shorten the crop very materially. We were shown a
cotton leaf, by our friend Col. Durham, upon which
there was a worm very industriously engaged in its
consumption. It was, however, pronounced by several
who professed to be judges, nothing more than the
grass worm, and would do but little damage.

COTTON STATEMENT.
