An act to provide for the improvemerit of the naviga-

tion of Red river. o
Section I. Be it enacted by the Senate and lHus, ,f

RtptaeseLttatives of the State of Lottisianta, in (lenerI.
Assbtly convened, That the navigation of Red river
.thalibe improved by filling up at a proper point on
Old riverso as to prevent the tihe waters of lod river
from running into Tones' bayou during llow water sea-
son, arid by retnoving logs, trees, stumps and other
obstruations to the navigatiorrn-of Twelve Mile btayou,
ited bayou, Poisorts b lyou, Prosn's lake, and other
lakes above Shreveiport, and also by makirng cut-ottl on
said bayoas at different bends.

Sec. 2. Be it fjtrher en•tcLed, etc., That in order to
have the albove. works completed during the present
low water, William S. Mudgett, Charles W. Keetinrg,
and H. IH. Crowell, be and are hereby appointled Cor-
inissioners in behalfaf' the State, and hereby author-
i•ed to employ i competent engineer, and to have him
without dlel), to examine said works, and prepare
plai:s and specifications of the work to be done, and
to make the sane so as to show the proposed and
necess.ary wsork ,in convenient sectiohs, with estimate;
of tIhe justrand proper cost of each section and of the
whole work.

See. 3. BeLit fhrther enracted, etc., That as soon as,
said estimates, plans and specifications are prepared,
said Commissioners shall- and they are hereby author-
ised to contract in the name of the State of Louisiana
with a competent persor opersons to do said work
according to such plan and spe•ifications, payable in
instalments at the completion of each section and up-
oon the certificates of said Cdmmissioners that the see-
tion has been completed according to contract.

See. 4. Be it. further enac-ted, etc., That the total
cost of said improvements shall not exceedthe sum of
onre hundred and thirty-five thousand dollars, for which
the contractor or contractors shall bind themselves to
receive the bonds of the State of Louisiana, payable to
bearer at twenty years after the date of the contract,
aud bearing seven and thirty hundredths per centumr
interest per annum.

Sec. 6. Be it further enacted, etc.; That the Gover-
nor of the State of Louisiana shall cause to be pre-
pared and printed the niumber of bonds necessary tor
delivery tothe contractor or contractors on presenta-
tion of the certificate of said Commissioners that tlhey
are entitled to the same, which bonds shall be for the
sum of one thousand dollars each, with twenty con-
pons for the annual interest appended thereto, and
which said bonda shaHll ave been signed by the Gov.
ernor and countersigned by the Secretary of State urn-
der the seal of the State, the Auditor of Public Ac-
counts and State Treasurer, they shall be delivered to
the Auditor, and issued by him to the contractor or
contractors upon the presentation of aforesaid certifi-
cates of the said Commissioners.

See. 6. Be it further esueted, etc., That at maturity
of said eoupoiaof interest and bonds respectively, the
State Treassuer be and is hereby authorised and re-
quired topag the sanme to any hearer thereof, out of
any fuotfs in the treasury of the State not otherwise

ppropriated.-
See. '7. Be it further enacted, etc., That as soon as a

]Board of Public Works may be created' for this State,
and the members thereof shall qualify and organise, as
may be provided by law, the Commissioners appointed
bythis act shall turn over to such Board of Public
'Works, whatevcr they may have done under and ac-
cording to the requirements of this act, and such.Board of Public Works shall take possession and con-
trolof such works, and contract for the miaking tihe
same, if not already under contract; and if already
under contract, shall superintend the work and direct
the same accordig to t the contract, and do all things
required to be done by said Commissioners by this
act.

Sec. 8. Be it further enacted, ect., That this act
shall take tffeet from and after its passage.
