Douglas Taylor, Chairman.
Dear Sir-1 have the pleasure to acknowledge the

receipt of your invitation to preside over the Demo-
cratic meeting on Monday next. I have long since
determined to abstain from further participation in po-
litical lile, and therefore find myself compelled to de-
cline the honor you proffer me. I should, however, be
glad to attend the meeting as a private citizen, did
not engagements of a domestic nature, rendered imper-
ative by my long absence from tke country, detain me
from the city upon the day in question.

several thousand such naturalisations in this city, and
the registrars refuse registration to each applicant,
necessitating a separate writ in each case, notwith-
standing it was stated, on behalf of registrations, that
the decision in test cases would be taken as conclusi e.
In the sixth district court Judge Cooley stated that a
certificate of naturalisation issued from that court had
effected a Judicial decision whereot the correctness
registrars had no right to question. Some of the regis-
trars had, notwithstanding, persisted in refusal, aid
were arrested and fined for contempt of court. A
number of similar cases will be before the court to-
morrow.

The Opelousas Riot.
NEw ORLEANs, Oct; 7.-Lieut. Lee, of the Freed-

mnch's Bureau, who was sent by Maj. Hutchings, in
charge of the bureau here, to investigate the troubles
at Opelousas, reported this morning that the immedi-
ate cause of the outbreak was a personal difficulty be-
tween the editor of the St. Landry Progress, a Repub-
lican paper, and three citizens, growing out of offen-
sive articles in the Republican paper. The editor,
named Bently, who was also a school teacher, was
caned. A report was immediately circulated among
the negroes that Benfly was killed, and couriers were
dispatched to arouse tlm negroes on the plantations in
the country, and in an incredible short time were flock-
ing, fully armed, into Opelousas, apparently being
fully organised and prepared for any such occasion.

Several bodies of negroes met but were dispersed by
the efforts of sensible and moderate men. Both ne-
groes and whites acquainting themselves with the true
frets regarding Bently. One body, however, of twenty-
five or thirty, led by a negro, who called himself Cap-
tain, refused to disperse, when ordered; a fight ensued
in which two negroes were killed, and four or fire
wounded. Five or six whites were wounded, two very
severely, and a number of horses belonging to the
whites were killed. The negro calling himself Captain,
was one of tht. killed. Eight of the party captured and
lodged in jail, and the balance dispersed. Orders were
given by the civil authorities for the disarming of the
negroes, which were executed with some difficulty, but
effectually, and the arms belonging to the negroes are
now in the !urnds of the authorities at Opelbusas, and
the Parish is'now perfectly quiet. During the excite-
went, the materials of the St. Landry Progress were
scattered; a portion of !inem destroyed.

A white man was ambushed while riding along the
rond alone and was riddled with balls by three ne-
groes, who were all caught and killed. Another white
plant-r is reported shot while sitting in his house.
The troubles existed only in the parish of St. Landry,
in a radius of twenty miles from Opelousas. Adjoin-
ing parishes were perfectly quiet. Lieut. Lee reports
that he could learn of but two whites killed and eightur ten wuouided, and five riegrues kiled arid fifteen or
twenty woundedi but expresses tire outiiori that- the
number of casualties will exceed this estimate, as the
negroes, in some instances in disarming, had to be t
overpowered. None of the white Radicals suffered
except Bdently, and he only in the loss of printing ma-
terials and the caning he received. Lieut. Lee reports
that quiet is restored and everybody pursuing their
ordinary avocations. No furthertrouble appreherded.
The white inhabitants of the parish outnumber the
blacks. Armed mounted patrols, however, were still
being kept up.

DtISRArcutISxE.-The following is the 99th article
of the constitution, which enumerates all who are dis-
franchised:

