All of them succeeded in getting away
except Williams, who was arrested by deputy Sheriff
Sturgess and brought back to the jai!, and made ex-
plain the modus operandi of getting out of tile cell.

We know of no better way of explaining to our read-
grs the way in which they made their eccape than by
stating what we witnessed at the jail late last, night,
which place we visited at the request of the sheriff.
The door of the cell is of heavy iron lattice wnok, the
intterstice being large enough for a man to run his
arm through. SWilliamis was locked in the cell and
ordered by the sheriff to show us how the door was
opened. With a small whipcord in his hand lie thrust
his hand through the lartice worl, pa:•ed the cord
into the bolt sckt, af d iit il the aid of the hire han-
die of a water-bucket passed it arount the bo!t to the
inside, bringing both endis of the cord together. Ilav-
ing the bolt well in hand he passed his right arm
through another opening in the lattice work of the
door, with the aforesaid bucket-wire in his handl, in-
serted the wire in the keyhole, and with apparently
little trouble touched the spring of the bolt, at the same
time pulling on the cord around the bolt, and p-e.to
the door swung on its hinges. Twice he opened the
door in this way in our presence, satisfying us that
there are many things in this mundane sphere which
the world kunls not of. Sherif IIope is using every
effort to recapture the prisoners. Telegrams have
been sent to every available p'oit and his deputies are
scouring tihi immediate country. No blte can be
attached to Sheriff llope or the jailor. The cell fron,
which they escaped wit eonsilere I the safest in the
jail, and the one in whic:l the moat desperate crimi-
nals were always confined. The escaped pri.onlers owe0
their deliverance to their own ingennity in ipicking

the lock.

Prep-
araticns for packing beef there for the colhing fall are
now extensively making. Only ti'e other day S. 1M.
Edgell & Co., of this city, for.airded 10,001) beef bar-
rels and a large amount of salt for that purpose to one
house.

The Sherman (Texas) Courier, in copying this para-
graph, comments as follows:

Jt is now demonstrated beyond peradventure that
driving beef cattle to Mis.omri or Kansas, has, to use
a vulgar phrase, "played out." Our people have been
swindled on every corner. That business is now done
the present year. Something else must be done-some
other mode of marketing our beeves. This packing
establishment, as noted above, indicates the only next
sure method to accomplish the purpose. We see no
earthly reason why beef cannot be su(ces-fully packed
at either Shreveport or Jefferson. And if so, why can-
not the arrangements he made at one or botih these
places to pack all the beeves that may be obtained in
the interior of Texas. The markets of the world are
ope- fromn either of those points, and surely that busi-
ness alone would add nmore itlportance to citlher of
those places as business points, than all other matters
of trade or commerce olnbined. Are there busainess
men in Jefferson or Slhreveport who will have the sa-
gacity to foresee the importance as well as the im-
mense profit: there wouil be in eicourr:ging and put-
ting into practical operation oe or a dozen beef pack-
ing establishmelnts, or mnust we suttfer ottise! cs to ibe
entirely robbed of our pilperty for the: want ofa little
foresight and enterprise? Thfli packing is a miatter
of great imnportance to our stock iten.

HERI's TH: MORTAL WorUND.-The Galveston News
says every pound of coffee is taxed in currency seven
cents; every pound of tea thirty-seven cents; every
pound of sugar five cents. From these three articles
alone-which enter largely into the consumption of
every household-the government draws seventy-two
millions of its annual revenue of upwards of five hun-
dred millions of dol!,rs, a large proportion of which
pays, not the expenses of the government, but the ex-
penses of the Radical party.
