FROM NEW ORLEANS.
Nsw Oar nsws, Oct. 21.--The Legislature adjourned

.slneid atmnidnight last night. Among- the last acts
of the House, was to reconsider the vote sustaining
the Governor's veto of the five million city bond bill,
and passed the bill over the veto. Also to eject anothert white member elected by over 300 majority, and in-

stalled in his place a negro. Resolution adopted to
give mieege and per diem for the whole session to a
number of Radical contestants of seats of sitting Dem-
ocratic members whose cases have not yet been decid-
ed. Same action in the Senate in similar cases. In
the Senate, when the veto of the city bond bill came
up, a Senator caused to be read a communication offer-
ing $2000 as a bribe for the passage of the bill over
the veto. It was also stated that the further sum of
$6000 bad been offered, the vote was then taken and
the veto sustained, nine voting to pass it over the veto
and ninteen against. The body of Col. Pope, late
sheriff of St. Mary's parish, went North this evening
on the steamer Nicholas Longworth. The body was
escorted to the steamer by a large number of ex
United Staites officers and soldiers, and officers now on
duty here, including Generals Rousseau and Buchanan. I
Pope was formerly Colonel of the 33d Illinois.

NEw ORLEANS, Oct. 23.-=Steamboat Gen. Quitman,
from Vicksburg for New Orleans, snagged and sunk
yesterday twenty miles above Bayou Sara. All on
board saved. Boat and cargo, consisting of 1700 bales
cotton, and 4500 hundred sacks of cotton seed, total
loss.

Last night a number of disguised persons entered
Jefferson parish jail, at Carrollton, and shot two ne-
groes, one of whom has been twice condemned for rape
on white women in 1866, and twice reprieved, once by
Sheridan, and once by Mower. The other was con-
victed of rape and murder of a white girl, aged 15, in
Jefferson parish, a few days ago. Former killed and
latter shot in the head, and will probably die. No other
prisoners disturbed.

About two o'clock this morning fire broke out in
Gretna, opposite the upper part of New Orleans. Un
doubtedly the work of an incendiary. Reports cur-
rent during progress of the fire. A number of negroes
were discovered stealing goods saved from the fire,
when a fight occurred. Two negroes killed. Negroes
and whites gathered from all quarters, armed, and the
fight promised to become general. A company of in-
fantry and a body of police, of New Orleans, however.
prevented further outbreak. Negroes finally took to
the woods. Very few to be seen in neighborhood.
Nine or tenilases burned, all frame.

FROM NEW YORK.
NEw YORK, Oct. 21.--The Democratic Natiocal

Committee has issued an address. It makes no allu-
sion to any change of candidates. It says: We are
charged by the Radical party of violence and usurpa-
tion, which, for the last fobur years, to prolong its own
existence, has set at naught the Constitution and fun-
damental principles of our government, that we intend
revolution and defiance of established laws. The ac-
cusation is unfounded a:,d absurd. It cannot be en-
tertained for a moment by any intelligent voter who
Shas even the most superfi:ial knowledge of his coun-
try. The Democratic party can proudly poiv t to ev-
ery page of its record. It has ntever violated a single
obligation of the fundamental compact by which the.e
United States entered into a family of masons. Its
watchword, in peace as in war, has been and alrays
will be "The Union, the Constitution and the Laws,"
and no man nor any set of men, however high they i
might be placed by the sulffrage of their fellow citi-
zens, can expect to receive the support of this great
conservative party in ally revolutionary attempt
against the established las. The ballot-box and the
supreme will of the American people are the only
means of redress to wihich we look.

13th, reached Australia next day with a simultaneous
earthquake. No serious damage.

NEw YORK, Oct. 23.-Suit against William Mahone
for seizure of the vessel George Leary, at Norfolk, in
1866, up to-day. Mahone claims he acted in an otfi-
cial capacity, as president of the Norfolk and Peters-
burg railroad, and is not personally liable. Damages
claimed $30,000. Case still on trial.

NEW York, Oct. 23.--Tie following is a more ex-
plicit statement of tihe recent decision by thle Supremea Court of this State in the question raised in the lower

court on the right of the elector to sit in the conven-
tion for the remodeling of the State constitution, be-
cause he declined to take the test oath as prescribed
by the Legislature. The decision of the higher court
was, in substance, that the Legislature had no consti-
tutior'al right to impose any such obligation upon the
elector, because, if there was any guilt incurred by
giving aid to the rebellion, the overt acts were conm-
mitted befoye the statute was passed, antl the law of
the Legislature was, therefore, in this case, an ex post
facto law, creating a new crime, which is contrary to
the spirit and letter of the Federal Constitution, and
that the statute in question violates the constitution of
the State of New York.

