prepared for it. This Court lhaving jurisdiction of all
probate uritters, inlvoling the rights of widows,
orphans and interdicts, the responsibilties of their
guardians, Snd tile rights of their creditors besides its
jurisdiction of all sums less than $5;0, is likely to
have the bullk of the business of this parish, and as
it begins its existence with a very lheavy docket, trans-
f'-_rrsadr 'Tim tle Dist ict Coo it, we feel assured his
honor, the Judge, has correctly decided upbon Tsiig
n3 time in the disposal of the old business thus trans-
e rred, and putting hinscelf in readiness for the new.

Saturday morning, on the conclusion of a hearing
before Justice Markham, Mr. Leopold Lfoeb was com-
mitted for trial. The law requires that the magistrate

hlould he persuaded that there is probable reason to
believe a party accused guilty-that is, that the crime
by the evidence is sufficiently brought home or at-
tached to the accused-to require a more thorough
investigation. The commitment is not evidence of
gulilt-neither is the finding of a bill of indictment
by a grand ju'y-nor does thle !l:ngistrate or grand
jury prononnce upon the guilt of a party accused.
Their action only is bad in tile interet of the public,
and goes to the extent of requiring a trial with all thle
power and reuit elcntnts of law before a competent
.court--no further. In cases not capital bail can be
,lobtained, and Mr. Loeb's counsel have made applica-
tion. At this stage of prosecution no one has a right
to pronounce an accused guilty, and although it not
ulfrlequetltly happens that a crime may be committed
which awakens popular interest and discussion, still it
is the part of individuals and of the press to withhold
judgtnent until a fair trial las becln had. Any other
course, by rendering it impossible to obtain an impar-
tiljullry, -impedes the course of .ustice, defeats its ends,
and deprives a prisoner of that sacred rigit of trial by
an impartial jury of his peers which is the greatest safe-
gulard of -the rights anld liberties of the citizen, and
therefore to -be guarded, cherished, and protected with
scrupulous and ceaseless care and vigilance.

We therefore refrain from nsy notice of this case-
and trust that the prisonler may have a speedy and fair
ti ial, to tile end that he nmas cestablish his innocence, or
tlhat, if guilty, the ends of public justice may be ob-
tained.
Since the above was written, we lean that upon a

writ of habeas corpus, Loeb was brought before Judge
Levi.see and admitted to bail in the sum of J1200.
