THE NATIONAL TELEGRAPH LAW.

AN ACT to aid in the construction of Telegraph-Liles,
'

and to secure to the Government the use of the
same for Postal, Milithry and other purposes.,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
of the United States of America, in ongre ess asembled :
That any Telegraph Company now organized or which
may hereafter be organized, under the laws of any
State in this Union, shall have the right to construct,
maintain and operate lines of telegraph through and
over any portion of the public domain of the United
States, over and along any of the military post routes
of the United States Which have been or may hereafter
be declared such by act cf Congress, and over, under
or across navigablp streams or waters of the Uniiled
States: Providecd That such lines of telegraph shall be
so constructed and maintained as not to obstruct the
narigation of such streams and waters, or- interfere
with the-ordinary-travel on such military or post roJds.
And any of said companies shall have the right to take
and use from such public lands the necessary stone,
timber. and other materials for its posts, piers, stations
and other needful uses in the constritction, mainte-
nance, and" operation of said lines of telegraph, and
may preempt and use such portion of the unoccupied
public lands subject to preemption through wich its
said lines of telegraph may be located as may beneces-
sary for its Stations, not exceedihg forty acres for
each" station ; but such stations shall not be within
fifteen miles of each other.

Sec. 2. Andlbe it further enategd, That telegraphic
communications between the several Departments of
the Government of the United States and their officers
and agents shall, in their transumission over the lines of
any of said Companies, have priorty over all other
business, and shall be sent at rates to be annually fixed
by the Postmaster General.

Sac. 3. And beit further enacted, That the rights and
privileges hereby granted shall not be transferred by
any'Company acting under this act to any corporation,
association or person: Provided, hoseever, That the

t United States may at and time after the expiration of
five years from tile date of the passage of this act, for
postal, military, or other purposes, purchtase all the
telegraph lines, property and effects of any or all of
said-Companies at an appraised value, to be ascertained
by five competent, disinterested persons, two of whom
shall be selected by the Postmaster General of the
United States, two by the Company interested, and one
by the four so previously selected.,

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted, That before any
Telegraphl Company shall exercise any of the powers
or privileges conferred by this act, such Company
shall filet their written acceptance with the Post-
master General, of the restrictions and obligations im-
posed-by this act.
