IE'OULUxTION.

The Southern States promise to be the motive power
by which our capitalists and commerce shall be dragged
out of the rut inwhich they have been stagnated since
1865. Last year the South was in'debt, and its sur-
plus money was mortgaged to and swallowed up by
Northern capitalists, ThiJ year they art comparatively
free from debt, because their credit is limited. Their
crop of cotton, tobacco, etc.; are likely to realise in
money value more than ever, at least $800,000,000.
The Southern crops difltr fromnthose of the North and
West, essentially so far as they'affect our money mar-
kets, inasmcbh as they command specie in the markets
.of the world, even on their own soil. Europe and
Am'nerica compete to buy Southern pr6ducts on South-
ern soil, for cash, at the option of the Southertier, in
greenubacks or gold. Besides the $:t00,000.000 6f pro-
duce saleable foir cash, in the markets of Europe and
America, the Southerners, owing to their poverty and
the crushing polcy to which they have been subjected
by Congress, and theseptiments which swayed North-
ern capitalists, have this year raised corn, wheat and
other food, which will leave them with a larger amotfht
of surplus cash on hand than the South has ever. seen
in anyone year since the foundatiortof our Republic.
'The Southern States before this year were dependent
on the Western States for the bulk of their food, ibur
now they are not only ' wholly indiredent :of
them in this respect, but they have commenced to be
exporters of wheat and ifour: `The .outhern Statds
will this year realise from their products a cash sur-
plus and net profit, over and absov-alll4heir expenses
of living, of at least $860006,00. It is ido use shut-
ting our eyes to thle fact tkhathere is a strong popular
prjudice against the nationaltbanks throughout the
whole Southern country, so that the- New York City
bank managers will do well to prepare in time for the
absorption and retention in the South byprivate hoard-
ing of at least $600,000,oO)in green .backs, and per.
haps some gold. The New York-banks are not it the
condition they ought to be to respond to this drain for
$,60,000,000 in greenbacks. : The-South. will iot be put
oft with national bank notes, owing to the strong pre-
judice which eiists against them there. The temporary
locking up of greenbacks by stock gamblers, linitedt o
about $10,000,000, isof trilling importance compared
with the locking up of $60,000,OOD greenbacks in the
South. Reference to.the contraction -of greenbacks
by Mr. McCulloch will awakjen some doubtas to whdth-
er the aggregate amount in circulation will be..suffi-
eient to respond to. this Southern drain for $60,000,000,
without producing a financia erisn itn the North. On
October- , 1865, the amount of legal tender notes in
circulation was $678,129;948,-and on September 1 of
this year they'-were reduced to $V37,823,291 legal ten-
ders, and $*2,205,000 -three per cent. certificates;
making the total oaitstanding legal tenders $159,028,-.
291, showing a decrease of $22S,000,O00 singeOptober
1, 1865. These are startling facts. They are the ope-
ning up of a new era in financial affairs, in Whidh the
Southern States are destined to produce a revolution in
our banking and currency system for whieij every pru-
dent banker and merchant will prepare. "Lank con-
traction," enforced and inevitable, is near at hand
from this drain of greenbacks to the Sotith.

The New Orleans Times of the 6th inst., says: Pol-
itics may henceforth be regarded as a permanent ele-
ment of the Northern pulpit, and political opinions
will be made amore exacting test of grace than theo-
logical lore or pulpit eloquence. The advantages of-
fered by the rival party roads to heaven pron!ise to
supersede, as a sensational topic, all the dull argument
heretofore exhausted upon " the broad" and " the nar-
row path." So far, the preference is decidedly with
the Radical route. It has more ministerial "chaun-
ters," more advertising qualities, more traveling agents,
than the other, and in a few mouths will doubtless be
rendered further desirable by an impressive ceremony
of Radical baptism in which Wendell Phillips, Fred.
Douglass and Ben Butler will be invoked as the human
trinity. It is sad that our people will persist in not
seeing the error of their ways, but political wickedness
was always stubborn and'somehow we seem not only
to get along ,very well with it, but to rather enjoy it.

15.-The observatory's meteor
report concludes: The tide of maximum frequency
of the meteors was about -, when they fell at the
rat-.of about 250') per hour. The radiiiot point was
quite'well defined during the later part of the shower,
and was found by estimation, to be about 149 degrees
in right ascension and 22 degrees and 30 minutes in
declination. The trains were unusually brilliant, pre-
senting the various shades, and remained visible for an
unusual length of time. Frequently as many as five
could be seen atonce, presenting the appearance, when
nearly dissipated, of light cirrus clouds. The- shower
oomimenced several hourseefore it was expected, as it
was predicted last year that it would be seen in 1868
only on the Pacific ocean.

FROM HAVANA.
IHavA-MA, Nov. 14.--The inlihabitants of Puerto

Principe and vicinity united in an address to the Cap-
tain Gencral of Cuba, Lersondi, regretting depreda-
tions ot the revolutionists and offeringtheir services to
quell the rebellion. The signers of the address hope
for speedy pence, and believe the intimation of the
reforms given by the mother country will soon bring
about the result. The document is signed by the most
infuiential portions of the population and many native
Cubans, among them Varona. The address is almost
certain to exerci-e great influence throughout the en-
tire island, as it is well known Puerto Principe has
been always considered the stronghold of Republican
Cubans.

The Captain General denounces the statement pub-
lished in certain New York journals of his having pro-
hibited the American Consul sending a dispatch by
the Cuba cable to Washington, asking the American
Government to send a squadron to Cuba. The story
is a base falsehood. The followiig is authoritatively
given as the true versiont ofthe aftfir: Thle American
Consul wi.hed to telegraph to Washington that Puerto
Principe had revolted. The Captain General was cer-
tain the intelligence was untrue, and convinced .the
Consul of that fact, who immnediately and voluntarily
withdrew it.

A dispatch from the New York Associated Press,
announcing the attempt to organise a filibustering ex-
pedition in that city and New Orleaus against Cuba,
was promptly-received here. Captain General Ler-
sundi is also in receipt of dispatches to the same ef-
fect. All necessary precautions have been taken to re-
ceive the invaders.- Spanish war steamors-are cruising
about the coast.

Col. Guiros has returned to Santiago de Cuba from
the insurrectidnary distrfct. He was unable to remain
there any longer, as he was out of provisions and that
region was entirely bare,.

The Captain General has received a dispatch from
the provisional Government at Madrid, approving his
course in every piarticular. The dispatch mentioned
the .act of the appointmentof Gen. Du e, as Captain
General of Cuba who was nominated on account of
the receipt of the resignation of Lersundi.

Daniel W. Voorhies, of Indiana; a ready speaker ard
debater, and more than a match for any opponents
whom he is likely to meet at -Washington; Judge
Woodward and Henry D. Foster, of Pennsylvania, both
men of more than ordinary ability:; and Joseph H.
Smith, of Ore'gon, of whom report speaks in very lauda-
tory terms. In all these gentleinen; and others who
might be ndnetioned, the Radicals in the House will
find foemen worthy of their steel, and, we more than
suspect, adversaries with whom they will be reluctant
to cross swords.

Mr. White states that there are no settlements now in
the county west of Decatur, aid that the-settlersllving
north of town, and-in the adjoining neighborhods are
moving to Decatur; others are leaving the county and
seeking places of greater safety.
