Property HIolders' 3leeting.
At a meetint of the property owners and tax pavers

of tie parish of Caddo; held at I'rewer'a-Hall, in the
city of, Shreveport, on Saturday, the 5th inst., pursuant
to previous notice, Judge J. M. Ford was called to pre-
side, and Dr. DI)ury Lacy was requested to act as See-
retary. J. C. IMoncure, Esq., explained that the object
of the meeting cwae to consider the propriety of organ-
itiing a " P'roperty Owners' As-ociatioi" in Caddo par-ish, with ithe view of testing the legality of the taxes

imposed upon the people by the late so-called legislature
of l.oistana, and of opposing the ctllection of said taxes
by euch lpaceable and legal means as said association
iand otheirs of a similar character, already organised,

and to ble organised in other parts of the State, may
hereaflr indicate.

After the otject of the meeting was thus explained,
thts stame gentleman offered the following resolutions,
which were adopted without dissent:
1. liwulred, That we deny the lesrality of the present

Statat government of Louisiana, and the binding force
of thei iats euac'ed by the late so-called legislature,
especially those laws making appropriations of money
and lenying taxes to meet such appropriations. .

. l'tat te are unwilling to furnish, in the shape of
ntaes, the means which th e party conltrilling the State

gqvernment has used, and is still using for its own po-
Itical pimrposes, and to perpetuate its own power, es-
pecially, when we remember that that party is in a very
•aall minority in the State, and does not pay, in taxes,
one dollar in the hundred ot the imoney which is sought
La be co:tlected from the people.

S. That since it is impracticable, under existing air-
sumstantces, legally to"rid ourselves of those who have
usurped our State government, we will resort to the
next best means to neutralise their pernicious rule, and
to this end, we do hereby pledge ourselves to resist, by
all peaceable and legal means in our power, the pay-
oment of any ansd alt State taxes, until the will of the

1teqie of Louisiana shall be respected and aState gov-
arnimcnt reflecting this popular will shall be restored.

4. That we, the property owners and tax payers of
Caddo parish, do hereby organise ourselves into a
" Property Owners' Association" for the purpose of
adopting and carrying into practical operation such
measures of resistance to the payment of State taxes,
as may be agreed upon in conjuction with similar or-
ganisatious in New Orleans and in other parishes of
the State.
5. That, in order to render this organisation the more

efficient, the Chairman of this meeting is hereby author-
tsed to appoint a conmmittee of twelve members, five
resident irt the city of Shreveport, and one in each of
the seven wards of the parish, who shall constitute the
executive committee of said association for this parish,
with power to appoint a memberor members of a cen-
tral executive committee residentint the city of New
Orleans, and who shall correspond with such central
executive c mmitte when appointed, so as to secure
entire harmitonty in the mode and measures ofresistance
to the payment of said taxes. The five members rest-
dent in the city of Shreveport, shall be a quorum, coam-
ieteut to attend to the ordinary business of said com-
miutee. The said committee shall, from time to time,
p blish to the people of the parish the details of such
Ieuceabie and legal resistance as shall be adopted.

The extcensop of the Southern Pacific road, beyond
Marshall, is a local, and its ultimate coastruetion to the
Pacific coast, a public gscessity. Let us recognise this
.fact, in all its importance, and address ourselves to the
duties growing out of this recognition. And first, as

a mere local question, the present Eompany should re-
organise at an early day, upon a basis commensurate
with future work. It should join hands, severed by
the divorce of calamltous events, with the Monroe and
Vicksburg enterprise. It should prepare for a connec-
tion with the Memphis and El Paso road, by a link be-
tween Marshall and Jefferson, and again with this road,
for a common point of intersection westward with the
Houston road. Having donethis much, in the way of
agreement with other companies and other routes, it
can go before Congress with a reasonable certainty of
national aid. For, in addition to tlie -connections just
named, it can secure not only an early but a most
valuable connection with St. Louis, by means of the
South Western branch, and with New Orleans by the
extension of the Opelousas road to Houston, and thus
furnish th•tshortest ar:d moatdirect route by rail to our
pacific possessions, from St. Louis on the North and
Galveston on the South. This is a great work, and
should be so viewed and so treated.

The sooner the claims of this route are laid before
Congress the better. We would therefore urge, in the
second place, the necessity of simultaneous and coup-
erate ection between all the points. Already various
chambers of commerce in the Western and Southern

cities have taken steps in this direction. We should fol-

low their indications. With this view, apublic meeting,

to prepare a memorial to Congress, might be the fittest
mode of "popular endorsement, but the esant thing can
be acconmplished, by the circulation for signatures of
such a document among our business men, and this,

under all the circumatncecs, we think, the better p!an,

for it is the oneoadopted in othercities. Itis of supreme
importance that there he but one cltiin for national
aid, that, in other words, we should not fail of getting
it, in consequence pf conflicting, rival interests. To
prevent the one and to secure the other, we are in-

clined to think, an application should be made only
for aid frotn the point of intersection of the Southern
I Pacific and El Paso roads with the Nortlrirt Texas.
. et this be the initial point of the new Southlrrni Pacific.

It is somewhere near Dallas or Fort Worth, but pre-

cisely where, should anld could be settled by agree-

ulent betvweenl thlese ud other routes in interest. We

hope to hear fromu the press on this important subject.

This
draft shows that most of the published statements re-
garding the agreement are incorrect. It m:ty be stated
in brief that the protocol contains three articles. The
first provides for a general settlement of all claims
between Great Britian -and the United States which
have arisen since the Convention of 1853, which closed
it labors by adjusting all the claims between the two
countries which had arisen since 1819. The second
makes a provision for the settleiment of all claims aris-
ing from depredations committed by the Shenandoah,
.Alabama and other vessels of that cites lhich were
fitted out in British ports. This article is the conces-
sion by Great Britain of the ilternational question
which she proposed for so long a tine to refer to arbi-
tration. The third andd last article provides for the cre-
ation of a joint commission of four members, two of
Swhom are to be appointeld by each Government. The
Commission is. to sit in Wuashington, and is requrired
to be una:nimousc on all points. But in case of disa-
greement eacuh Government is to agree on art arbitra-
tor. It will be outiceed that under the first article all
claims of British subjec:s for property destroyed in the
South dhi irsg the war can be filed for settlement. Evi-
dence of thlise claims to the amount of millions has
already haben asbulitted to the British Government.
It can be stated most positively that the President and
Cabinet have decided not to accept the protocol exactly
in its present shape. -

The demanud is likely to continue for a couple
of months. Take advantage of this demand and sell
all you can. The spinners and mannfiacturers of Great
Britain have been, and are, working at a serious loss
and threaten short time. The crops of India, Eygpt
and Brazil are large. and will soon come into competi-
tLion with yours. Present prices afford you an ample
remuneration for your labor, and our advice is accept
them. Put yourselves in a position to increase culti-
vatiou next year, and in time resume your supremacy
in the cotton trade.
