ages of such spirits should be marked and stamped as
prescribed in that section, otherwise, the spirits being
without either the tax paid stamnp or the stamp for
stock on hand, would be it danger of detention under
section 4!, and perhaps of seizure and forfeiture under
the provisions of section 57, for the forfeiture of allr distilled spirits found after thirty days in packages ofI ruore thant five gaillons, without 'having thereon each

,mark anti stamp required therefor by this act. Section301 would, in such case, tirow the burden of proof on1 the clainutts, and as probable cause for seizure could
doubtless in most cases be shown to have existed, the
expense and trouble to which the ovwner of the spirits
s would be subjected before he could recover his prop-
erty, would generally eceedl its value.
