We copy as follows from the Wash!ington
correspondence of the Worcester Spy :

Of the $7,200,000 in gold voted for Alaska, the
amount, it is now reported, Russia actually got was
•,00000000 in gold-about one million pounds ster-
ling. This leaves $2,200,000 to be accounted for. How
much of this went to pay for the collection, preparta-
tion, and publication of documents and reports of a
favorable character, published in all sorts of ways and
b,v all sorts of persons, is more than can ever be guess-

e ed--doubtless a good round sum.
But with regard to the outside ring-the third hotuse,

tie press, editors and correspondents-it is reported
that above 83t)0,000 in greenbacks was spent among
them. Mr. IRigg, a banker 4aere, is said to have ob-
tai ined from the Secretary of tie Treasury, just at the
close of the debates, etc., which terminated by the pur-
chase of Alaska, a loan of the amount just specified.
The loan was (if it hbad any real existence), for obvious
reasons, never made public. Immediately on the re-
ceipt by Mr. Riggsr newspaper men and others known
as lobblyists, weretthe owners of drafts of various
amounts on the Treasurer of the United States, which
it is declared Gen. Spinner's books will show were
cashed.
