North Carolina.

At 10 o'clock the Senators, arm in arm, came to the
House. Wade took the chair; Colfax seated near him.
Senator Conkling, and Representatives Wilson, of

z Iowa, and Pruyn, acting tellers. Prtuyu read the Dem-
-ocratic votes, and Conkling and Wilson alternated in
reading the Republican votes. All went smoothly until
Louisiana was reached, when Mullins, of Tennessee, ob-
.jected, declaring there had been no valid election.

Had joint session ; session separated; House voted 126
to 63 to count Louisiana. Senate, after a severe strug-
gle to draw in extraneous matters, voted to count.

Hlouses again met and proceeded with the count un-
til Georgia was reached, when Butler objected because
the Georgia college had not voted on the proper day
and for other reasons. Much confusion ensused,
which Wade ended by ordering the Senate to its own
chamber. House then voted 150 to 41 that Georgia
be not counted. Senate, after most perplexing and
laughable struggle, declared that, in the face of the
concurrent resolution concerning Georgia, the objec-
tion in joint session was out of order. IIouses again
mnt. Joint session in absolute conflict. Wade ordered
Georgia to ble riadi adtirected zy -couvr rre c rvc-otu-
tion. Butler olj,,cted. Wade would hear no objec-
tion. Butler appealed from Wade's decision. Wade
would allow no appeal,and ordered the count to proceed.
Butler moved the Senate have permission to retire;
not in order. Butler insisted they should.

Amid the -most intense excitement Wade ordered
the count to proceed. Conkling commenced reading
the result, but his voice was drowned by cries of or-
der. The noise became deafening by cries of "order!"
when Speaker Colfax sprang to the desk, proclaiming
that the Vice President must be obeyed inl joint ses-
sion, and ordered the Sergeant-at-Arms to arlrest dis-
orderly persons. Colfax was ordering and appealing
probably two minutes, during which time the Sergeant-
at-Arms had distributed his men well through the
House and order was restored, when the reading of the
result and proclamation followed, and the houses sep-
arated. The Seiate inmmediately adjourned. In the
House Butler introduced a resolution that Wade's and
the Senate's action was a gross invasion of the rights
of the House, which resolution was pending when the
House adjourned.

WAsultxGroN, Feb. 10.-Butler addressed the House,
after the Senate returned, in support of his resolution
very violently, and seemed to carry the House with
him. Speaker Colfax, calling Dawesto the chair, took
the floor and in a brief speech took the House away
from Butler. Colfax defended the rulings of Wade
and the action of the Senate. Desperate efforts were
made in both [louses to complicate Louisiana with col-
lateral questions, but tihe presiding officers of both
[Houses kept the question whether the votes should
be counted or not in view, as directed by the Consti-
tution on joint rules of Congress. Nothing but techni-
cal observances of parliamentary proceedings saved the
vote of Louisiana from being ruled out, or at least
having attached to it damaging proviso. This action,
it is thought, will clinch recent congressional elections
in Louisiana.

WASHINGTON, Feb. I11.-President recognised Carlos
Pie, Cotnsol of Spain, at New Orleans.

I
think the gentleman cannot gainsay his speech in that
behalf, which brought down the g:lleri s and split the
ears of the groundlings, and it illustrated the animus
of his resolution. IEdenounce it here as a resolution
of revolution; I denounce it as a resolution of an-
archy !

Resolution
for pri ting medical and surgical history of thie rebel-
lion recommitted. Senate resumed consideration of
currency bill. Coukling felt satisfied the country must
wait for extrication from financial diliculties until the
advent of a new secretary of the treasu-ry. Several
long speeches. Bill allowing machinery imrported for
repair free of duty passed-.

Hlouse-All day devoted to Butler's resolution ccn-
suring Wade and Senate. Bingham denounced But-
ler's conduct and resolution fiercely. House meets to-
night to consider invalids and pensions, and resumes
Butler's resolution in the morning.

WasilrxvorN, Feb. 12.--lIouse-The New York
brewers petition for the repeal of tariff on Candian bar-
leyi; home product insufficient in qaratity and quality.
Bill allowing tile crew of the Kearsage $19.),000 prize
money for destroying - Confederate cruiser Alabama,
passed. Reconstruction Committee reported bill or-
ganising provisional government for Mississippi. It
authorises the re-assermbling of the convention forth-
with, by order of the president thereof, and in case of
his failure within thirty days, by order of the com-
tan:dinrg General of the district. Said convention, in
additio:t to present powers, shall appoint a provisional
governor, and may remove and appoint all State,
county, township and other officers of the provisional
government, and authorises tire provisional governor
to remove and appoint registrars and judges of elec-
tions, and submit to the people, with or without
amendment, the constitution heretofore framed by the
convention. Bill exempts frontom attachment or sale of
household property or implements, to the value of
five hundred dollars; authorises the convention to pass
ordinances consistent with the Constitution and laws
of the United States, for the protection of life, liberty,
and property. Convention not to continue more than
thirty days, nor allow members more than five dollars
each per day, nor more than ten cents mileage. Or-
dinances of the convention remain in force until disap-
proved by Congress, or until the State is admitted.
Jury trials for offences against the State laws. Or-
dered military commanders shall aid the prov.ional.
governrment in lprese-rving peace and enforcing the
laws. After adjournment of convention, the provis-
ional governor may remove and appoint officers, sub-

