e By the release of Lieut. Brain the last of the numer-

e aus victimns incarcerated in Federal dungeons, during
and subseqtuent to the war, has been set at liberty.

Hls capture of the steamer Chesapeake differed in
- no material respect from similarcaptures made by other

naval ollicers in the service of the Confederacy, and
who were acting under orders from their Government.
That Government, by the blockade of its ports, by the
exchange of prisoners and by repeated decisions of the
A 'dmiralty Courts, was recognised as belligerent, and
its ollicers were thereby entitled to all the rights ap-
prt:aning to a condition of belligerency. Yet bieut.
Srain was denounced as a pirate, and was charged with
murdering the second engineer of the Chesap' ake, who
shot at and wounded one of tile captors, arid who, al-
hnlihl wounded in return, is alive at this day.

SThfe audacious falsehood did its destined wot k. From
Sall th North rose up the cry of vengeance, alllhough

~ir. Sew•lrd apologised to the British Government for
the recapture of the Cheasap•-ake in Canall:dian waterS,
and by this apology recognised the seizure of the
steamer by Brain and his companions as a legitimate
act of war.
