A RADICAL LEGISLATOR ATTEMPTS TO DEFRAUD AN
INSURANCE COMPANY IN A Born WAY.-Hon. A. W.
Faulkner, Radical legislator of the parish of Caldwell,
has, it seems, -perpetrated a grand swindle on the
Phlonix Insurance Company, of Hartford, Conn. In
fact he seems to have gone regularly into the insur-
ance business, and to'lfave obtained policies and se-
cured premiums on six or seven buildings, located in
various parts of the country and burned. Not con-
tent with this he obtained a life policy in the above
office for himself and wife, and taking advantage ofthe confidence in him which this fact established, ie
applied to Capt. Darling, the agent of the company in
this city, fbr insurance for $80U00 on the life of one
Thomas nix, of the parish of Caldwell, the medical
certificate required being sianed, or purporting to be
signed, by Dr. C. C. Meredith. The policy was made
out to the credit of Win. C Noble Vix's cousin.

Faulkner, in 1867;,reported to Iarling by letter the
death of Vix, and shortly sent affidavits purporting to
prove his death, and followed them up with statements
of burial expenses, etc., to confirm such statements.
Capt. Darling grew s4picious at length, got after
Faulkner with the inquiry " why there was no doctor'scertificate of death and cause of death." Faulkner an-
swered there was none present, but he could get a cer-
tificate from Dr. Thompson. Darling would like to
have it; and Faulkner got something puaporting tobo
it genuine certificate signed "S. C. Thompson, M. D."
Finally, Faulkner got a professed power of attorney
from the real, reputed or mythical Noble, as the case
may be, and was anxious to get the monery-offered
the agent $3000 to hurry up the company. This pro-
position was conclusive of fraud ; but Darling dearlytook it into favorable consideration, and even wrote
to the company. Thereupon, Faulkner transferred
the power, so-called, which he held to a party going
North, requesting hin to settle with the company. Tih
company were smart enough to wish to inquire into
matters.

In June 1MSS, Capt. Darling went up to Columnbia,
Red river, in disgutise, and learned that Vix was not
dead, but had changed quarters, he could not learn to
what point. But he was told of a Mr. HIen:ry T. Vick,
who lived hundreds of miles off at Clinton, La. lie
and an improvised detective named Wise went in the
disguise of negro minstrels to that quarter, then be
came real estate buyers, pretended to owe Vick some
money, saw by chance a letter of Vick to a stolr
keeper, which on comparison of a letter of Vix's to
Faulkner, which IDarling had, siowed that uix an-l
Vick were one and the same man. An iafidavit was
accordingly made before Mayor Chase, and Vix or
Vick was arrested, anud subsequently confessed every-
thing, that he was Fix and the willing tool of Faulik-
tier's villainy. Noble was subsequently arrested near
Natchez, and also a nma named Reuben Chadwick, who
had falsely affirmed to the death of Vix. Noble and
Chadwick seeing the turn of thinlgs turned evidenco
against Faulkner. An effort to arrest Faulkner hero
failed under the protection of the law, that legislators
cannoPhle arrested, and lie is yet at large. Titus the
bold villain fortified himself while exposing others,
but he will doubtless be brought to the full mieasure of
grief. No one who has seen him can doubt his coll-

- -ummate adroitn;ess in the arts of swindling.

GOx. BRECKINRIIDGI IN KENTUCKY--Iia Reception
in .Lexington.-Gen. John C. Bireckinridge arrived in
Lexington on the 9th, where he was warmly welcomed
by his old friends and neighbors. From a special dis-
patch we copy as follows:

As soon as his presence was made known a large
number of gentleimen called to pay their respects.
Gen. Breckinridge received them all kindly, and in that
dignified manner for which he is so noted. lie de-
clined conversing on political matters, and merely
stated that he had arrived at his home at last by ecr-
mission of the United States authorities.

