River Intelligence.
OrFicE OF THwoIJSOU-WESTtLN,

Shreveport, April 7, 1869.
Since our last weekly report we have had a variety

f of weather-cold, wet, warm and pleasant. For the
f last two days the latter was predominant.

Since our report last week the river opposite this
point receded about one foot, leaving it last night
twenty-three and I half feet above the lowest water
marik of the season and falling very slowly.

Our latest dates from above the raft left the water
falling, with good navigation to Kiametia.

On Mlouday the river at CarolinaBluffs, on Old river,
was falling slowly.

At last accounts the bayou at Jefferson was again on

the rise, evidently from local rains. The lakes were

falling very slowly.
From this point out to the Mississippi we have first

rate navigation for tlh largest class of boats, with the

water falling as low down as Campte.

For the past week the packets have been doing very I
well, considering the season of the year.

WEDNEDI+, t March 31.-The staunch steamer Right
Wai, Capf. eoah Scovell, got off for above the raft,
witr "ood treirht and her cabin full of passengers.

At four o clock P.M. the large sidewheel packet Bart
