TiH LARGuST fL'ILDIN(t IN THEl \VoIRI..-PersoIiS
who pass hastily over the Ceintra:l P'acific rt:illrod
lhardly give a thlought to the itimense amounttof works
whlicth has been performied by the comipany. Fromi

acramentto to the present terminus of the road. at
Elko, the trains are once more rimninig regularly. The n
immense amount of money and labor expended in cut- a
ting through mountains, opening tunnels, grading the
road and laying the track can with difficuty be real- s
ised by those not familiar with the bust tess. Not the
least of the problems to be solved was that of protect-
ing the track from the heavy falls of snow which were
to be anticipated during the winter months. To ob-
viate this dilliculty as far as possible the company de-
termines to erect a series of sheds, or rather onle build-
ing, which should protect the road over the snow line.
Accorditngly they have erected a building which is ti
doubtless the largest in the world. It is twenty-
two miles in length, sixteen feet in width and sixteen
feet inl height, not ilncluding thie pitch of the roof. It
is put tp in the most substanltial mlantier, aill the tim.-
bers used being of the best quality to be obtained.
The sides are inclosed and were it riot for the fact
thit• daylight penlletrates through the inteistices bie-
tw.een the hotards, the whole ailfair would be very lke
a: tunnel. The Ibuilding is braced together in a riostl.i
peculiar nlnter, and is, ill addition firmnly bolted to
the rocks near the face of the lifll. Where snow-
slides are to be feared, sai extension of the roof has
ibeen ceariid to the clifts, so that Ithllilg imaIsses lshall
pass over the building and lodge upon the other side.
Ill many places where side tracks are located, the
buildiing is wider than the ligires given above. As
one rapidly approaches the entrance to the shed, he
sees siretheCdl out Itbefore him, followinlg all the curves
if the road aii d iildinilg about the edtges of the cliff,
this enoltiotsi builulitg, ithe olject of which hie canl
hardly im:tagitce.

DESPERADOES IN THE FIELD.-U-nder this head the

Tyler Reporter, of the 10th, has a long account of a
raid made by twenty men, dressed in army Ilothes,
from Van Zandt county, through a portion of Smith

G9. county, robbing and plundering as they went. We
copy as follows:

We have been informed that the party surrounded
the store of Messrs. Secton & Holt about daylight,
broke open the door, arrested the clerks, and proceeded
to search the house. They took with them such arti'
cles as they desired, to the value of about $100. Mr.
Amplias Smith'i store was entered in a similar manner.
Sis loss is estimated at $73 or $100. From Mr. Rich-
art, irdson and his clerk, Mr. Williams, we learn that the
same party surrounded his store at Jordin Saline, at
night, and broke down the door, entering and demand-
ing the money, which they received. They intimi-
dated the clerk, and took such articles as they desired,

Son tlt about $5i00. They went to the house of Mr. iR.,
whose wife was in bed sick, with a child but a few
days old, and acted in a most rude manner, thrusting

ye, a knife into the bed clothes where she was lying, great-
ly terrifying her. They then went to the house of Dr.
Lindsey, one of the citizens of Van Zandt now held in

ge custody by the military at Canton, there being ino one
at hotse but his two little boys, under ten years of age.ur, They pillaged the house, destroying the furniture, and

' rolbiag it of a gold watch and other trinkets, consti-
tuting the heirlooms of the family-at one time prepar-

els ing the torch for the house. Other outrages are re-
to ported, but we shall await fuller information before

ho giving them. We understand women were grossly in-
suited and nd threatened with violence by these men.

S We believe Major Jewett, in coammand at Canton,
will hold his men responsible for such conduct.

