New Orieass, May 23.—Bale of the New Orleans,
Opelovzas and Great Western railroad took place this
moraing, by virtie of an order from the United States
Cireuit Court, wider the anspices of ex-United Ssater
Marshal, F.J. Herron, Prineipal iolerssts represented
were the Illinois Central cailroad, Mobile and Chatta-
nonga railroad, bondhelders of the read, and Charles
Morgan. First bid was one million, next one million
and a half.

Committea on removal of obstroctions from mouth
of Mizsissippi river, recommended appointnient of a
committee to prepere ¢ memorial to Congress, demon-
strating national importance of Ohjects referred to,
asking eongressional attention, and thal the President
of the convention be instructed to forward copies of
resoletions and memoriol to the Presidentof the United
Btates, each Senator and Representative in Cougress.
Alsoto President and Uvited States engineer Lureau
for assignment of portion of general appropriation for
river improvement, to be expended in speedy proseca-
tion of work already eommeneed at mouth of the Mis-
sissippi.  Committec on Levees presented a comrmuni-
cation endorsing and recommending bill presented Lo
Congress last session, providing for national aid in the
construction of lavees.

Comumittee on Pacific railroad presented majority
and minority reporrs, majority [avoring direct rome
from Cairo to Mamtlan,  Minority report favored
Memphis, EI Pasoand grand truvk route, with branehes
to various important points south.

terested. He further apbounces hiz intention to put
the road already completed in perfeet repair, if neces-
sary, making a dacble track,

Delegation from the State of Alabama, in Commer-
ciel eouvention, adopted a series of resolutions ex-
pressing bigh appreciation of the admirsble gualities
of the late Col, L. T. Woodruff, President of the Mobile
Board ol Trade, killed at the recent fire, and their re-
grot at hig untimely Jemise. .

Upon assembling this morning the convention took
up the report of the committee on Obstructibns of the
mouth of the Mississippi, and without reconsidering
any particulac plan of operations, respectfully com-
mended them to the attention of the gencral Govern-
ment.
