SUIT or NEGROIa To REtCVoR THE ESTATE OF THEIR

FORauER MASTERs-The Verdict Against Them.-An
important case, known as the Owen Thomas will case,
has just been decided in the Superior Court at Colum-
bus, Georgia. A statement of the facts and the re
suits of the trial may not be uninteresti g. The amount
ivolved was at least $40,0o0. The parties were Jas.
K Redd, propounder of the will, vs. Sophia Hargroves
and M. W. Thweat, et ale., caveators, and the facts as
stated by the Judge in his charge are as follows:

On the 25th day of February, 1852. Owen Thomas
made and published a paper purporting to be his last
will and testament, and nominated Jas. K. Redd and
Augustus Howard executors of the same, and in the
3d, 4th and 5th items provided that a certain number
of his slaves, in all over thitty, and consisting of men,
women and children, should be carried to Liberia or
some other free State. foreign to Georgia, into which
they might severally elect to go, and there he forever
manumitted and freed-they and their posterity; and
further provided, that all the rest of his property, con-
sisting of lands, negroes, stock and crops, etc., should
be sold, and the proceeds be applied to the payment
of debts, to the defrayal of the expenses incident to
the execution of the will, to the removal and subsist-
ence of the negroes in their new homes; and the bal
sace tobe equally divided among such of the negroes
as were over eighteen years of age, on their arrival at
the place they might select for their homes.

On the 28th of September, 1868, Owe', Thomas de-
parted this life. Subsequently James K. Redd, the
executor nominated in the will, propounded the saom
to the Ordinary Court of this county for probate, whien
the caveators, the only heirs at law of Owen Thomas.
appeared and filed their caveat against the probate of
the will, on the following grounds:

1. Because said will was revoked by an act of the
Legislature assented to on the 14th December. 1859.
to prohibit the post mortem nianutuission of slaves
2. Because the will provided that the negroes might
elect to go to Liberia or some other free State. 8.
Because circumstances subseqe:ently occurring have
made it impossible for the executors to execute the
will.

Upon hearing the case the Ordinary refused to set,
up the three items mentioned above; but admiitted
the bill to probate, as to the other items therein con-
tained. From this decision of the Ordinary an appeal
was entered by the propounder, and in this way the
case comes before this court for trial.

The judge's charge was favorable to to the defend-
ants, the caveators, and the jury found the following
verdict:

We, the jury, find that every part of the paper pro-
pounded as the will of Owen Thomas, is void, except
that part which gives a legacy or bequeett to Mrs. How-
ard, and the part which appoints James K. Redd and
Augustus Howard executors, excluding the legacy to
them, and we find that these two parts are the will of
Owen Thomas.

The result, as stated by the Columbus Sun, is to take
the administration from J. I. Thweatt, appointed by
Ordinary Duer, and give it to the surviving executor,
J. K. Redd, aid besides the legacy to Mrs. Howard,
not a large amount, and the app!intmentt of the execu-
torm, uo part of the will holds good. The bulk of the
estate thien goes to heirs of Mrs. Thweatt and to 'tirs.
Hargroves, unless the Supreme Court overrules the
decision, or some other course is taken. The case will I
be carried to the Supreme Court. I

BUTLER ON THE RECONSTRUCTIO; ACTS.-The recent
visit of Gen. Butler to this city, and his prolonged in.
terviews with the President, have been mentioned in
these letters, with an intimation that I did not despair
of getting at the botton of the mischief in his busy
brain, which he was seeking official aid to inflict upon
ite South.

I have not yet been altogether successful, but may
safely state that his suggestions, whatever their pre-
cise character may have been as to remedies, were
based upon these propositions, which he holds to be
self-evident:

1. That the principle upon which the reconstruction
laws are based, in so far as these laws may be supposed
to afford any guarantee of future Radical power at the
South, is utterly unsound. In support of this view he
urges that not one in tin of the negroes can possibly
be the recipients of the boons proffered for their sub-
aerviency-first, because what is oflired is necessarily
limtited to a very few; and, secondly, for the reason
that what is offered (mere offices, State and Federal),
the negroes, as a general thing, are incompetent to
avail themselves of. That the bulk of this class of
voters must necessarily, therefore, depend hereafter
for bread upon the landowners, and that consequently
they must very soon be guided hl; them.

2. That the reconstruction acts were avowedly ex-
perimental, as (he says) is seen by the freque't aban-
donment of them to make room for othsrs more strin-
gent; that it has already been determined to unsettle
the condition of things in Georgi:. and that Conigress
will be carefil before adopting the constitutions of
Virginia, Mississippi and Texas, to secure, beyond per-
adventure, more substa•atial guarantees for the perma-
ient domination of ithe " loyal North," which advanced
legislation, he contends, will work a disimtilarity and
incongruity in its application to different parts of the
South, antd consequently render imperative a total
abandonment of it, and the substitution of a plan up-
plicable to all alike, and effeciive in imposing "loy-
.lty " upon the South in all future time.

These are Butler'a.ideas. Of course they certainly
reach the point of again throwing out of the Union till
the " rebel" Status now 

"
represented," or the require-

ment of an alteration of their political and social sye- i
tem in the fundamental particular embracing and equi
poise of personal influence and power, irrespective of
race or color. I am not positively informed, as I have
said, of Butler's proposed remedy. But what can he
mean short of a division of landed property at theSouth by some arbitrary contrivance, or some specious
lie supposed to be quit-, -'tilti ', r., ;li the politi-
clans of the South ?

entitle women to a feeling of self-respect.
