The Southern Press
As regards this subject the fact that those papers

which are sustained by the official patronage of the

Radical party, in this as in other States, bear evidence

of prosperity, while many Democratic journals are

maintaining a precarious existence, is painfully evident

to all who have opportunity of drawing the contrast.
And are not the Southern people, in great part, to
blame for this? If they do not come to the liberal

support of the press which are combating in their be-

half, the inevitable result will be that in many locali-
ties they must needs succumb, while the Radical pa-
pers will be permanently established by means of the

money wrung from a helplessly tax-ridden people. It is

idle to say that Radical sentiments cannot be instilled
into the minds of Southern men who are not predis-

posed to scalawagism naturally. The position will not
hold good, for there are many honest men who, con-
stantly seeing but one side of the question, will grad-

ually, and by almost imperceptible degrees, be brought
to believe that Radical doctrines are not so had after
all. Pope never said a truer thing than this:

- Vice is a monster of so frightfulmien
As to be hated needs but to be seen;
But seen too oft, familiar with her face,
We first endure, then pity, then embrace."

We do not think we attach more importance to this

subject than it deserves-that we over estimate the
danger to be apprehendy. The saying of Fletcher,

which has also been attributed to Sir Phillip Sidney,
" Let who will make the laws of a people if I write
their songs," would lose none of its force were it to
read "if I edit their newspapers."

Yet the remedy for the evil of which we complain

is in great measure within the hands of the people

themselves. As we said before, they must give more

material aid to their local papers, even if they make
some pecuniary sacrifice to do so; and too, they should

by no means render any, the least, assistance to papers

conducted by scalawags or carpet-baggers. If this be
proscription it is such as the necessity of the times

demands-a contrary course is like furnishing to the
incendiary a torch wherewith to fire your own dwelling.

We have been led to make these remarks by notic-
ing upon our table the two papers published at Mon-
roe in this State. One is edited by a scalawag and the
other by Mr. McCranie, who was elected to Congress
on the Democratic ticket, but who, of course, was not
permitted to take his seat. There is a marked differ-
ence in the appeara nee of these two papers so far as
the evidences of prosperity are concerned, and the dif-
ference is in favor of the Radical organ. Strange to
say, too, while Democratic papers are forcibly excluded

from all official patronage, and therefore languish, we

notice in the Monroe Intelligencer advertisements of
business men in New Orleans, who would probably be

shocked at the charge of giving surreptitioutaid and

comfort to the Radical party. If there be any excuse

for thus assisting in the propagation of principles an-

tagonistic to the best interests of the country we can-
not see it. Nor do we conceive that even the imme-
diate interests of those parties who advertise in Radi-
cal newspapers are subserved thereby. The Southern
reader, if he be true to the better instincts of his na-
ture, will be very apt to regard with suspicion any

firm in New Orleans, or elsewhere, who patronises
these miserable sheets that have been spawned upon
us by the most shamelessly corrupt legislation that
ever disgraced a country. Nor is such firm worthy of

patronage by the planters. We have been told by
well-informed gentlemen, residents of New Orleans,

that it is rapidly lapsing into corruption and Radical-

ism-synonymous terms, indeed. The New Orleans

Republican, which is* patronised by many business

houses there, makes what it conceives to be a strong
appeal for advertising patronage-takes the ground
that while the decent papers of the city are read, each

by a certain number of their party, the Republican is

read by aearly all the scalawag and carpet-bag ele-
ment, and hence reaches a larger number than either
of the others. Let us say for the comfort of the Re-
publican, that a business house in New Orleans that
advertises in its columns receives more injury than it
reaps benefits, so far as the trade of all decent people
is concerned.

The venerable Intelligencer has sunk beneath the
waves of corruption in Washington City, and the
Washington (Ark.) Telegraph, one of the oldest and
best papers in the State, seems doubtful of its own ex-
istence, for want of local patronage. And in this con-
nection, we can but express the hope that we, in a re-
cent number, did Mr. Etter injustice in stating upon
the authority of a Camden paper, that be had gone
over to the enemy, for we see no evidence of itin his
appeal for support to the Southern element.

Our people should give heed to this matter. Let
them sustain the local press. The miserable plea that
they can get a larger, cheaper and better paper in the
North is false in principle. And they should not only
s&stain their home papers by subscribing, but mer-
chants should be more liberal in advertising patronage.
These-remarks are made in no spirit of selfishness.
We have no cause of complaint, but venture the ap-
peal in behalf of brother editors, who are, under ad-
verse circumstances, endeavoring to build up influen-
tial journals in the smaller towns throughout the South,

Sand particularly in Texas. It is needless to say that
money is the life-blood of journalism-brains even pre
a secondary cossidgration.

