They cannot be supplled with any, because the regu-
lar customers take away the whole supply, and at the
above low rates. This should be a guarantee for the
sucdess of this great enterprise, and we hope that-the
patronage extended to it next season will besuch as
to enable -them to carry on their works through the
winter, and store-away a sufficient quantity of ice for
the supply of the community next summer.

The Income Tax.
The strong dislike evinced in every quarter to this

odious form of taxation is both natural and just. It
is the boast of the Anglo-Saxon that " his house is his
castle." Within the sacred precincts of his home he
is lord and master. He gives account to none of the
administration of his family and business affairs. The
knowledge of his losses or gains he confines to his own
bosom, or of his own sole choice imparts to some dear
friend. The moral restraint imposed by a weli ordered
society upon its members generally suffices to prevent
the abuse of the power thus vested in the individual.
The advantage of making every man a king in his own
right is shown in a proud sense of personal independ-
ence and self-respect. It is an abject race of men that
lacks this sentiment.

Nevertheless, here in free America, an income tax
is exacted from us. A mean inquisitorial inspection of
our affairs is instituted by the Government. Losses,
which have already cost many a pang, and would be
gladly consigned to oblivion, must agaia be dragged
into the light. To an unsympathetic, often coarse, as-
sessor we must disclose our most private affairs. Our
names are glaringly paraded in the columns of the
daily papers for the gratification of the vulgar gossip.
The dainty epithetsof " liar" and "cheat" are bandied
about, as this man or that is supposed to have furnished
false returns. To guard against fraud, orders are re-
ceived from Washington that assessors should become
more dictatorial and inquisitive. Official imperitinence
and popular evasion of the law go hand in hand. A
degrading impost, borne with extreme reluctance even
under forms of government absolutely despotic, is un-
dermining our regard for truth and our sense of duty
to our country. It is as if spies were set upon us, and-
it is the nature of men to hate spies. Spies may be
set upon criminals, but the men who pay the income
tax are not criminals.

This tax is pronounced by the great majority of
thinki•ng olu uucuattitutrnal. It is t drtuinL •a• alnd
must therefore be laid " in accordance with the cen-
sus," etc. This has not been done, but exactly the
reverse-a portion of the people only paying a tax.
We know that the judicial acumen of some Western
bench discerned that this tax is not a direct one, but
it is not the first time that a want of practical common
sense has been shown by a learned bench. In the
name of wonder, what is itif not a direct tax ? None
of those compelled to pay it will accuse it of indirect-
ness.

The secret of the maintenance of this tax is, that it
provides the machinery whereby politicians advance
their private interests. The petty officials employed
to collect it comprise an army mustered in to do the
work of their superiors. If these can be keptin office,
then they will retain theirs. Like other armies, this
one eats out the vitals of the people. This concerns
not the professional politician, whose only thought is
how much the people will patiently endure.

Well, we can tell all such that the limit of endurance
hasTbeen reached. It costs as much to collect this in-
come tax as the receipts amount to. It is irritating,
unprofitable sad inexpedient. And even were it other-
wise, there is something so unmanly and contemptible
in its intrusive impertinence that no high spirited peo
ple should submit to it.

A word then to our Congressmen. He among you
who *hall hereafter advocate the continuance of this
burden, in furtherance of ridiculous desire to make
this generation pay off the national debt, may expect
the determined hostility of that not wholly uninfluen-
tial class upon whom this tax is levied. It is just pos-
sible it may succeed in electing those who will insure
its repeal. [Philadelphia Commercial List.

THE MAJOR PRATT CAS.--As so much interest is
felt in this section of country, we publish the follow-
ing from theNew York correspondent of the Cincin-
nati Commercial, under date of the 15th:

