Tue RADS TRIUMPH IN ALAsAarA.-A Washington
dispatch of the 15th, says that Senator Warner had ar-
rived in that city. He gave the following as returns
of the late election: The Republicans carried first
district by 2000; second by 2000; third by 260 ; fourth
by 8000 to 10,000. The Democrats carried the fifth
district by less than 1000, and the sixth by less than
1500. Grant's majority in t he State at last election
was 4200. The popular majority this election will not

'filibelqw 12,000. There being disfranchisement in
Alabama, all classes of citizens participated, and the
Republicans carried the State on the platform of uni-
versal suffrage and removal of disabilities imp0s~d by
fourteenth amendment. There is no division in party,
and Senator Warner regards the State as certain for
Republicans in future.

THE PRATT CASE AnAIt.--A Washington dispatch
of the 16th, to the New York Tribune says that the
Government holds that the most important point in
the Pratt case was gained by the Commissioner con-
tinuing the case till he saw fit to end it. The case
was heard through, and the failure to hold the pris-
oner arose from neglect on the part of ihe military
authorities in Texas to furnish definite charges and
evidence to justify detaining the prisoner. Further
evidence in the case is expected, and other legal pro-
reedings will probably be had in the case.

cur again as they are now satisfied they can do as wel
here at any season of the year as they can in Nes
Orleans.

y FEBRUARY.

There was a visible falling off in business this month,
a most of the Texas merchants going to the city for

r their stocks. The receipts reached 8605 bales. Prices
opened at 27@271 but before the close of the
mouth fell to 24+@25c. Gold opened at 137@138

e and closed 134@135.
tMARCH.

Business with our merchants fell off so much this
e month that fears of a dull spring trade were enter-
a tained, which in theend proved true. Like last month,

all the Texas merchants went to the city for their
stocks. Receipts this month 6648 bales, most of the
proceeds going into the country in the shape of hard
cash. Prices opened at 24@25 and-closed at 25@251c.
Gold opened at 130@132 and closed at 132@133.

APRIL.

It was admitted by all the merchants that the dull
times were upon us. Business was dull. The re-
ceipts reached 4361 bales. Prices opened at 24@25c.
and closed 25@25ie. Gold opened at 135@136 and
closed at 133@134.

The receipts amounted
to 2252 bales. Prices ranged throughout the month
from 25@26c.

JUNE, JULY AND AUGUST.

During these three months there was nothing doing
in business of any moment. The receipts reached
998 bales. Gold ranged from 136@137, but before
the close of the latter month fell to 131@132 and
closed at 133@135.

MISCELLANEOUS.

Nearly 11,000 head of cattle were slaughtered at
the packeries below the city. Over 30,000 head of
cattle, 50,000 dry hides and 6000 wet hides shipped.
This does not include the wet hides (8000) shipped by
Stoner & Co.. We have no data from which to esti-
mate the amount of wool, peltries, tallow, hbswax,
&c., shipped.

OUR ESTIMATE.

To make an estimate at this time is merely guess-
work, but as it is customary we have to come down
to our work. With a seasonable fall, taking into con-
sideration the new avenues of trade opened to this city,
we estimate the receipts of cotton for the corming year
in round numbers at4 100,000 bales5 said bales to aver-
age 490 pound "

branches. "B. D.," a correspondent of the Louisville
Courier-Journal, says that from the office of the Mem-
phis, El Paso and Pacific road the information is given
that three corps of engineers are in the field, and one
thousand men are at work upon the road. The at-
tempt of various parties in the interest of hostile cor-
porations to damage the credit of the company in
France has signally failed, and they have nothing on
hand to console themselves with but their own ma.
lignity. The company has plenty of money and ma-
terials, and will have plenty more.

TnE WESTERN CORN CRso.-The St. Louis Demo-
crat of the 17th, has reliable advices that there will
be, notwithstanding the early disheartening prospect,
fully an average crop in the West. Throughout Mis-
souri, Illinois and a large portion of Indiana, the crop
has picked up amazingly. The area planted isa much
larger one than usual. Kansas and Nebraska will
have a large surplus, as also will Wisconsin, Iowa and
Michigan. We do not apprehend any scarcity. There
will be a good'deal of poor corn, but this will be con-
verted into pork, and thus serve a good commercial
purpose. Short sellers had better "go slow."

UNEQuALrTAXATIoN.-Under the beautiful system
(?) of taxation in Mississippi, three plantations in War-
ren county, comprising upward of 19,000 acres, with
palatial residences, steam gins, etc., pay an aggregate
tax of $439 56, while an apothecary shop in Vicks-
burg pays $501 85, a livery stable $611 03, a butcher
$243 70, a clerk with no property $33, and a colored
drayman with a dray and two mules. $33 82. A com-
parison of different classesof tax-payers and taxable
property in this parish would prybably show equally
equitable proportions.

We conceive that this can be done by elect-
ing true and good men to the Legislature; and, nau-
seating as the dose may be, we even favor the election
of Hamilton rather than that of Davis-not that we
detest the former less, but that we abhor the latter
more. To borrow the Jimplecute's figure, "like Put-
nam, when captured by the savages, let us pack their
cooking utensils by day, and sleep with one eye open
at night." If that is its confession of laith, let our
cotemporary consistently stick to it. We are power-
less to resist the savages, and as the alternative of
packing their cooking utensils is the stake and brand
or a tomahawk buried in the brain, let us by all means
do the packing. But, in consistency's name, do not

let us call them the " progressive party," except so far
as it applies to their progress on the war path-a path
of robbery and stained with blood.

