Mr. Chauveau purchased four handsome heifers, and
hI tuberculised three of them by causing them toswal-
low an ounce of titberculoulianatter, taken from the
body of an old phlthisical cow. The result was won-
-derfully rapid. At the end of twenty days the first
cow had o16t flesh to a surprising extent; its pulse
was quick and full, and it coughed incessantly. -At.the
end of fifty-two days it was killed and itpreseited per-
fectly marked tuberoulous changes, especially about
the nmesentery, or that part through which the obhylous
vessels pass from the small intestines to the duct that
empties its contents into the great vein near the heart.
