Thi Lack of Publios Spirit.
Unpalatable as the truth may be, there is nothing

so greatly lacltng in this part of the country-labor

not even excepted-as a few public spirited, enlight- t
ened and energetic men, to take the lead in all mat-

ters of public utility. What little of this spirit ex-

isted before the war seems to hare been entirelywhip-
ped out of us, and we are left cold, calculating, selfish
and suspicious. This, we are aware, is no flattering
picture of our people, but it is certainly a true one.
Were a joint stock company to be organised in town

or parish for the erection of a horserack, our salvation
to a tin whistle it would burst into fragments on the
question of the size of the posts or the number of
pegs.

Within the past few days we have heard of some

twelve gentlemen who express a perfect willingness,
indeed a desire, to put from five to ten thousand dol-
lars each into a cotton factory. If there were a few

leading spirits in the country who would take this

thing actively in hand, does any one doubt the practi-

cability of establishing a factory in this place or vi-

cinity? Nothing would be easier if we were gifted
with the spirit of enterprise that so eminently charac-

terises the people of the North-it mortifies us to admit

their superiority in anything save rascality, but candor

compels the reluctant confession. Nor are we fearful

of giving offence by these remarks, because we know

that each one of our readers will think them applicas-

ble to his neighbor but not to himself; and it is as-

tonishing with what equanimity we listen to the abuse
of our friends and with what fortitude we endure their
misfortunes.

What would be more easy of accomplishment than
for our planters to hold a mass meeting, each advance
enough money to pay the passage of a given number
of Chinese and send some reliable and energetic man
to California and have them here in time for the next
crop? let, who for a moment, believes it will be

done? All will admit the necessity for more labor;
many will next year adopt any shift to entice their

neighbors' hands from them; none deny but there
will be a general scramble for freedmen, and at prices
which will be ruinous to planters should there be a

failure of crops; all these things are patent, yet none
will take steps towards obviating the evils. Opinions
preponderate largely in favor of the Chinese being
ingenious and industrious and well suited to the cul-
ture of cotton ; they are to be easily had on the Pacific
slope; they are sadly needed here ; our planters have
or will have so soon as they sell a portion of their
crops, ample means to pay their passage, then, in the

name of common sense, why not sake an earnest

effort to.get them ? Our word for it, years will clapse
before they drift here. The gods only assist those
who assist themselves, and the Chinese only those
who assist them.

PoLtticAL SmIGs.-There is a " National anti-liram-
shop party " under thorough organisation at the North,
who, it seems, have issued a manifesto declaring a tie-

termination to withdraw from all previous political as-
sociations and to act henceforth as a distinct political
fraternity, pledged to the sole purpose of suppressing

intemperance by' direct Government interference to
prevent the manufacture and sale of intoxicating

drinks. As the great bulk of ihese temperane$ men
have heretofore acted with the Radical party, of course

their withdrawal excites the greatest allrm among the

politicians of the rabid radical stripe. While we are op-

posed to " excessive drinking " as heartily as any one

could be, we yet doubt the policy of suppressing the

vice by legal means. If moral suasion and the palpa-
ble fact that liquor, or rather its abuse, is a greater

curse to the human family than war, pestilence
and famine; has ruined more intellects, made more
paupers, and drawn more tears from woman's eyes
than all other causes combined, if these considerations

are powerless to effect reform, itis worse than idle, sim-
ply folly to suppose that legislative enactments can do
so. The spirit is in perfect consonance with the Puritan

character-that Procrustean principle which would
force everything to fit its own particular bed-the abo-.
lition and witch-burning spirit that has animated their
miserable hearts for a century past, and will continue
to animate them to the crack of doom, if a just God
should permit them to cumber the earth so long.
While, then, we claim to be a friend of temperance,
we scout the idea of reformation by the arm of the
law, and believe this movement will result only in
disaffection and division in the Radical party, which

must needs give additional strength to the DemoCracy

of the North. When kleptomaniacs fall out honest
men come by their rights.

WE SLGOGEST A REMEDY.-A New York correspond-
ent to the Lexingtot(Ky.) Obsemaer, laments over the
disposition of Southern merchants to patronise those
men in New York who were most active and red-
handed in the prosecution of the war. The corre-
spondent is unreasonable. The laws of trade must be
observed. What ! Would he have our merchants sac-
rifice upon the altar of principle or friendship, when
traffic knows neither ? The man must be crazed--mad
as a March hare.

There is a simple remedy, however, for this evil.

Let those New York merchants who felt kindly to
the South sell their goods one twenty-fifth of one

per cent. lower than those who helped to carry death
and desolation throughout the South, and, our word
for it, a grateful people will extend them patronage.

If, in the hard times we

complain of so much, and under the burden of our

debt, we should feel the necessity, there is here a means
of economy which will really not disturb the comfort
of the country, but by which millions upon millions of r

dollars, now paid out to foreign countries, can Ie saved

for our use and profit.

