BEGINNING OF THE SOUTHERN PACIFIC RAILROAD.-

The following from the New York Herald of a late
dattas worthy of perusal:

GGenerale Rosecrans and Sedgwick were advertised
in San Francisco to leave that aity on the 12th ultimo
for San Diego, the seaport at the southern extremity
of the State of California, there to inaugurate the
work on the San Diego and Gila railroad, and Mr.
Seward was also to be present to assist in the cere-
monies of breaking ground. Founds suBicient to build
the road to the Gila river have been sunbsribed. This is
the beginning of the Southern continental railway line.
A company, headed by Gen. Fremont, has been or-
ganised East, to begin at Memphis; Tenn., and thence
to build a road southwestwardly, through Arkansas
and Texas to El Paso on the Rio Grande, thence across
the table lands to the Gila river, and down its valley,
or near it, to a junction with this San Diego branch.

From the Mississippi river this is a much shorter route
to the Pacific ocean than that of the Union Pacific
road; and as it flanks the Rocky Mountains and the
Sierra Nevada chain, it may be built all the way over
the Plains. It is also below the region of interrupting
snows, and the work of building it, and of running it
when completed, may be continued without the stop-
page of a day from wintry storms. With anything
like the enterprise which built the Union Pacific, this
Southern road ought to be finished within two years,
for there will be comparatively little to do in building
it beyond marking out the line and laying the ties and
rails. When finished, it will be the main line for
through travel; but there will be work enough, not
only for the two continental roads, which will then
be in operation, but for one or two more. In the
building up of a half dozen new States, the Union
Pacific will soon be an immensely profitable line, and
so with the Southern Pacific in tapping the undevel-
oped resources of Western Texas and of New Mexico,
and Arizona, and of the Northern States of the Mexi-
can Republic, and the vine and olive lands of South.
ern California, the most productive in the world.
In this connection it will be seen that Gen. Rose-

crans is in better business than he would be in running
as the Democratic candidate for Governor of Ohio.
General Fremont, we believe, is now in Europe raising
money for the main line from Memphis westward. He
only asks the right of way and certain territorial lands
along the line, from Congress; for with these and the
liberal grants offered by Texas, he calculates upon
building the road without the further assistance of
Government bonds. We think, too, that on this basis
the road ought to be pushed through without difficulty,
considering the advantages of the route, the lightness
of the work and the profits sure to follow.

f --______IMPORTANT TO LIQUOR DEALERS.-In a case before
the acting commissioner of internal revenue last week,
the following points were considered and decided:

1. A has paid a special tax as wholesale and retail
liquor dealer, and makessale to"B at one time and place
of 10 gallons of whisky, 4-gallons rum, 1- gallons
gin and 41 gallons brandy. The questions were then
submitted: Are the last three packages the sale of a
wholesale or a retail dealer ? Do they require stamp-
ing or not?

2. A has paid a special tax as a retail dealer, and
makes a sale to B of 4) gallons of rum and 4- gallons
of wine in wooden packages, at one time and place.
Can be do so under his license?
3. Are retail dealers in liquor confined to sales in

wooden packages gauging less than five gallons? Has
the size of the package anything to do in the case ?

The decision is, in substance, as follows:
1. A, as a wholesale dealer, cannot sell a package

containing less than five gallons. The sale of several
packages which separately contains less, but in the ag-
gregate contain more than five proof gallons, cannot
be made by a wholesale dealer. The sale of the three
last named packages is that of a retail dealer.

2. A retail dealer is limited in his sales to a less
quantity than five gallons. The sale of several pack-
ages of the same kind of spirits at thesame time, each
containing less than five proof gallons, but which con-
tain in the aggregate more, cannot be made by a retail
dealer, but he may sell several packages of different
kind, of opi;

4
te, l ach coutalnttg less than five proof

gallons, although the aggregate may be more. The
sale of each kind is considered as a separate sale.

3. All packages filled by a wholesale dealer must be
gauged and stamped under section 25; and in addition
thereto, if containing ten gallons or more, to be marked
and branded under section 47, act of July 20, 1868.
Wholesale dealers must put up their spirits in such
packages as are susceptible of receiving these stamps
and marks or brands, and admitting of their proper
cancellation; and as glass vessels are not of that char-
acter, they should not be used by wholesale
dealers. No gauging, marking, stamping or branding
is required on a retail dealer's package. Such dealers,
therefore, can use packages of any material they
please.

