The Red Rivei Trade.
Th:is trade is attracting the attention of those inter-

ested more than usual, owing to the exorbitant rates
charged for freight. The New Orleans Times, in a se-
tlis of articles, charges the fault, in a great measure,
to the action of the New Orleans Board of Underwri-
ters in crossing off all boats over four years of age,
thus allowing the few boats under that age to monop-
olise the trade and charge what they please, which at
this time is three-card rates. In the way of an ar-
gument the Times is right in the premises, but yet the
very low water has something to do with it at' this
I tme as well as the scarcity of tonnage. If the river
was high and freights plenty, which is generally the
case in the 11i of the year, then the Times' argument

nould be incontrovertible, but as long as there is only
twentlysix.inches on Dixie bar, low water nusta shouider
some of the blame. We don't wish to be understood
as defr-nding in the least the action of the Board of
Ulnderwriters, for we are well aware that low as the
water is, there are plenty of low water boats over four
years of age, forced out of the trade, to reduce freights
to at least card and a half, or at most two card rates.

A correspondent of the Times, who signs himself

" One of the Underwriters," attempts in a very feeble
way to defend the action of the Board of Underwriters.
In answer to an observation of the Times he says:

in an article in this evening's edition of your paper
a momentary difficulty in shipping a very unusual
amount of freight, destined for points on Red river, is
laid at the door of the unfortunate underwriters, who
are accused of causing all the trouble by having
adopted a most wholesome rule, forced upon them by
the people of the Red river trade themselves, of not
insuring on boats in that difficult river over four years
of age. When a merchant ships his season's stock of
goods, the success of his year's business depends upon
his goods reaching his store in good time and in good
order, and it is his interest to ship them in a good and
reliable boat, and not in a craft so tender from age
that the slightest obstruction will set her to leaking, if
nothing worse, and in passing this four year rule, the
underwriters simply complied with the expressed
wishes of those persons who are engaged in the Red
river trade, to have a better class of boats than they
have had lately to carry their cotton and merchandise.
Within a very short time several new boats, built ex-
pressly for the trade, will arrive from above, and no
shipper will have cause to complain of delay.

That is the first time we ever heard that the mer-
chants and planters of Red river were the cause of the
underwriters playing into the hands of a few new
steamers. That is all bosh, and the writer knew it
when he penned it. The idea of the merchants
and planters being anxious to pay three-card rates
just to please the insurance companies is something
supremely ridiculous. Try again Mr. "Underwriter."

The Times, in response to the Bulletin's request to
publish a list of the boats crossed off, prints the name
and tunnage of nineteen boats, measuring 9100 tuns.
This leaves in the trade only seventeen small boats
with a tunnage of 5050 to do all the trade. The Times
estimates the amount of cotton to go forward this sea-
son as follows:
Above the Raft ........................ bales 25,000
Shreveport........................... 120,000
Jefferson.................... .............. 50,000

195,000
The Times may have estimated the shipments from

Shreveport too high, but it has neglected to note the
amount from Old river, the lakes above here and that
raised on both sides of the river below here, which
will amount to at least 30,000 bales. It says nothing
about the 30,000 head of cattle to be slaughtered here
or of the 40,000 head to be shipped on foot, to say
nothing of hides, peltries, wool, &c.

To show the absurdity of doing the business of Red
river with a dozen or two of boats, the Times refers
back to the season of 1859-60, when 165,000 bales
were shipped out of Red river. Then eighty-one boats
were constantly in the trade, and most of them made
money with freight at high water card rates.

THE LoooY BAYOU ACT SIGNED.--The New Orleans
Republican of the 25th, says that the day before Gov.
Warmoth signed the act appropriating fifty thousand
dollars for cleaning out Loggy Bayou, Lake Bisteneau
and Dorcheato Bayou, and deepening the channel of
Lake Bisteneau, the work to le done under the direc-
tion of Joe Morgan, Tat Puackette, M. H. Twitchell and
J. L. Hart. Thetommissioners are designated in the
body of the bill. The work is to be examined by an
engineer to be appointed by the Governor. The Board
of Public Works are also to superintend the work, and
no payment is to be made without theirapproval. This
was the bill introduced into the House by Mr. Pratt,
of Claiborne, and managed in the Senate by Mr. Black-
man. It was generally supported by all the members
of the northwestern part of the State, and in fact by
nearly all the members of the lower House. The work
is an important one to the commerce of that section of
the State.