ARTICLE 99. The following persons shall be pro-
hibited from voting and holding any office: All per-
sons a ho shall have been convicted of treason. forgery
or bribery, or other crimes punishable iu the peniten-
tiary, and persons under interdiction. All persons
who are estopped from claiming the right of suffrage,
by ah juring their allegiance to the United States Gov-
ernient, or by notoriously levying war against it, or
adhering to its enemies, giving them aid or comfort,
but who have not expatriated themselves, nor have
been convicted of any of the crimes mentioned in the
first paragraph of this article, are hereby restored to
the said rights, except the following : Those who held
office, civil or military, for one year or more, under
the organization styled " the Confederate States of
America;" those-who registered themselves as enemies
of the United States; those who acted as leaders of'
guerrilla bands during the late rebellion ; those who,
in advocacy of treason, wrote or published newspaper
articles or preached sermons during the late rebellion;
and those who voted for and signed an ordinance of
secession in any State. No person included in these
exceptions shall either vote or hold office until he shall
have relieved himself by voluntarily writing and sign-
ing a certificate setting forth that he acknowledges
the late rebellion to have been morally and politically
wrong, and that he regrets any aid and comfort lie
mary have given it; and le shall file the certificate in
the office of the Secretary of Seate, and it shall be
puili bed in the official journal. Provided, That no
person who, prior to the first of January, eighteen
hundred ait sixty-eight, favored the execution of the
laws of the United States, popularly known as the Re-
construction Acts of Congress, and openly and actively
assisted the loyal men of the State in their efforts to
restore Louisiana to her position in the Union, shall
be held to be included among those herein excepted.
Registrars of' voters shall take the oath of any suchi !
person as prima ifaie evidence of the fact that he is
entitled to the benefit of this proviso.

" They Can't Tar Me."
We have repeatedly 'leard poor men, laboring men,

say, remarks the Gallipolis Dispatch, " well, I have
not got any property ; they can't tax me much."

W e recently met one of this class returning after ii
hard day's work, carrying ofl his arm a peck of meal;
we accosted him, and the following conversation en-
sued:

Well, Jones, how do you get on ? "
Poor enough. It seems harder to make a support

for myself and family than ever before. I work hard,
live poor, don't drink or lounge around, and yet it is
all I car, do to live."

Well, that is not to be wondered at, when you and
other laboring men vote year lIter year to increase
your own burdens. Times will grow harder until you
chaige your way of voting, and taxes will increase.

"They can't tax me much, for I've got nothing."
They can't, eb? Let's ace? What did that peck

of meal cost you ?
"Thirty cents."
Do you know what it costs to raise a bushel of

meal ?
"No."
It costs about fifteen or twenty cents.
"The loyal people say you Copperheads are mighty

bad people, and try to deceive us workingiuen, and I
begin to believe it, for I know they don't tax meal."

I think I can prove to you that cornmeal is pretty !
heavily taxed.

"I'd like for you to do it, then."
Well, the corn from which that meal was made was

was raised on taxed land, plowed by a taxed plow,
drawn by taxed horses, hitched with taxed gears. It
was hoed with a taxed hoe, cultivated with taxed imi-
plements, gathered with a taxed wagon, drawn by
taxed horses, thrown into a taxed crib, shelled on a
taxed machinie, measured iir a taxed measure, taken
in a taxed sack, ground in a taxed mill, sieved with a
taxed sieve, mixed in a taxed pan, stirred with a taxed
spoon, salted with taxed salt, put into a taxed bake-
pan, baked in a taxed stove, laid out oti a taxed plate,
cut with a taxed knife, and' lastly eaten by a pretty
heavily taxed man.

Whew ! well I'll swan, that's nearly all taxes. I
declare to gracious I never looked at it in that way be-
tore."

If it were not for the taxes you could buy a bushel
of meal for what that peek cost you. Besides, it is
tot oi that alone that you are taxed, but upon every-thing you have to buy. A pound of sugar costs only
tir e or four cents, but you have to pay from sixteen
to thirty. A pound of coffee only cost.s ten cents, but
you have to pay thirty, and if it costs you three hun-
died dollars a year to support your family, you may
say oie-ialf of this is tax. Now, is it any wonder that
times are hard and that you find it difficult to live ?