NEw YORt, Oct. 23.-Sub-Treasury balance $96,-
500,000.

iudihes. Have these obvious truths been regarded by
themen in power? Reconstruction failed because they
disregarded the first step towards -restoring order and
producing harmony between the races, which is, and
always was, to administer to the prosperity of that sec-
tion, and which prosperity would be shared alike by
the white man and the negro.

I say
unwise, because it has much to do with the futuae of
the Republicans to restore order at the South.

The employer, los-
ing the little credit that he had before in the North, re-
newed his efforts under still greater difliculties than
before. I say it was a selfish act, because it was done
in the interest of the Eastern mlanufactories, whose
wealth had already been multiplied from the fruits of
the war, protected by enormous tariffs.

EscaPE OF A SLAvER FRPOM NEW YoRK.--Information
e of the mysterious fitting out and departure of a rak-

ish-looking steamship from this port, supposed to be
intended for the African slave trade, has been received.

e This startling intelligence has its source in the United
State's Marshal's office, and appears to warrant credi-n bility. It appears that the Clyde-built iron steamship

Dunharton was purchased in this city six weeks ago
r on behalf of the Havana merchants, and was subse-

quently kept for several weeks at different piers along
tithe E st River without being used. On the 2)th of

r July she was cleared at the Custom House for Picton,
Nova Scotia, and suddenly sailel thence on the 2d of
August. She was in command of a man named Curry.
That she was intended for the slave trade was suspect-
ed by 1Marshall Murray, who had secret information re-
garding her; but he was powerless to prevent her de-
parture, so adroitly had the real object of her voyage
been concealed. The Dunbarton carried but few tons
coal. After her arrival in Nova Scotia she will be load-
ed with a partial cargo of merchandise consigned to
some Portuguese or Spanish port. This once deliver-
ed, all disguise will cease, and the steamer i ill imme-diately sail for the African coast for a cargo of slaves.
La this way she will be fulfilling the piratical and il-
- legitimtie ?areer to which she seems to have been de-
Svoted. from the the time of her construction. Built
at Glosgow in 1863, the Dunbarton was immediately
used in the hazlirdous business of ru!nnlin the blocka-•f
of Southern ports. One of those fast vessels which
were known during the war, on the Spanish Main, as
the " phar.tom fleet," she was for a long time success-
fiul in avoiding captulre. Finally, however, she was
taken by a United States war steamer, being detected
in attempting to carry eontrabands of war to the ene-
my. In February last she was surveyed at this port,
and in August, as mentioned before, slle sailed front
it under false colors. By this time she is probably
making her debutt as an African slave trader, and hav-
ing htier decks filled with Congo negroes, designed for
either the Brazilian or West India chattel market.
Curry, her first commadelr, relinquished his position
after reaching Nova Scotia and returned to this city.
The diimensions of the Duimbarton are: total leng;h,
228 feet; depth of hold, 14 feet; draft of water, when
laden, 11 feet. tHer engines are of the description

Both
agrde that the men quarreled and fought in the billiard
saloon, that Ochiltree got the worst of the fight, that
they separated, were reconciled, and took a drink to-
gether.

Here the accounts differ, the one is that while Fitz-
gerald was leaning over the bar counter drinking, Och-
iltree came behind him and stabbed him with a small
knife in the right nipple, also under the shoulderblade,
and inflicted one other wound. The doctors say that
two of the stabs entered the longs.

The other story is that after the combatants were
reconciled and had drank togelter. Fitzgerald took
outs large pocket knife, Ochiltree asked what he
meant to do with that? He replied, "I'm going to
defend myself." Conversation continued; a bystander
having in his hands a smniall pocket knife, Ochiltree
asked for it to clean his finger nails. Presently words
passed, and Fitzgerald said that any man who voted for
Gen. Grant was a son -. The men then clenched and
fell to the floor, and when separated Fitzgerald was
found stabbed. Ochiltree left the saloon,jumped intto
a carriage, and was driven to his sister's residence,
and immediately went to bed, where he was shortly
after arrested by officer Woolsey.

These are the two stories. A gentleman from this
office called on Miaj. Ochiltree at the jail, and found
him a good deal more than half-crazed. His face is
somewhat bruised, and shows the marks of his fight.

Since Major Ochiltree announced himself as friendly
to the election of Gen. Grant, he has had a number of
personal difficulties. He has felt keenly the offensive
remarks made by individuals and by newspapers in
reference to his political course. He has drank a good
deal Early yesterday morning he was much under
the influence of drink, and doubtless continued his
potations throughout the day, until he was in a half
crazy condition.