ject to orders of the President of the United States,
who may at any time remove the governor and appoint
a successor. State and federal courts shall have con-
current jurisdictioi in offences agrainst a fair, free vote.
Poll tax shall not exceed one dollar andt a half per
year. Bill ordered printed and recommitted.

After a severe struggle Butler's resolution and the
several amendments were tabled. Bill authorising
military and postal railroad from Washington to New
York passed-100 to 54. Recess. Several private
bills. Currency bill discussed to adjournmuent.

FROM EUROPE.
MADRID, Feb. 9.--Espartero again declines a seat in

the Cortes.

Panic prevails in Cienfiegos, and many fanmilies fled
from the town, fearing the insurrection would spread,
have arrived in ,lis city. Fort Cabanes, which guards
the place, s gairrisoned by a battalion of volunteers,
and a force of regulars has been dispatched to .re-in-
force them. The Diario, in an account of the ou:-
break at Camorones, states that the first action of the
rebels was to destroy the section of railroad betweeni
Cienfuego and Villa Clara. The same paper ac-
knowledges the situation in this quarter to be very
brave. Much excitement created in Havana .by ver-
sions more or less exaggerated, of events in the central
department. The approach of the revolution to the
vicinity of Cienfuegos, which is in the centr- of a
large planting district, is expected to cause a rise in
the sugar market.

It
cannot be possible that the negro is the, person so
often mentioned, for he is black, and Webster tells us
black is no color.

TsiE DUTY ON DRUGs AND MEDlcICuss.-Sixteen phty-
sicians of Washingtorn have presented a memosrial to,
Congress against the existing duty imposed on foreign
drugs and medicines in daily and common use, they
being articles which do not come in competition with
any of our domestic products, inasmuch as they are not
the growth or production of our country. In some in-
stances these duties are more than one hundred and
fifty per cent., thus imposing burdens on the sick, as
well as an onerous tax on country medical practition-
ers who furnish medicines for which the poor are not
able to pay. Owing to tile high tax medicines ate so
adulterated that it is difficult to obtain them in a pure
and genuine state. As they are necessaries, and not
luxuries, the memorialists pray that the tax be taken
off, and that the same amount be derived from lux-
uries.

Corros BLANSKETS.-Georgia manufacturing enter-
prise is presentisg to the world something new. We
were shown yesterday a specimen of cotton blankets
turned out by the Eagle Mills, Columbus, that do credit
to the State. They are very thick, nipped heavily on
both sides, and beautiful in appearance. They are
said to answer all the purposes of the woolen blanket,
and are furnished at the low price of from $5 to 6 50
per pair. Besides their value as something new, it
generally adopted, they will add largely to the con-
sumiptiun of the staple, with a corresponding effect
upon the price. [Republican, 29th.

FELON ON THE FkNGER.-T'lhis often *gives the great-
est distress and pain. To cause it to break construct
a leather ttimrble, fill it with soap and lime mixed to-
getlher, then thru-st into the thimbble thie firnger or
thumb that may be affectied. After the felon breaks
dress it with a poultice made from the pulp of a roasted'
scoke root, the effect-of which will be most soothing
and delightful. A cure soon follows. In some parts
of the country this plant goes by the name of "poke "
instead of stoke, the true name. It bears numerous
clusters of purplish berries, which pigeons and other
birds are very fond of.

T'I WORn "SrLAI."-This is an utranslated He-
brew word, occuring frequently in the Psalms. Its
meaning can only be cosjectured. Most Jewish com-
mentators give to it the meaning of "eternally." Some
writers suppose it to be a musscal note, indicating a
change-of tone, or equivalent to the word "rep

e a
t,"

or signifying silence, or requiring and elevation of the
voice. Some suppose it to be an actual appeal to Je-.
hovah, as "Hear Jehovah ! " Others regard it as. in-
dicating a special degree of importance in the text with
which it is connected, and as calling particular atten-
tion to it. 'Whatever mway have been its sense, the
word seems now to be unimportant, as it may be ta-
ken away from all the places where it is fotnd, without
interrupting the meaning of the Psalm.