Among the callers on hint this evening were well-
known gentlemen and Democratic politicians from all
parts of the State, quite a number having arrived dur-
ing the day fromt Frankfort, Louisville, and Nicholas-
ville and other places. It is safe to say that up to
midnight not lees than one thousand persons will have
called upon him.

Despite of rain, the serenade took place at half-past
ten to-night, preceded by bonfires and rockets. A large
crowd, preceded by a band, assembled in front of his
house, the band pltying and the people chew iag for
Gen. Breckinridge. When the band had ceased play-
ing " Home, Sweet Iloqle,' somebody called for "L'ail
to the Chief," and the crowd demanded " Dixie."

The rain was falling in torrents then, but there were
loud calls, "Down tumbrellas !" and down went um-
Ibrellas, and up, rose the cheers.

At this point General Breckinridge appeared, and
amid deafening cheers, commenced speaki:.g, his re-
marks attracting close attention, and beintg greeted, at
the close, with rounds of cheers. General Brcckin-
ridge said:

Fellow Citizens--In returning home after so long an,
absence, I would be a very stral ge being if I were in-
sensible to thiis very cordial reception from my friends.
and ,neighbors. I feel it deeply, and I thank you sin-
cerely. Recently I have oberved that it is very dif-
ficult for persons in my sitauation to pursue that line of
conduct that they might wrish to pursue. Nevertheless,.
it may be proper to say, that I accept this informal but
most cordial welcome as purely personal, and con:taiinng
no particle of political significance. [A voice-" That's
right." Indeed, I can and will say, that the tremendous-
events of the last eight years have had gre:ta tendency to
ileaden, if not destroy, old party feelings, and for my
self I can truly declare that I no more feel the politica.
excitements that mark the scenes of my form:net years,
than it I were an extinct volcano. I will not say more,
except to express the pleasure that I feel in coming
back to the people vwhom I so dearly loved'.

TuE SLAVE TRmDE Ite Enyer.-The Paris IDebats re-
views an interesting account of his voyage in the twoNiles, in 1860 and 1864, just written by M. Guillaume
Lejean. Such a book, the Debats observes, is partic-
ularly worthy of rettmark in France, where a taste for
voyages and for geography is by no means general,
and where people readily believe that Bucharest is the-
capital of Bikbara. M. L.ejea's discoveries as to the-
extent to which the slave trade is carried on in those
regions are especially valuable. Khartoum, at the
northern extrem;ity of the Great Delta, may be consid-
ered, he tells us, one of the chief centers of this odious
traffic. The dealers settled there under pretense of
trading in ivory, scid out at their own expense small
corps d'armee on slave recruiting expeditions among
the happy tnegroet and their wives and children. From
Khartoum the slaves are very often sent to Massowah,
to be transported thence by Djedah to the Arrabian
peninsula. M. Lejeain calculates that, between 1858
and 1862, about six thousand slaves a year have been
poured into the Egyptian territory along the course of
the White river, and that, since then, this total has
rerched the enormous figure of fifteen thousand. Eu.
rope has protested, but in atsaer to her reinonstrances
the Egyptian government contents itself with remark-
ing that the traffic is abolished by law.

Dr. G. W. Darden, who killed Chas. Wallace, editor

of the Clipper, was takenl front jail at Warrenton, tlat
night, by at party of disguised men, who took him some
distance frotm the town, where they shot him to death.
Particulars of the tragedy at Warrenton, whichl re-

sulted in the killing of Wallace by Darden and thesubsequent killing of Drdeltn by disguised parties,

show that both Wallace and D.trden were Democrtats,
and that the whlole :ifair was purely ofa personal nia-
ture, originating at first in a private quarrel betwecnl
friends of Wallace and Darden, and whichlt was carried.
into the Masonic lodge, where, as alleged, Darden
blackballed Wallace, for which the latter denounced
the former as a liar and scoundrel, on the pnblication
of which Darden shot Wallace while he was pa-sing oni
the street in front of his office. The affair is deeply
regretted and regarded as a great calamity by thel
friends of both parties, who were highly esteenmed andconnected in Georgia.