ANxoitrn TEXAs Ocrna•E.-We copy as follows
front the Waxahachie Argus Extra of the Gth inst.:

Ben Bickerstaff, universally known in Northern
Texas as the master associate of tle late Cullen M. Ba-
her and Thompson, latterly the most active, energetic

c and fearfuiiil accomplice of the formerr, met with a hor-
rible and unexpected death at Alverado, Johnson
county, yesterday evening, (5th inst.,) about sunset.
The ipa rticulars of the tragic occurrence were recounted
to us this morning by Mir. J. A. -lEarnes, in the pres-
ence of Messrs. Davidi anrd John M1 ers, all of whom
are citizens of Alvarado, and were participants in the ]
terrible affair. ]iekerstt.ff and Thompson had been
residing for some months near Alvarado, and it was
their custom to visit that place late in the evening and
during the night to institute a carnival of robbery and
other crime. Bickerstaff hadl assumed the namle of
Tlnhonlsonl, and was iknowr to the mass of thie commu-
nity by that namne. But it appears that a few individ-
uals knew his real name. Time passed, and the crim-
t, inals became boldier and their outrageous acts grew to
be more unbearable. Consequently, oni the fatal even-
a ing mentioned, the good citizens of the village pre-
pared theanselves with shooting apparatus for the pur-

a pose of ridding their community of theie, the great-
est pests they had ever kboiwn. The hour at which
the desperadtes usually visited them approached, and
with it ca.re the parties far l whom they so anxiously J
looked. A feeling not unmixed witi anxiety and pain
was depicted upon every thee. The men rode up to
tl.e corse rack and dismounted, and so soon itas they
had alighted a shower of death dealing leaden balls
rwas directed at them. Thompson was killed instantly,
and IB:ckerstaff was struck in tt hree places. Notwith-
standing his Ifrightful and mortal wounds, one of whilch

t either burst the ball of his right eye, or so contused ite as to render it entirely sightless, Ire fired two well-

aimed shots at his adversaries, one ball passing through
the e clothes of one of his antagonists, and one shot
striking a gun ini the hands of another. lie then fired
severa.rl shots at random, showing, while even in the
clutches of death, the desperate and unconquerable
spirit which hatd attended him all along through his l
c.areer of crime. When he was prostrate upon tire Si
ground, and his adversaries were gathered round, he -
exclaimed, " 'You have killed as brave a man as there
is in the South." lie was disposed to be communica-
tive, but he failed to get any interested or attentive
auditors. Tihus paesed from earth a man who had,
doubtless, steeped himself inl crimes as heinous and
foul is are known in the annals of this country, and
the instances of his lawlessness are, perhaps, only see-
ond in number to those of hi: fin trier chief a;nd matster
spirit, Cullen M. Baker; ald that merely by reason
that the litter was moree in:veatrate in the business.F
Thomp-on had been a citiz m of Alvarado, having lived
there, we believe, as a respected citizen for about two
years. IIe was- seduced into the vicious career, upon
which lie had entered,by Bieikerstalffa man whio was then
ailreadi well advanced on the highway of crilne. \e -
learn tihat some arrests of citizetns of Alvarado thave
been made, it being suspected that they were acCes-
series of Bickerstatf and Thompson. We forbhear to
miention names, as thei parties have been highly re-
spected, anrd as there is not yet proof positive of their
connection with the dcceasecd.

On Sunday last he returned, and riding up to Mr. An-
drews' house, he begged to see Miss Andrews at the
door, without alighting. She came out, when he sud-
lenly produced a pistol, fired, shooting her through i
the body, land shLe fell on hler face and died without ai i
struggle. The infatuated murderer rode frantically f
sway, but Miss Andrews' brother, breathing fury to-
wards the murderer of hiLs sitter, splrang on a horse tand followed. lie came up with Cushing as the latter I
was crossing a creek, and fired at him. Cushing jumped
from his horse and took shelter in the bush. Andrews,
not to be at a disadvantalge, did the same. A parley
ensued, and the two youg men agreed to fight accord-
ing to the code; to leave the cover, fire, advance and
fire, and again advance, until one of them should fall.
At the first fire Cushing received a mortal wound in
the left stoulder, but the men continued to near each
other and fire, until their revolvers were empLty. When
ssistance arrived, Cushing lay dead with four bullets

in his body. Andrews had received three shots in his
breast. Ile was able to tell how the fight had taken
place, Shen he also expiredt.