A DOUBTFUL VICTORY.-Our pleasure at the result
of the Virginia election has been considerably marred
by noticing the gratification it seems to afford many of
the Radical papers. The New York World appears to,
regard these expressions of satisfaction as affected-
not the genuine article. This may be the case with
the Wendell Phillips school, but to the mass of the Re-
publican party it is recognised as a triumph. And so
far as regards the Democratic party, it certainly is
such. By this vote Virginia concedes to the negroes
all the rights claimed for them by the Republicans, and
it is virtually an endorsement of the fourteenth and
fifteenth amendments. The point gained, however, is
that the State legislation will be in the hands of the
conservative element, and when we see the consequences
of Radical rule in our own State affairs, we must ad-
mit that this is a very great gain. Provided, of course,
that Congress will permit those who are elected to take
their seats. In this State it made no kind.of differ-
ence who was elected. The Radicals ruled out enough
Democrats to give themselves a clear working majori-
ty, and permitted a few to take seats merely for ap-
pearances sake, for when it costs nothing, they are*
great sticklers for appearances.

Texas Politics.
The Washington correspondent of the New Orleans

Times, under date of se 18th, gives a long account of
the condition of parties in Tennessee, Mississippi and

Texas. We give the following extracts for what they

are worth, pretnising, however, that to judge from the

way the Texas press have been handling Flanagan

lately, the correspondent conmmits a grave error in

stating that lie would add strength to his party:

Representatives of the Conservative party of Mis-
sissippi had an interview with the President at an early
hour yestdrday morning, in relation to the time of
holding the election. They were informed that the
question would be submitted to the Cabinet a later hour
in the day. I learn that this cabinet meeting was un-
usually protracted, and the discussion warm. The
President was disposed to name an early day for the
election-say during September-but he was overruled
by Boutwell, who is credited with having more brain
than all the other members of the Cabinet combined.
He is a bitter and intense Radical. He says there can
be but one Radical party-and by that he means the
Wells and Stokes factions-and he declares that he
wants better indorsements to applications for oiffice un-
der him than those of bolters from the Radical party.
The result of the Virginia election is it heavy blow to
him. It has made him more bitter than ever. He
sees plainly enough that Tennessee, Mississippi and
Texas will follow the lead c> Virginia, and roll up
large Conservative majorities. This, he argued in the
cabinet, would have a bad effect on the fall elections in
the North; and he finally succeeded in getting the
Mississippi election postponed until the fourth Tuesday
in November. The case of Texas was not considered.
It is thought, however, that the election will not be
ordered in that State until a still later day, A delega-
tion from Texas might accomplish something here,
though it is somewhat doubtful. Boutwell certainly
triumphed over the President yesterday, which is an
illustration of the saying that " brains will tell."

Texans here in the interest of Hamilton assert that
the leaders of the Davis party while in Washington
announced their intention of pursuing a proscriptive
policy, which would disfranchise some thirty thousand
"rebels" in the State. In the convention at Houston,
however, they swung round completely, and the plat-
form then adopted is identically the same as that up-
on which Hamiltoit ptoposes to run as an independent
candidate. The Davis ticket is considered here as a
strong one. No fault can be found with the platform,
at least by Conservatives. It embodies the same prin-
ciples which have triumphed in Virginia. While it is
not a Democratic platform, it is calculated to win the
support of the Democrats in lieu of a better.

Mr. Davis is said to be a man of much personal pop-
ularity, and he has the advantage of a regular nomi-
nation by his party. J. W. Flanagan, the nominee
for Lieutenant Governor, was a Union man during the
war, and is possessed of considerable wealth. He adds
strength to the ticket, and particularly in the northern
section of the State. The chances of success to the
Davis party are much enhanced by the energy of its
representatives here, who are untiring in their exer-
tions, and who have had thus far no formidable antag-
onists to contend against. They have secured the en-
dorsement of Secretary Boutwell, and claim to have
obtained that of the President. As the following let-
ter will show they have gotten the recognition of the
National Republican Committee:

" BostoN, July 7, 1869.
"I have directed the recognition by the Secretary

of the National Executive Committee of the Execu-
tive Committee of the State of Texas, chosen by the
Houston Convention which nominated Gen. E. J. Da-
vis for Governor of that State. wst. cLAFrLt,

"Chairman Nat. Rep. Ex. Committee."
The object of the Davisites is to secure for their