A reporter visited Fort Schuyler to-day, and had a
conversation with Pratt, who said : " I was absent from
Jefferson on the 4th of October, 1868, but returned in
the evening. I was not present when G. W. Smith
and the two negroes were killed. I was in Jefferson
about six months after the parties implicated in that
affair, and now on trial, were arrested; was, dluring
that time, often in the stockade, where they are con-
fined, and went frequently to Gen. Buell's headquarters,
and rendered him such assistance in the discharge of
his duties as lay in my power. When I learned that I
was also implicated in the affair of the 4th of October,
r I was astonished. Suffering from my wounds, all of
which were received on the battlefield, feeling con-
scions of my innocence, and dreading the horrors of
confinement in the stockade prison, I left Jefferson and
came to New York. I am willing to stand a fair trial;
but if I am tried by a military commission, it will be
mightily against my will. Since the war I have ac-
ceptei Ltre situation in good fhi••, altn have often ear-
nestly labored to prevent collisions between whites
and blacks, and when such have occurred I have al-
ways exerted myself, to the best of my ability, to stop
them. I have several times aided the Federal officers
stationed at Jefferson in promoting peace and harmony
betwen the white and colored population. On the 4th
of July, 1868, when some were afraid that there was
imminent danger of a general conflict between several
hundred armed negroes and the whites, I exposed my
person to the people, appeased the excited population,
and received the thanks and commendations of the
whole community. I was second under the commands
of Generals Sterling Price and Marmaduke, of Mis-
souri, and was in General Price'sraid in 1864, through
Missouri and Kansas. At the battle of Marie de Seine,
Kansas, fought in October, 1864, I was dangerously
wounded, and now carry a minie ball in my. body re-
ceived in that engagement."

The conduct of Marshal Barlow in surrounding him-
self with a body guard of soldiers, to resist the proces
of the Superior Court, is an insult to the authority of
the State, which Gov.

but it has not been the case beforie, in the cotton fields,
as reported to ius by planters.

The Crops.-We have conversed this week with
planters from all parts of the parish, and they almost
unanimously agree that the cotton drop will be a good
one. Some few speak of worms having appeared in
their fields, but not in numberssufficient to create any
apprehension of loss. On the Kisatchie theyeomplain
of too much rain, making the cotton luxuriant, but not
creating caterpillars. Cotton picking has already
commenced, and we can confidently assert, from pres-
ent prospects, that the crop will belarger in this pariiih
than any year since the war.

TimE COTTON TRADE.-The paucity of the supply of
cotton in all parts of the world, invests the future of
the great staple with more than usual interest at the
present time. Notwithstanding the -long continued
and unflagging efforts of British spinnners to promote
an increased growth of cotton in India, Egypt, Brazil,
etc., the limit in those countries, under present condi-
tions, appears to have been reached. Eminent English
authorities (Smith, Edwards & Co., Liverpool), declare
the introduction of Chinese labor in our Southern
States to be the "solitary ray of hope that now shows
itself on the dark horizon" for "harassed and suffer-
ing" Lancashire. England continues to extend the
railroads of India, with the view of bringing more
land under cotton culture, but the present population
of that country can scarcely do more in this branch of
agriculture than they have already done, without the
risk of a famine, as has already been demonstrated.
It has, however, lately been suggested by the British
Commissioner in India, that if the home government
were to dispose of the surplus land in the Colony on
the same liberal terms as the United States, labor and
capital would be attracted in that direction, and result,
in the course of a few years, in the raising of sufficient
cotton in India to supply Great Britain. But, in view
of the inhospitable climate and the more favorable in-
ducements held out on this continent to settlers, such
a scheme would stand a very poor chance of success.

The efforts which have been made in other parts of
thu world to compote w.ah aow u wntya in 5,hi
branch of agriculture have met with no better success
than in India. We therefore see no reason to change
the opinion heretofore expressed, that the South is
destined to recover and hold her old supremacy in
this important branch of commerce. Fortunately for
us, nature has given us that peculiar combination of
soil and climate which is best suited to the production
of the fibre most in requisition in the manufacture of
cotton fibrics. The American staple possesses those
indispensable requisites of color, length of staple, soft-
ness and strength, which are more or less lacking in
nearly all foreign growths. For these reasons, we
possess a monopoly that no competition can deprive
us of. The question of labor, the paramount necessity,
will become regulated in due time, and with such
auspicious capabilities as we.have briefly noted, there
can be no doubt that the South will, within a few
years, exceed all her past efforts in this branch of in-
dustry, despite of the gloomy forebodings of a few who
are inaediately interested. [N. Y. Com. List.

calicoes, and other cotton fabrics. There is no reason
why the machinery which turns cotton into a finished
product should be located hundreds of miles from the
place where the raw material is grown, and no com-
mercial or other necessity why a bale of cotton should
have a great big hole ate in it by transportation, storage,
insurance, etc., before it is converted into cloth. This
matter is fast regulating itself, and we will soon have
all the staple worked up in the locality where the crop
was planted. [Vicksburg Herald.