In conclusion, though it he not strictly germain to
the character of this article, we would remark that
our cotemporary is sadly mistaken if it thinks that
Louisiana enjoys any great advantages over Texas.

ANOTHER COUNTERFEIT NOTE.-A dispatch says that
the United States treasurer at Washington has received
another counterfeit ten dollar greenback of the twenty-
third series, letter C, which in its distinctive features
varies materially from any other specimens yet. The
engraving is quite coarse and does not attempt to im-
itate the genui e plateat all Tlhe vignetieof Lpeeln
is very indifferently engraved, and the scroll work
around the 'medallion is poorly imitated. 'There is
within a fraction of $83,000,000 of ten dollar green-
backs in circulation, of which in response to a circular
of the treasurer recalling it, some $25,000 has already
been received from New York, and it is to be hoped
that the last issue will soon be taken up. The fifty
dollar greenbacks are also to be recalled-under the cir-
cular referred to. There are only some $17,000,000 in
circulation. We caution our citizens to be on the look-
out for these counterfeits, for as soon as the cotton
season sets in, this country will be flooded with them.

THE TEXAS CATTLE TRADE.-A Kansas paper of a
late date says that the Texas cattle trade is lively at
Abilene, the prinoipal shipping point in Western
Kansas, as the following transactions show: 580
second-class steers at $23 each; 360 second-class at
$24 each; one drove, 700 head, at 2 gross; 700 head
mixed cattle, average at $25 ; 20 yoke work cattle,
poor, at $70 per yoke; 3000 bead beef steers, second-
class, at $22 50; 3860 do. average at $24. Several'lots
of wintered Texas cattle, from I to 4 years old, sold
at 3c. gross; 6000 head left duriig the week for Salt
Lake, 400 for Montana, 100Q0for Omaha, and 300 for
Idaho. There are now remaining for sale in the Ab-
ilene market 12,000 steers and 10,000 mixed cattle,
which are expected to be wintered there. There are
at least 100,000 head now en route to the Kansas
market.

CHINESE LABOR IN SOUTH CAROLIrNA.-A Washing
ton dispatch of the 16th, says that information has
been received in that city to the effect that a large num-
ber of planters in South Carolina have entered into a
contract with an emigration agent for the importation
of several hundredChinese laborers, the first ship load
being expected in January next. One successful rice
planter has contracted for two hundred and fifty, and
others for ten, twenty, fifty, etc. No payment is to be
made 'til the Chinese arrive and commence work on the
plantations. Many Southern planters are making ap-
plication for them.

SoUTHERN FACTORIES.-A Northern exchange says
that the recent exhibition of textile fabrics in Cincin-
nati- shows that the South is largely extending its cot-
ton manufactories. According -to the latest reports,
Georgia has forty-seven cotton mills; SOuth Carolina,-
forty; Missouri, twenty-seven; Alabama, eleven; Ten-
nessee, forty; and there are also many mills in North
Carolina and South Carolina. The product generally is
fine shirting anlheeting, and thespecimens exhibited a
compare favorably with the New England manufacto-
ries. - -

e fore, the cost of labor laid in by retail instead of at
e wholesale. Let us realise that it is more profitable to

produce a small quantity at a high price than a larger
quantity at a reduced price. If this involve a subdi-
vision of lands we must accept the condition, since the
consumer prefers to have it so."

THE HISTORY or THREE RAILROAD AccIDENTS.-A

special dispatch to the New York Sun, dated Port
Jervis, Aug. 17, says:

In the spring of 1868 several serious accidents oc-
curred on the line of the Delaware division of the
, Erie railway, in one of which-the Carr's Rock disas-
ter, on the morning of the 15th of April in that year-
more than a score of passengers lost their lives, and
fifty or sixty others were wounded. In each of these

I cases the track had been maliciously displaced, but all
i efforts of the company to ferret out the perpetrators
proved futile, and finally a standing reward of $1000
was offered for any evidence which would lead to their
conviction.

A short time before the occurrence of the. disasters,

' the company discharged from their employ and caused
the arrest of an Englishman, John Bowen, sixty-four
years of age, for forging a pay-roll. Bowen had been
in this country for twenty-two years, and has resided
in the neighborhood of Sparrowbush and Rosa's Switch
for several years past.

After the Carr's Rock disaster, this Bowen went to
Mr. Douglass, then Division Superintendent, and ac-
'cused one James Knight with tampering with the rails
Sa few hours before the disaster. The company at once
put the matter in the hands of detectives, but they
failed to gather sufficient evidence to warrant them in
bringing Knight to trial.

On the 15th of April last, a rail was found torn up
near Stairway Brook, and renewed efforts were made
to trace out the guilty person. After a patient inves-
tigation of all the facts that they could gather, the
company came to the conclusion that Bowen himself
was the criminal, and they accordingly had him ar-
rested and locked up in Milford (Penn.) jail, when he
confesI.nd ti t h hIa• t-mperetl with the rattais on te

On Monday, Bowen made a second and full confes-
sion, acknowledging himself the perpetrator of each

I and every one of the crimes which led to such a loss
of life and limb, He made it voluntarily, having been
warned that he need not expect to gain any leniency
thereby at the hands of the company.