We have engaged the ser- E
vices of a male expert to calculate for us how long it
would take the ladies of Shreveport to safe enough,
by dropping their feathers, to build a charity-hospital. a
And we would like to employ a female expert to figure '
out how long it would take the men to save enough,

by repudiating brandy (French, so-called) and cigars,
to erect an extensive cotton factory. We do this to
show that we-are unwilling to permit masculine crimes I
to be t-creened by feminine follies.

Experience should have, ere this, taught the capital-

ists of New Orleans that to prevent St. Louis and other

cities from taking tile trade from them they must use

their money and energy in aiding the merchants and

planters, and in building railroads, instead of playing
the Shylocks, shaving paper at 1I to 2 per cent. pert

month--insurance offices and banks pursuing the same
miserably mean and short-sighted policy. As to the I
commission merchants, while some of them are chain-
lightning, many have done all they could and, indeed,
have been ruined by the failure of crops.

But the capitalists of New Orleans, those old cur-
mudgeons whose souls never soar above the contem-
plation of their money-bags, and with whom rate of
interest is only governed by the capacity to pay on
the part of the helpless borrowers; these, these are the
old men of the sea perched upon her shoulders and
crushing out her vitals. But, bless your hearts, sirs,
what care they ?

We feel a deep interest in the Crescent City. We
love I1 for her persecutions during the war, and we
honor her for her liberality and noble charities then
and at all times. Her destinies are in her own hands,
and despite all rivalry, she could be made the Queen
City of the South and of the West. To accomplish
this brilliant destiny many things must be done, not
the least important of which will be to kill off or bury
alive, if needs be, the money-lenders, the cormorants,
the jackals who prey upon her and drag her down
from her pride of place-kill 'em, d--n 'em. After

TuE Corrox CorP.- While the Southern papers t

generally admit that the cotton crop now growing is c
sufficient to make nearly, if not quite, 3,000,000 bales,
they question whether there is labor in the country s
sufficient to pick and send it to market. The calcula- i

tion is this: They say it takes one hand to make four

bales, and of course 750,000 laborers to make 3,000,-

000 and that they have not that number of hands.

When they deduct the laborers necessary to cultivate

sugar, rice, tobacco, corn and wheat, and deduct also

the population of cities, towns and villages, they claim

they will be short of the labor necessary to secure

3,000,000 bales. Says the New Orleans Picayune:

" With more labor the South can supply the world with

cotton. Efforts are making to induce immigration

this way, but we are not sure that any considerable

numnber from Europe will come here to cultivate the

soil. The only country where we can look for any

material increase of laborers in China. An experi-

ment will be made next season to cultivate cotton with

Chinese laborers, and if it should be a successful one,
the increase then in the production of cotton in the

South will be great enough to supply the demand, and

cotton raising in other countries will be abandoned.

We hope we may secure ::,000,000 bales, but, fear

there is not sufficient labor to secure that amount."

Are we never to profit fronm the example set I

us by the people of Georgia, in the establishment of

cotton factories, and rithus diversifying our labor? The

lesson of the past-that staple-raintng for foreign mar- t

kets, as a chief business, can never make a country

prosperous-we hoped had been learned. But will I

we of Louisiana ever learn itY Other States are act-

ing upon this patent fact and will surely reap the re-

wards of their foresight and enterprise. By manu-i-

facturing the raw material they are producing, and by

the development of resources which have hitherto been

neglected, they keep possession .and invite help from

abroad; whereas if they were to take the opposite

course the paying industries of the country would soon

pass into other hands.
The importance of one great representative feet can-

not be overestimated. We have many such facts in

our history, out of which we select one as illustrating
perfectly the present situation. There was a time

when planters had to raise a large amount of cotton

for comparatively little money--working harder for

less return than any other class of men in the world.

But the sending of three pounds of cotton to market

this year to get as much iron, clothing, bacon, etc., as

was once obtained for one pound, must have anl end at

last, and that end must he the ruin of tile phulter. Look-

ing hack, we can now see that such it crisis had about

come, when cotton-planting was partially relieved by
the fortunate discovery that a portion of the South was

adapted to sugar-raising. This one Iact shoult speak

volumes to us about the importancee of a diversified in-

dastry. Fairly generalised and applied, it teaches al-

most everything that need be taught on the subject.

It seems that our complete prosperity demands the

use of all our resources, and this is what is advocated

in every article favoring diversified labor, and oppos-

ing the folly of striving to flood the markets of the

world with one or two staple prIodletions.

The present crop, we must admit, will prove::l rely- i

nerative one to agricultural pursuits. May not, the

next be almost a total failure? Then, would it not he
the part of wisdom to divert a portion of the proceeds

of this year's crop into tlie establishment of cotton and

other factories? Look at the immense number of ne-

gro women who scorn the idea of working in the field,
but whose labor might he made available in factories.

Lookat the number of young white women in town

and country, in reduced cirtcumstances, who would

willingly labor in cotton factories. Look at the amount

of idle capital this crop will bring into the country. Are

our planters to be guilty of the insane folly of burying

it in old stockings •itd coffee-pots? If not, in the

poame of reason, wl'y do they not make some move

with the view of profitable investment?