THE TORNADO AT NEW BRAurNFELs.-The Galveston
News says: We have already published an item in re-
gard to the late tornado at New Brauntels, but we
find in the Houston Times, of the 17th, a letter from
Mr. Kinney, dated New Braunfels, Sept. 13, that gives
fuller particulars than we have received from any other
source. We condense:

Last evening at half-past 6 o'clock a tornado, three
hundred feet wide, passed through this city, from
south-southeast to north-northwest, revolving adversely
to the sun, which scattered persons and property right
and left. The tornado came with the usual appalling
hoarse moan, accompanied-by lightning, thunder and
rain. It traveled forward with more than usual vele
city, and tarried in one spot no more than a single
minute, if so long. In that single, awful minute it
created sad havoc. But •wo lives-were lost outrtght;
two or three are -not expected to recover, and some
thirty or forty persons are injured seriouslygr slightly.

The people acted with wonderful foresight. Many
of them, warned by the rapidly approaching hoarse
and hideous moan, fled to the open lots, and therelaid
upon their faces in the water and pelting rain. Iii
this way the lives of many were saved, though several
were wounded by the flying debris.

The tornedo passed rapidly on in a northern direc
tion, howling, moaning, and groaning. When about
three miles past the city, a long, black, snake-shaped
cloud was seen extending from mid heavens to where
the tornado appeared to be.

Almost everything in the track of the tornado was
destroyed, human life excepted. Animals of all kinds
were slain, and not a few fowls had their necks wrung
on the roost.

Some thirty or forty houses were torn well nigh to
atoms; many of this number were entirely demolished.

The greatest loss of all to New Braunfels, is the
complete demolition of John F. Torrey's cotton fac-
tory. The factory building was constructed of rocks
and mortar. It was built at great expense by the en-
terprising Torrey and was about the staunchest piece
of masonry in the whole country, but it was as nothing
in the embrace of the tornado.

LORD LIsDSAY AND THE BYRON ScANDAL.-The Lon-
don Times, of the 7th, contains a letter from Lord
Lindsay, giving new evidence in relation to the Byron
scandal in the form of unpublished letters from Lady
Byron in 1818, and Lady Anne Barnard. Lord Lind-
say reviews the entire case, and says:

In the face of the evidence now given, positive, neg-
ative and circumstantial, there can be but two alterna-
tives in the case, either Mrs. Stowe most have entirely
misunderstood Lady Byron, and been thus led into er-
ror and misstatement, or we must conclude that under
the pressure of a life-long and secret sorrow Lady By-
ron's mind had become clolded with an hallucination
in respect of the particular point in question.

CLEARING HOUSE IN NaW ORLEANS.--We copy as
follows from the New Orleans Times of the 25th :

We understand that the several banks of this city
have in contemplation the establishment of a Clearing-
house, in order to facilitate the daily exchanges which
take place in all well regulated monetary institutions.
To this end a meeting has been called for Tuesday
evening next at the Merchants' Exchange, when the
matter will be fully considered. At present these ex-
changes are made with some formality and trouble un-
der the supervision of detective policemen, who have
to be employed by the respective banks.

VIRGItIA.-It is said that by the provisions of the
new Constitution of Virginia the stay law is abrogated,
and the Legislature is prohibited from passing any law
to stay the collection of debts. This will bring most
of the land property in the State under the hammer of
the Sheriff, as soon as the State is" reconstructed and
the new Consritution becomes a law. It will be a
source of much-hardship to all who owe heavy debts
and have large judgments recorded against them. A
large portion of the judgments are in favor of North-
ern creditors, who in turn hold judgments against the
former.

Ten years ago, Jay Cooke, it is said, was a clerk in
a Philadelphis baik ; but the war stuffed his pockets I
full of greenbacks, and lie now stands at the bead of
the shoddy aristocracy of the country. He lives in a
palace near Philadelphia, and contributes lees to swell
Delano's internal revenue receipts than many a gallant
ex soldier whose only wealth is a salary of two thou-
sand a year. They say he isabout to establish a bank-
ing house in London, of which Hon. Mr. Ross, Minis=
ter of Finance of the Dominion of Canada, will be the
head.