WhiSKY AND WATER.-The New Orleans Times thus
takes off Delano for deciding that whisky mixed with
water is "rectifying:" Commissioner Delano is al-
lowing his zeal to outrun hbis discretion. The telegraph
informs us of his late decision that mixing whisky with
water to reduce its strength is rectifying, and must
pay the assessed license tax. According to this, every
one of Hawkins', Casey's, or Tom Carey's customers
must either take out a rectifying license, or take the
express train for a mania portu grave. A nice session
of Congress we will have when its members are forced,
under Delano's decision, to imbibe all theirwhisky un-
diluted.

GREENBACKS AT A PREMIUM.-" Antelope," the New
York correspondent of the Picayune, writing under
date of the 20th alt., says for the first time since the
greenback issue they command a premium! Adver-
tisements appear in the papers this morning from
banking houses and the "National Currency Bank"
offering to buy greenbacks and national bank notes of
any denomination, at a premium of one.half per cent.,
and notes below $5 at a premium of one and a half
per cent. But even this offer does not bring out the
legal tenders, and the quere is what are we to do for
these indispensable requisites?

T•a CATTLE TRADE OF WESTERN TExxs.-A Texas
exchange says the town of Wichita is situated on the
great cattle trail between Texas and Abilene and other
stock stations on the Pacific railway. Over 100,000
head have already passed that point this season, and
the number will certainly be doubled before winter.
Cattle one year old are obtained from the drovers at
four or five dollars a head, and choice given out of a
large herd, containing often several thousand head.

Prior to the wt; 4hbe trade of the Red river valley

a poured its tide of i•th into the lap of New Orleans,

asasilently and as natrrally as the stream epaptied its
turbid waters intd the Mississippi Then'that city,
with its immense exporLs, controlled a capital sufficient
to meet the demands and supply thenecensities of the
Red river valley. But as no commercial city in the
South suffered in its material interests, as New Orleans
did in consequence of the war indt its results, it has
been surprising that the cities of the West, actually en-
riched by the war, should have failed to discover the
field of enterprise opened in this valley. It is true
something has been done by Louisville and St. Louis.
SThe former has won the management of the most mag-
nificeit railroad scheme ever presented to the world,
and if she act wisely aid in concert with the Memphis
I and El Paso road, so as to work to a near objective
point ofjunction in Texas, and unite on agrand trunk
from thence to San Diego, she will mainly have con-
tributed to the successful consummation of one of the
wonders of the age. On the other hand, St. Louis,
with a fleet of steamers larger than the navies of many
f great nations, is sending or preparing to send her
a steamers up the Red river, laden with the produce of
the mighty West. In a few years, as intercourse be-
gets confidenc& and opens p new avenues of industry,
they will return freighted with cotton, which will be
manufactured on the upper waters of the Mississippi,
and thus, by means of the exchangeable products of
the West and Southwest, transported by the power of
steam, annihilating distance, an alliance will be formed
stronger than the bonds of constitutional compacts
and superior to the prejudices of local sections.
0Happily for the West and Southwest all influences
are assisting the growth of this alliance. Step by step
they are marching to the same point, and day after
day brings them the nearer. In a short time the 200,-
000 bales of cotton raised in the Red river valley will
find the spindle by a nearer and a more profitable
route than the circuit of the Florida Keys. Red river,
with over a thousand miles of capable navigation, with
a little aid from the Government, will yet convey cot-
ton enough to supply the demandsa of the Union, if
along with this aid, a wise policy should encourage an
immigration suitable to the climate, to be employed in
its productions; while the extension of the Southern
Pacific road to the line of New Mexico, with the con-
structionuof projected branches, wohld open up to set-
tlement a country whose population would almnostcon-
sume the surplus products of the West.

Surely there never was a more inviting field for a
liberal enterprise I Passing beyond the regions of ag-
riculture, the Southern Pacific will almost pay its own
way in the mineral wealth of its own excavations. We.
trust the commercial convention soon to meet at Lou-
isville will comprehend aright tlie great interests at
stake, and lend the influence of its associated wisdom
to promote them.

LAaOR Comrso.--The New Orleans Bulletin of the
27th, says that the Saturday before, one of the Red
river steamers had about eighty colored passengers,
stout, healthy, young North Carolinians, on their way
to two plantations on Bayou Robert, in the parish of
Rapides. The agent who brings this welcome rein-
forcement says he can readily bring five thousand good
men from North Carolina and Virginia where crops
have failed and subsistence is hard to obtain. They
can be brought out at a cost not exceeding twenty
dollars each. Many of them desire to emigrate, and
only lack the means of transportation.