"It costs me more than $300 a year to live. I used
to get only fifty cents a day, and I lived a great deal
better than I do now on ;1 20. Iaee there is a great
wrong somewhere, and I am going to take your ad-
vice and see if there is any good in voting for a change
of rulers. I'll try the experiment anyhow; but I must
not tell old Squeeze, or he'll discharge me and call ole
a rebel; .but$150 tax is too muqh for nie. That much
saved would buy my winter's fuel, sugar, coffee, flour,
etc., to last me a year, and a roll or two of muslin
and calico for my wife and children. How thickheaded
I must be not to have seen this before. I begin to
see why old Bonds used to come, round and see toe t

just before the election, and be so smiling and polite, r
and why Mrs. Bonds would send my wife some little t
nick-nack or other. Bonds is rich; he gets gold from
the bank for his bonds. I work to pay that, His
bonds are not taxed. I pay $160 a year all in little
things; even a box of matches is taxed. I thank you, t
Mr. Editor, for this talk; it has done me good; a new t
light has broken in on me, and I'll not keep it hid un- t
der a bushel neither. I'll talk to the men about it. It t
is now all plain. I declare I'll never forget that peck
of meal."

Resolved, That the Democracy of Louisiana, assem-

bled in convention for the first time since the adjourn-
ment of the National Democratic Convention, endorse
the platform of principles adopted by that body, and
pledge themselves to maintain and defend them.

Resolved, That the nominations made by that con-
vention, of Horatio Seymour, for President, and Fratik
P; Blair, for Vice President, have already received
the warm approval of the Democracy of Louisiana;
that we recognise in them men worthy to he the stan-
dard-bearers of constitutional liberty in this, its hour
of extreme peril, and we pledge them our continued,
earnest and untiring support.

Resolved, That we heartily and entirely endorse the
recent letter of Gen. Robert E. Lee and other distin-
guished Southern citizens to Gen. Rosecrans, and de-
clare that it is a truthful statement of the feehingi.,
wishes and purposes of the people of the South. That
while we are urged by every consideration of material
and political interest to desire a full and speedy resto-
ration to the Union, with all our constitutional rights,
and we recognise, to the fullest extent, our duty to
support the Constitution, to obey the laws passed in
conformity with it, and to maintain the Union in its
integrity.

Resolved, That we recognise the abolition of slavery
as an accomplished fact, and that it is not our interest
or wish ever to revive it. That we believe that the
interests of the twb races in the South are inseparably
connected, and we pledge ourselves to protect and de-
fend the colored people of this State in the full and
free exercise of all their legal rights.

Resolved, That we look with indignation and alarm
upon the attempts now being made by the Republican
party of this State to deny the white people of the
State a fair registration and a fair election; .that this
party ought, at least, to be satisfied with the disfran-
chisemeits contained in the present constitution ; that
we have the unquestionable right to demand, and we
do demand that all who are entitled to it shall be regis-
tered, and that an opportunity shall be afforded to
those thit registered to east their votes in November
next, and that if we are deprired of these clear and
unquestioiable rights, the responsibility for thecouse-
quesun-that may follow so glaring an outraee must
fall upon those who thug violate and trample upon
the laws they themselves have enacted.

To the President and members of the Democratic State
Convention :

Your Committee on Resolutions and the Condition
of. the State, have given the subject that serious con-
sideration which its importance demands.

There is much in the present condition and future
prospects of Louisiana to excite the most serious up-
prehensions in the mind of every patriot.

The Republican Convention, which assembled in
Chicago, in May last, adopted the following resolution:

" We congratulate the country upon the assured
success of the reconstruction policy of Congress, as in-
dicated by the adoption, in a majority of the States
lately in rebellion, of constitutions securing equal civil
and political rights to all."

Never was a sadder misstatement solemnly proclaim-
ed to the world by any respectable body of men. So
far from securing equal civil and political rights to all,
the very foundation upon which all of these constitu-
tions rest is proscription. By the present constitution
of Louisiana, seven distinct classes, composed of the
most wealthy, the most intelligent, and the most ex-
perienced in affairs of government, ate disfranchised
for imaginary political offences, made offences for the
first time by that constitution, and of which it is need-
less to say the parties have never been convicted. And
by the interpretation placed upon that constitution by
the present registrars of voters, a large number of nat-
uralised citizens, many of whom were soldiers in the
Federal army, have also been denied the right to reg-
ister and vote. At the last election in this State,
twenty thousand, one-third of the entire white vote of
the State, were denied the right of suffrage, while the
elective franchise, wrested from them by the strong
arm of military authority, was, by the vanme authority,
conferred upon more than eighty thousand negroes,
originally imported front the wiids of Africa, and just
emerged from two hundred years of slavery. Thus
we-have seen established among us, not universal uit-
frage and negro equality, but restricted suffrage and
negro supremacy.