party the support of leading Radicals, and so to force
the issue with Hamilton as to make him appear the
" rebel" candidate. The programme further is, that
should Hamilton he elected the State will be refused
admission. In this the support of Boutwell, Sumner,
and other prominent men of the Radical party may be
confidently counted on. On the other hand, those in
the interest of Hamilton claim that he has received
promises of Presidential aid. Even if this be true,
and it is a matter of some doubt, it remains to be seen
whether Boutwell will not carry the day against the
President, as he did in the Mississippi matter. It is
beginning to be thought that the President is a mere
cypher in the affairs of the nation, and that rather
than incur any trouble or responsibility he will yield to
the sway of the Boutwell faction. He has not the
brains to take in and comprehend intricate questions;
and it is now safe to say that he cares little for the
Radical party. He was assured that the Walker party
in Virginia sustained his policy, and that contented
him. He did not see the vast significance of the fifty
thousand majority rolled up against Wells, who had
been, all through the campaign, the candidate and the
representative of the party which placed him (Grant)
.in the Executive mansion. He was ready to drop
Stokes, in Tennessee, because Senter represented the
same party which had triumphed in Virginia. He saw
that Senter would probably be elected, and he was
disposed to accept the situation by endorsing him at
this late day. So in Mississippi, where his brother-itt-
law is to enter the field against the ultra Radicals.
Boutwell's influence will be certainly thrown againstthe
Conservatives. His appointments, and the appoint-
ments of Creswell and Delano, have been mmde in the
interest of the extremists. But from present appear-
ances the moral force of the result in Virginia will
triumph over tbese partisan influences, without the aid
of Presidential interference. Then there are still ru-
mors of Cabinet changes, which may lead to the dis-
comfiture of Boutwell, Sumner, Forney & Co.

A SMASHING BUSINESs. -It would seem that the bur-
glary business in this country is a very profitable one
to some of the parties engaged. Recently a man
named John Griffin was arrested on the charge of being
one of the party who robbed the safe of the Brdoklyn,
1hew York, Savings Bank, of property belonging toan
estate. Being put upon the stand he stated that he
had received the stolen property from one Noble, not
knowing what it was, snd was immediately thereafter
arrested. He further stated that Noble was concerned
with himself in the Royal Insurance bond robbery, and
had " beaten" him out of some $35,000 or $40,000 of
the stolen property.

He was elected President of
the Exchange National Bank, a position he still holds.
Last year be went to Liverpool as a representative of
the commercidl men of Norfolk, with a view of fur.
thering their interests by way of direct trade. While
abroad, Mr. Walker visited Constantinople and other
portions of the far East.

In the election for members of the Constitutional
Contention of Virginia, Mr. W., then a resident of the
State, was selected as the conservative candidate for
the Norfolk district, but, by the aid of the iron-clad
oaths and the Federal bayonets, his oppdnent, the
well-known tegro, Dr. Bayne, was elected. Mr.
Walker has always been a Democrat of the conserva-
tive school. In physique be is of large frame, an inch
or two over six feet in height, has a piercing black
eye, and is called the handsomest man in Virginia.
Those who know him best attribute to him rareexecis
tive ability. [New York World.

THE PINS BLUFF RAILROAD.-A convention largely
attended by delegates from Jefferson, Drew, Ashley,
and Pulaski counties, Arkansas, was held at Pine
Bluff on the 10th of May, to consider the buliding of
the Pine Bluff and New Orleans railroad. The feasi-
bility of the project and the necessity of putting it -
into execution apileared to be favorably regarded by
the meeting, and the champions of the road are con-
sequently considerably elated. Morehouse parish, La.,
has also met to consider the project, and will take an
active part in securing subscriptions and pushing for-
ward the enterprise. The Legislatureof Arkansas has.
granted $15,000 per mile to build the road to the line
of that State, whence it is proposed to.be extended to
Red river. In addition to this, the citizens of Jeffer-
son, Drew, and Ashley counties, in Arkansas, will make
liberal subsecriptions in land and money. Carroll par-
ish is moving to offer such inducements in the way of
land and subecriptions as to cause the company to
make preliminary surveys, and to bring the road down
the Bayou Macon plateau, and to intersect the Vicks-
burg and Shreveport railroad in that parish. Vicks-
burg should move and endeavor to terminate the road
here. It will open up a rich section, thickly settled
and of varied production. Give the heart of the cot-
ton region of Arkansas a good throughfare to Vicks-
burg, where river and rail will bear her prodncts to the
world, and the Red river extension will be lost sight
of. Vicksburg should bestir herself without delay.

THE TExas ELECTION.-The following proclamation
was issued on the 11th inst., by the President:
By the President of the United States of America-A

Proclamation.
In pursuance of the provisions of the act of Con-

gress, approved April 10, 1869, I do hereby designate
Tuesday, the 30th day of November, 1869, as the
time for submitting the Constitution ,adopted by the
Convention which met in Austin, Texas, on the 15th
day of June, to the voters of skid State registered at
the date of such submissioa, viz: I direct the vote
to be taken upon the said Constitution in the following
manner, viz: Each voter favoring the ratification of
the constitution as adopted by the convention of the
15th day of June, 1868, shall express his judgment by
voting " For the Constitution." Each voter fa
the rejection of the constitution shall express hia dg
meat by voting "Against the Constitution."

In testimony whereof I have hereunto set my ha"d'
and caused the seal of the United States to be affixed.

Done at the city of Washington this the 15th day of
July, in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hun-
dred and sixty nine, and of the independence of the.
United States of America the ninety-fourth.