A NEw WosnerR-A Revolution in Steam Engines.
The Jersey City Times has a description of a machine,
now in operation in that city, which, it is claimed, is
destined to work a revolution in one department of
mechanical industry, namely, a steam engine, which,
with one quarter of the weight, and occupying one
quarter of the space required for an ordinary ten-horse
engine, will give the same power, with 25 per cent.
less fuel. This little machine sets at defiance all pre-
conceived notions on the subject. Its motive power
is all contained within the circumference of a broad,
stout wheel, about three feet in diameter, revolving
upon a hollow shaft, which receives the steam and de-
livers it alternately into two opposite reciprocal cylin-
ders, and fixed between the centre and-periphery.
The power, therefore, instead of being at the centre,
presents the singular anomaly of being at the circum-
ference. Or, it other words, the true centre of power
is at the periphery of the wheel. To use a familiar
simile, the wheel is like theband or drum of a squirrel
cage, in which two squirrels were cqnrrentaneously,
one in. the usual position, the ocher in the opposite,
but with head down, and with a motion similar to a fly
walking on the ceiling-both, of course, in continu-
ally reversing positions as the `wheel turns. It is an
application of the simple principle, by which, as any
one can see, a grindstone may easily beturned by
placing the hand upon its surface, wbile only with con-
siderable muscular exertion a man'shand grasping tire
shaft can produce the same motjoi, 2

MORE HANGING. IN TEAs.--We learn front an ex-
tra issued from the Waco Register office, dated the
13th, that Clarke Jones and Dennis Nelson were hung
by the sheriff at Marlin, Texas, on the 13th. We copy
as follows:

Jones was about twenty-five years of age, of stout
build and possessing a countenance indicative of great
resolution and daring. Most of his relatives reside in
Wood county, and a married sister in Falls. He was
convicted at the spring term of the District Court in
Falls county, of the murder of the Howard brothers
on the 6th of June, 1868. An appeal was taken to
the Supreme Court, but the verdict in the lower court
was not disturbed.

Had been for some time a resident of Falls county,
and until it comparatively late date an exemplary mem-
ber of the MethodistChurch. He was convicted of the
murder of Wallace, in Falls county, in February, 1869.

oirfoe dce. ̀` It is clear, therefoei', that thtis statement
can only be made under much coercion, and that there
most be some kind of organised system at work among
the Chinese, which assists the intimidation of the vic-
tims.

AVENaoING WOUNDED HosoR.-In a recent discus-
sion between the Russiian Czarowitz and his chief of
staff, Col. Hunnius, a German by birth, the Prince re-
marked that " when one deals with Germans-one is
sure to be cheated." The choloric German retorted,
" if your Highness means that observation to apply ts,
me, I must beg you to understand it is both offensive -
and unjust." Whereupon the Prince made answer by
coolly slapping the Colonel's face. As this insultcouTld
not be avenged upon the heir of the Throne, and as
it was one which chivalry could not endure to live un-
der, the chivalric German deliberately blew -his own
brains out with a pistol rather than survive such black
disgrace.

Before committing the rash deed he penned a note
I to the Prince, in which be said, "Your Imperial High-

ness has offered me a mortal insult. When you read
this letter I shall have ceased to live."

It is somewhat consoling to know that the Emperor
was greatly displeased at this affair and gave orders
that the Colonel should be buried with great pomp; and
the prince having attempted to prevent these orders
from being carried out was ordered by the Emperor to
attend in person the funeral of the poor victim. -

Many sharp, and many very just criticisms have
been indulged in by public censors against what they
have been pleased to call the "chivalry " of the South,
but we venture to say that, with all our hot blood and
excitable nature, nothing has ever occurred here which
approximate in the remotest degree the superior con-
tempt for life' unoler insulted innocence as was dis-.

Keep
the money in our town is the way to make it rich, and
every man that sends away for work he can just as
easily get done here, deprives the town of just that
much wealth, as well as discourages enterprise."

A BANK SaFE.-The vaults of the Bank of France,-
which it is asserted contai, more treasure than any
other single spot o, th, ,h'I,.se, are accessible through
an iron door, which has rlree keys, kept by the three
principal officers. The iron stair-way leading to the
vanlts can he detached, and by a chemical apparatus a
supply of deadly gas is mrade to permieate every part,
destroying human life in a few seconds, while the
whole vault can be submerged at ten minutes' notice ;
so that any attempt to rob it would be attended with
certsain peril.