Fessenden's Origin.
WHEN HE CAME TO KNI5W IITS MOTHER-HIS TENDERNESS

OF HEART.
From the New York Independent.]

In manners (and manners are tell-tales of men) he
always appeared to be an aristocrat-a character un-
seemly in. our eyes. Even to hist friends(exceptto the
most intimate), during the first few moments of every
renewed interview, he exhibited something forbidden
in his demeanor. His countenance, even in its lightest
mood, never wholly lost its severity. His merriest
laugh did not altogether unwrinkle those lines of his
face which showed him to bea good hater. Hiagraven
image on our decimal currency is flabbily devoid of all
his Roman dignity. Seli-respect sat upon him like a
supreme virtue. It is a mistake to suppose (as some
have asserted) that he suffered a perpetual pang at the
remembrance of his illegitimate birth. No civil tie
can constitute, nor the absence of it nullify, the nat-
ural and unshamed allegiance which a manly son must
ever bear to his mother. Not till man's estate did Mr.
Fessenden come to the knowledge of his shadowed or-
igin; but when he suddenly discovered that there was
living in New England a lady of whose existence he
had been utterly ignorant, but who had brought him
into the world, he made haste to see her face, to fall
upon her neck, and to mingle his tears of joy and sor-
row with her own. Nothing in all his career was nobler

i than the filial affection and respect which he never
ceased to render to this superior woman during her
remaining years on earth.

It will be a satisfaction to the friends of Mr. Fessen-
den and Mr. Sumner to know that the long estrange-
ment between these gentlemen was happily concluded
several months ago. Their restored friendship in-
creased in heartiness to the last. A day or two be-
fore Mr. Fessenden's death, a visitor to his bedside re-
ported that a telegram had just come from Boston to
the bulletins in Portland, in these words: " The Hon.
Charles Sumner is dying." Mr. Fessenden suddenly
raised his head and exclaimed: " Is it possible ? I had
a paper from Mr. Sumner only yesterday. How tran-
sitory is human life. What a loss to the country."
And, paying his friend the loftiest of tributes, he spoke
of their reconciliation in touching terms.

The brief encomiums with which the leading jour-
nals accompanied their announcement of Mr. Fessen-
den's death, show how far less was his hold on the
country than on the State. These notices show, too,
that their writers and the people generally, have not
fully known how grand were his powers, how rich his
leelings, arfd how just his aims.

We ourselves may be writing of him without judg-
ment, but not without knowledge. We have sat with
him in his chamber in Washington, and walked with
him in his garden in Portland. We knew him well.
Proud, bitter and indifferent in his outer life-pure,
gentle and sorrowful in his inner-he presented to us
the spectacle of a strong nature in a seeming triumph
over the world but in a losing struggle against itself.
The portrait of the younger Pitt that hung on his
library wall fitly shed down on its namesake the reflec-
tion of a tempest-tossed soul. Domestic bereavement-
of which he had more than a common share-pierced
his "heart of hearts" with a succession of many
wounds. They who love deeply, and for love's sake
suffer strongly, make no common claim on the world's
sympathy. A man who would go to a vine which had
beet, planted ty dear, dear hands, and would caress
its blossoms till hiseyes grew dewy with remembrance,
deserves over his own clay a memorial tear.