Now this is a chance for some of our enterprising
planters to secure labor of that kind which they are
used to. The crops have been short in Virginia, and
it takes but little inducement to get the negroes to em-
igrate. The various railway companies favor this move-
ment, and charge the lowest fare that can be afforded.
We agree with the Bulletin, that during the next three
months so many hundred good hands might be brought
out that the labor difficulty in our State for the next
year would be sensibly alleviated.

scarce all over the country. Some account for it one
way and some another, but for our part we must ad-
mit that we are in the dark. The New Orleans Bulle-
tin says it Is not the resultot hurrying cotton to mar-
ket so much as of the demand for money in the inte-
rior for the payment of labor. In crop gathering the
world over, laborers are more clamorous for frequent
and prompt settlements than at any other time.

This artificial
and temporary scarcity of money of course has its im-
mediate and depressing effect upon prices, but the ef-
fect will be as transient as the cause.

Tennessee has furnished a precedent,~[and we
trust Texas will not be slow to follow. A Radical cor-
respondent speaking of the undoubted rejection of the
15th amendment by the Legislature, says:

Governor Senter and the legislature were elected
upon a platform embodying to clear distinctness the
main plank in the fifteenth amendment. It wasa main
plank in the platform-a rallying point and a rallying
cry. Senter is still for it, but the men elected with
him upon the ticket and upon the platform are not.
He was the head of the ticket, but the tail is greater
than the head, for the head is merely a figurehead, and
the tail is power. The governor is little more than a
gubernatorial ornament to preside at receptions, par-
don convicts, and board in Nashville. The power is
all in the Legislature, and they will not use it to ad-
vence a favorite Republican measure, whether Gov.
Senter be its champion or not. He can recommend
that the amendment be adopted, but his recommenda-
tion will have no other effect than to attest the truth of
his oft-repeated declarations, and the sincerity of his
motives. For practical effect, he might as well urge
the adoption of the marriage laws of Massachusetts, or
the liquor laws of Maine.

A LouIsIANA SENATOR A BRUTE.-The Monroe Tel-
egraph has a long account of the scandalous action of
Hugh Campbell, a Senator and one of the editors of
the New Orleans Christian Advocate, while on a visit
to Monroe. We copy as follows:

He visited Monroe recently to aid in the revision of
the State laws, the work being done here under the
direction of Senator John Ray. He remained here a
few days, ostensibly engaged in his legislature duties.
The night before he left, Campbell got drunk, or feigned
being so, and just after dark called at the front gate of
the residence of a most respectable citizen of the place,
and demanded entrance. The owner of the premises
had just gone to church-it was the Sabbath-and the
demand was answered-by the gentleman's wife. No
satisfactory account being given by Compbell as to who
he was, his business there was demanded by the lady.
He replied with the most insultingand hellish proposal
conceivable, when the lady withdrew to her room,
locked the door, and immediately sought the protec-
tion of a neighbor. Meanwhile, Campbell had entered
the enclosure. Assistance arrived in a few minutes,
when the brutish creature was discovered leaning
against the door, with his ear to the key-hole! He
was hurried away from the premises, and next morn-
ing left Monroe at daylight. This outrageous occur-
rence is susceptible of proof beyond peradventure;
and the family so grossly insulted is nearly related to
the gentleman whose guest and brother Senator Camp-
bell is.

PLANS ROAD TO RED CHUTE.-We call the attention
of merchants and property holders to the following
sensible article from the Minden Democrat, of the 2d:

It Is strange that it has never occurred to the public
spirited men of Shreveport, the value of a plank road
through Red river swamp from Red Chute. It must
be conceded that they have no idea of the immense
commission and forwarding business done for this
country by the merchants at Coushatta. It is fifty miles
to Coushatta and twenty-eight to Shreveport, making a
distance of twenty-two miles in favor of the latter. A
good road through the swamp, above high water,
would not only divert this entire business.to Shreve-
port, but a very large proportion of the orders sent to
New Orleans during the low water season would be
filled by the merchants of Shreveport. It should be
remembered that at least six months in the year we
have no navigation, and that a large portion of our
cotton crop is sent to Trenton or Coushatta. It may
be argued that much of this trade is carried on when
the road through the swamp is good, but it must be
recollected that during the short season that the famp
is dry it soon becomes impassable by travel for loaded
wagons.