What has been the result of this most reckless and
wicked experiment ? Has it beem in any sense a suc-
cess? This depends upon what Congress intended to
accomplish by adopting this policy. It it was their
purpose to prostrate all our hiatetial interests, to array
one half of our people againat the other half, and, to
use the strong but not exaggerated language of Sena-
tor Doolittle, to " inaugurate hells" in every one of
these State, then have they achieved a complete sue-
cess, and well may they congratulate themselves upon
the result. But if it was really their object to establish
governments capable of securing the rights of all, and
affording protection in life, liberty and property to
every citizen, never was there a more dicastious ftilure.

Our present State Government presents a spectaclo
calculated to excite no other feelings than those of
shame and disgust. The ascendency of the negroes at
the ballot-box has enabled them to sleet the Lieuten-
ant Governor and about one-halt of the Legislature of
their own race, and a large number of reckless and un-
principled adventurers from other States, who have no
home or interest here, and are entire strangers to our
laws, manners, and customs. These two classes have
obtained the absolute control of the State Government
in all its departments, and have inaugurated a system of
profligacy, bribery, anti open and shameless corruption
that we hope, for the hoonor of human nature, is with-
out a parallel. _

These men seem to labor for but two objects: to
perpetuate their own power, and to devise new and
hitherto unheard of schemes for plundering the State.
They have created about two hundred new offices, with
enormous salaries, and have increased and, in most
instances, doubled the salaries of the old ones. Under
this profligate legislation the public debt is daily in-
creased at a fearful rate; the public credit is utterly
ruined, and the ability of the people to support the
enormous taxation levied upon them by men who pay
no portion of it, constantly diminishing. Not-, is this
all. The white people of the State, smarting under a
sense of wrong, groaning under an almost intolerable
load of taxation, seeing their money daily squandered
to enrich needy adventurers, while they are in the
saite proportion impoverished and ruined, are becom-
ing hourly more restless, discontented, and hopeless of
the future.the future.

On the other hand, a great number of the negroes,
though naturally a quiet and peaceable race, excited
by inflfaiatory appeals to their worst passions from
men of the most depraved and abandoned character,
and elated by their sudden elevation to power, have
become idle, turbulent and lawless; impatient of con-
tradiction, tolerating no discussion of their newly an-
quired rights, with no idea of strength except in its
physical development, and no conception of power ex-
cept as displayed in brute force, they ire ever ready
to resort to of convincing their opponents. Is it sur-
prising the club and torch as the readiest means that
the white man answers these arguments in the only
way suited to the capacity of those who offer them?
Thus, almost daily we hear of collisions, of bloodshed,
of riots actually occurring, and of still greater dan-
gers threatened. Doubtless these reports are often
greatly exaggerated; but it is not to be denied that
there are frequent collisions between the races, and
that the public minid is in such a condition as constant-
ly to endanger public peace. In this state of things
the Governor of the State proclaims to the world his
inability to preserve order and enforce the laws, and
calls upon the President for a large military force to
be placed at his dispoisal. Is this the assumed success
boasted of by the Chicago Convention, and is there
anything here upon which to congratulate the Ameri-
can people? What is this confessed and proclaimed
inability to accomplish the only results for which gov-
ernments ought ever to be instituted or sustained
among men? It is to be found in the fact that this
govertnment has not the confidence and catnot con-
mand the support of the white people of the State
and it demonstrates, what was perfectly obvious before
to all but crazy political Cealots, that white man will
not quietly submit to slavery, and that the negro is
totally untit for a ruler.

In the meantime, while we shall not cease to strug.
gle against the tide that is sweeping us to destruction,
we feel that we must mainly rely upon the good and
true men of the North; and we can but appeal to them,
by all the ties which once bound us together, by all
the traditions of the past, and all the hopes of the fu-
ture, to take from rs the intolerable burden which has
been imposed upon us by Congress at the point of the
bayonet. And in the language of our Revolutionary
fathers when addressing their British brethren, we sol-
emnly warn them that if they remain "deaf to the
voice of justice and of consanguinity," and permit the
shackles to be riveted upon us, we may, at no distant
day, become " the example, and fit instruments for
enslaving them." J. 0. FeQUA, Chuirman.