A GREAT PLANTATION IN TABITI.-The plantation
Soares was started in 1863, and is perhaps the most
beautiful place in the Pacific. It is situated on alevel
piece of ground at the base of a very high mountain,
which rises to 5000 feet, within a mile of the sea. The
plantation is three miles, and ranges from a quarterot
a mile to one mile in width. There are three roads
running the full length of the plantation, and four
cross roads, which are uniformly planted on either side
with banana trees, forty feet high, all forming a de-
lightful shade from the sun, making eighteen miles of
perhaps the best carriage drive in the world. The
stores, machine shop and dwellings cover an area of
tirenty-two acres. There is a storeroom for at least
two or perhaps three year's cotton, (it is said in case of
war). There are dwellings for one hundred families,
many of which are not occupied, a good hotel, and
buildings for two thousand laborers. The manager's
man.sion is the largest and best on the island, with a
di,,ing room fifty by sixty feet, lined with panel work,
and a jetty running out into the harbor three hundred
wards, that required 500,000 tons of coral to build-
The house and fixings cost eight per cent. on the cap-
ital of the company. Standing upon the verandah of
this beautiful residence, between you and the clouds,
on a point of the mountain rises a beautiful cottage,
3000 feet above the level of the sea; this is the man-
ager's cool retreat, and the five miles of road up to it
is said to have taken 1100 men four months to make.
The land was purchased from the natives for $8000,
and there are about 1400 acres under cultivation, pro.
ducing about 400,000 pounds of cleaned cotton an-
nually. [Cors. San Francisco Bulletip.

TH. LAKE BORONE CANAL.-In the St. Louis Re-
publican of the 19th, we find the following encourag-
ing news in reference to the prosecution of this most
important improvement:

One of the officers of the Mississippi and Mexican
Gulf Ship Canal Company was in St. Louis yesterday,
on business relating to the shipment of machinery for
the prosecution of the grand work of connecting the
Mississippi river with Lake Borgne, ten miles below
New Orleans. We learn from him that two of the
machines have already gone through.; that the neces-
sary boats have all been built; that by the first of No-
vember the company will have five large dredge-boats
at work on the canal, anld that it is expected to com-
plete the job by the first of July. The distanhce from
the river to Lake Borgne is five and a half miles, in-
cluding two and a hall miles of Bayou Dupres. The
length of the excavation will, therefore, be three miles. .'2'•
The canal will be 150 wide and twelve feet dee pr-itl ,i,-
lock 850 feet long atd 85 feet wide. By this work
the distance will he shortened from New OFleans to
Mobile about fifteen miles, and to the deep water of
the Gulf about seventy miles;.sea-going vessels draw-
ing less than ten or twelve feet of water will be en-
abled to sail within fifteen miles of New Orleans, there-
by saving 115 miles of towage up and down the Missia-
slppi; and a quick and safe route be provided for con-
necting the Mississippi with the deep water of the Gulf
of Mexico. St. Louis feels a warm interest in this
project, and our citizens will rejoice that at length it is
about to be put in the way of early completion.

He was the owner of no houses and lots,
no acres of land, no carriages and horses presented
him by admiring ' friends.' Let those who want to
thoroughly appreciate the nobility of his character, his
devotion, to duty, and his wonderful abnegation, not
omit to notice that, with an opportunity to accumulate
millions, he died poor."

HATa SILVERWARE- Give it Up.-Mrs. A. C. Brewer,
formerly Miss Cox, of Holly Springs, Mississippi,
charges General and Mrs. Grant with carrying off the
silver plate from the house of her father, which they
occupied at Holly Springs. Among the valuable heir-
looms that were carried off in the Grant baggage, was a
handsome card waiter or salver, with the name of
General Moultrie engraved in the centre; also a very
massive silver waiter, handsomely carved, made in
England before the Revolution, with the name of Lady
Mary Annesly, 1770, engraved in the centre. "This
waiter, she says, had been in her father's family for a
long period, and will be readily recognised in the' Grant
mansion at Washington." That and several other
articles of stolen valuables that came from the South
may be recognised there. A tneplew of Gen. Grant
also at the same time carrried off an antique quilt made
by the grandmother of Miss Cox. This is a bold and
open charge, madr' by one who claims to speak by
authority, and it behooves the friends of'the greatest
general of ancient or mnodern times to prove its falsity.

CHocrTA AFFAIrs.-We l.arn from Mr. George S.
Thebo, who has recently returned from a trip through
the Nation, that the negroes were allowed to vote upon
the question of remaining,i in the country and becom-
ing citizens, or ernigrstirg. 'T!ey all assembled at
Boggy Depot recently and drtided to temain where
they are. Our informant says th it the Government
pays to the Choctaws $30,it0,0 for the rightof citizen-
ship for the negrors. [Paris Press.