EXTRAORDINARY SCENE IN COURT.-A Richmond dis-
patch of the 24th ult. says that there was an extraor-
dinary scene in the Hustings Court that day. George
Washington, colored, was convicted of horse stealing,
and sentenced to ten years in the penitentiary. Being
asked what he had to say, he turned to the large negro
audience that were in the court-house, and warned
them against Yankees and carpet-baggers, who were
the ruin of their race and of the State; and he hoped
when he came out isten years to find the star-spangled

nner wavingover-Virginia, the State governed by
her own people, and allthe carpet-baggers in the bot-
tom of the ocean. The speech created considerable
excitement.

The Gold Panic in New York.
The telegraph for the past week or two has given.

us vague accounts of the gold panic in New York, but
hardly elaborate enough to satisfy the cravings of the

public. The following, telegraphed on the 24th nit.

to the Westein papers, is more to the point than the

dispatches sent South:
The excitement growin ut of the gold speculation

resulted this morning in an absolute panic at 9:15 A.
u.; 147 was bid for gold, and quickly the price ad-
vanced to 153. At the openirg of the Gold Room the
price was held at 150, which was bid, and 151 asked,
and the bulls offered to make settlements with the
shorts on that basis, but few, however, accepted the
overture, being prevented by the hope that somethilng
might be done at Washington to relieve the market,
and the anxiety for news from that quarter was in
tense, and the hope that the Treasurer might interfere
was strengthened by the fact that numerous and very
urgent remonstrances were made to the President and
Boutwell by parties who, there was reason to expect,
would have influence with the Administration, but not
a word came from the Government, and while the bears
were waiting the bulls were carrying up the price by
rapid jumps to 162,; and near noon the shorts surren-
dered all hope and began to accept the offers of settle-
ment, and some operators who were most horribly
short, compromised on a basis of 148 to 150.

About noon an order came from Boutwell to sell
to-morrow $4,000,000, and purchase an equal amount
of bonds. The order, however, did not come until
the bulls had compelled a settlement at about 150, and
the operations of the bulls having been consummated,
there was a sudden drop to 134, and by 1:30 P.M., con-
trary to expectation, the speculation culminated with-
out any effort to compel the payment of the extraordi-
nary rates for borrowing; on the contrary, while the
price was being carried up to over 160, the bulls were
offering from } to 1 per cent. per day for having their
gold carried. According to a correct report, the bull
clique claim to have made an even million out of their
operations, and the losses, on the other side, must be
equal.

One prominent gold broker, Mr. A. G. Spegurs, who
was conspicuous this morning for bidding 160 for one
million of gold, when the price was 135, had failed to
take up the gold and in defense made a statement in
the Gold Room this afternoon to the effect that the
gold he bought yesterday was for Mr. W. Belden, and
this bid at 160 to-day was on account of James Fisk, Jr,
and that his inability to deliver arose from both parties
not having given him any margin, but he did not ex-
plain why he bid 160 when gold could have been
bought at 135. Mr. Spegurs' conduct in other respects
during the day, was such as to suggest the idea that he
was under some hallucination, but a report, currenton
the street, that Ihe had been placed in the-care of his
friends, does not appear to have been correct.

The tremendous transactionsin the Gold Room have
produced a complete blank in business. In the Gold
Exchange Bank it has been impossible to effect all the
clearances within the usual hour, and the result has
been that brokers have been unable to make a settle-
ment of their accounts, and several firms have been
forced into a temporary suspension, with serious em-
barrassment to the whole market. Several firms are
placed in the position of saving their margins, which
are locked up in the Exchange Bauk,-and being unable
to get their funds, are unable to make their accounts
good with their banks, and therefore cannot give their
checks in settlement of their claims. The Commercial
sas : Among the failures are A. J. Spegurs, Belden
& Co., P. H. Williams, Jr., Talmage, Hunter & Co.,
Charles McClure & Co., S. B. Walter and Win. Heath &
Co. The two latter firms assure their creditors of their
entire ability to make their advances good as soon as
they are able to get possession of their funds, by
the completion of the gold clearances, and there is ap-
parently a good probability that but a few of the other
names mentioned will prove to be permauent failures.

The Express says: The closing of the day-the
most eventful one in the history of Wall street-was
comparatively calm, although in all directions small
crowds of brokers and speculators, talking over the
excited scenes.

Yesterday's clearances of the Gold Exchange Bank,
presenting Wednesday's business, amounted to $324,-
524,000, but to-day's transactions must have largely
exceeded that amount.

Van Deventer & Co.'d failure to-day creates much
talk. They were stock and gold brokers. T. W. Head-
ley, the mnember of the firm who has charge of the
books, was so much excited and exercised about oper-
ations in Wall street that he had not posted his books
for some days past. He was suddenly taken sick last
night, and left the St. Nicholas, where lihe had been
staying, for his home in New Brunswick. This morn-
ing his partners sent to the St. Nicholas Hotel for him,
and the clerk told the messenger that lie left for Phila-
delphia very suddenly the night before. The other
partners became alarmed, looked at theibooka and re-
ceived notice from their bankers that their account
was much overdrawn. In their excitement they an-
nounced Headley as a defaulter, and said that they
were gone up. The sheriff seized their office, and I
their creditors came down on them with a rush of at-
tachments. But for these mistakle tt.o Sne. .. r d not
nave swspenlsai and all this panic and their credit
might have been saved.

ATTEMPTED ISURRECTION IN THE CREEK NATION.-
An insurrection was lately started among the Creeks
of the Indian country, but through the prompt action
of the commandant at Fort Gibson, was suppressed.
For forty years, from the time the tribe has inhabited
Alabama, a feud has existed among them. On one
side was an Indian named Opotheoyholo, who headed
the party which killed Gen. McIntosh, in Alabama
Territory, for selling lands belonging to the Indians to
the United States. In 1827 the McIntosh family re-
moved to the lands now occupied by the tribe in the
Indian country, and ten years later the other party
followed, and for a long time governed as the majority.
Some four years ago a constitution was framed, and
Sam Seckotee, of the McIntosh party, was chosen chief,
and one Sands second chief, but Sands did not like the
arrangement, and formed a combination with the rem-
nant of the Opotheleoyholo party, against the constia
tutionalists, the latter being largely made up of half-
breeds. The acrimony of the Sands party was aggra-
vated by the recognition of the constitution party by
the Government of the United States, and a few weeks
ago one of the Sands party having been shot by the au-
thorities of the nation for resisting legal arrest, an
open revolt at once occurred. The Sands adherents
organised and armed themselves, threatening the over-
throw of the Government, and were upon the point of
actual hostilities when the strong arm of the Govern-
ment, through the military at Fort Gibson, ended the
trouble, after vigorous efforts, and prevented the lift-
ing of a large number of scalps. The "original Jacobs"
of the long-name party seem to have been the victims
of modern "statesmanship " as practiced among them

AcCIiENT ON THE JACKSON RAILROAD.-W o as
follows from the New Orleans Republican of the 24th

We had the pleasure last evening of welcoming the
editor-in-chief of the Republican, ex-Governor Hahn,
on his return from a long, extended and pleasant tour
through the North and West. He was on the Jackson
railroad train that ran off the main track at midnight
Thursday, about ten miles from Jackson. The disaster
was caused by a misplaced switch, and the passenger
train smashed into a freight train that stood on the
siding. The postal car and express car were smashed,
and some of the passengers were thrown out of their
sleeping berths by the concussion. Fortunately no
lives were lost, and no material injury was sustained
by any of the passengers. The rear car was only
slightly damaged by the concussion, though the pas-
sengers wereawakened. The train was detained about
eight hours.

COTTON MANUFACTURES IN THE UNITED STATES.-A
Northern exchange says that four hundred and eighteen
mills now report 5,156,000 spindles running, consum-
ing yearly 256,288, 714 pounds of cotton-a decrease
since 1867-8 of 21,510,269 pounds. Fifty Southern
mills, which reported in the year 1867-8 the number
of 168,246 spindles, consuming 23,781,338 pounds of
cotton, now report 166,270 spindles, consuming 19,-
979,800 pounds-a decrease of 3,801,538 pounds,
equal to 16 per cent. In all 477 mills, which reported
in the year 1867-8, 5,213,565 spindles, consuming
301,581,941 pounds of cotton, now report 5,322,350
spindles, consuming 276,262,514 pounds; a decrease
of 25,311,827 pounds, equal to something over 8 per
cent.

CoL Frank,
commanding United States troops at the port of Smith-
ville, was expected to cooperate with the deputy Mar-
shal's force if necessary. The Alpha has nOt. yet re-
turned.
