SOUTHERN EMIatrTIO CoxMPANY.-The Washington
Union of the 8th says this company, organised in that
city not long since, for the purchase and sale of lands
in the South, is now in the full tide of successful op.
eration. Hon. Thomas B. Florence, formerly repre-
sentative from the first district of Pennsylvania, is
President; Col. Jo. Stevens, an old and highly re-
spected citizen of Washington, is the Vice President;
J. H. Askin, President of the Fourth National Bank
of Philadelphia, is the Treasurer; Col. Thomas C.
Macdowell, Attorney; and John Morris, Secretary.
The object of the Society is to promote the interests
of the South, by inducing good citizens from the North
and East to purchase Southern lands and make the
South their permanent future residence; and to coun-
teract the malign influence of such persons as seek the
South in the character of political adventurers. Its
members exhort the Southern land owners to help
them in this work, by adopting a liberal policy to in-
duceauch an immigration " to their fertile land as
will, in a few years, build up with peaceful industry
their reipective States;" and announce that they have
nsde the editors and publishers of democratic papers in
the North their sole agents to sell Sonthern lands, and
induce emigration South of such citizens as will pur-
chase and settle permanently in the Southern States;
and who will use the columns of their respective pa-
pers for the purpose of giving publicity to the land en-
trusted to the company for sale.

Agents will also be sent to Europe to make sale of
large bodies of land to capitalists, who will get up
companies of colonists for the South. Among the ref-
erences are Hon. Millard Fillmore and Gov. J. T. Hoff-
man, New York; Gov. T. F. Randolph, New Jersey;
Gov. Oden Bowie, of Maryland; Gov. J. W. Steven-
son, of Kentucky; Hon. John P. Stockton, U. S. Sen-
ator from New Jersey; Hon. John C. Breckinridge, of
Kentucky; Hon. G. H. Pendleton, of Ohio; Hon.
Frank Blair, of Missouri; Hon. A. H. Stephens, of
Georgia ; Bon. Thos. Hendricks, of Indiana, and many
other prominent men in all parts of the country.

THE MonD oF FIXINGo ToAcco STAMPS.-We copy
as follows from the Washington Republican of the
20th nit.:

Since the revised regulations concerning tobacco,
snuff and cigars were issued, there have been several
efforts made by tobacco dealers in New York and Bos-
ton to induce Commissioner Delano to prescribe a dif-
ferent method of affixing stamps on tobacco boxes. A
telegram was received on Saturday from J. C. Bailey,
collector of the thirty-second district of New York,
asking if a change would be permitted. Acting Com-
missioner Douglass replied as follows:

In further answer to your telegram of September
18, I have to state that this office, as at present ad-
vised, will not suspend or alter the mode of affixing
registered or serial stamps to wooden packages of
tobacco, as prescribed in regulations, series 5, No. 8,
so f;r as relates to the place where the stamps are to
be placed upon all boxes and caddies of plug or other
descriptions of chewing tobacco. The stamp must be
affixed over one corner or angle of the box or caddy,
at equal distances from either end, attaching about
equally to either side; and when two serial stamps
are used upon the same box, the second stamp must
be attached in like manner as above described, only on
the angle diagonal to the first.

The grooving was intended to give protection to the
stamp after it is affixed. It is a matter of recommen-
dation, or was intended to be so, rather than a positive
requirement. This office would not consider it a cause
of seizure or detention in any case, if the stamps are
attached without the grooving, the packages being in a
legal form in all other respects.

Dealers having boxes of tobacco in export-bonded
warehouses, which they wish to withdraw on payment
of this tax, can omit the grooving, but in so doing
they lake the additional risk of having such stamps
mutilated, torn, defaced, or even rubbed off by trans-
portation or handling. The Government will in all
cases require the presence of the stamp upon the pack-
age until its contents are removed, and, if the stamps
originally attached are removed or become detached
by handling, other stamps will have to be attached be-
fore the tobacco can be safe from seizure and forfeited.

THE POWELL ExPLORING EXPEDITION.--We copy as
follows from a Chicago dispatch of the 21st:

Col. J. W. Powell, the Colorado explorer, returned
to this city yesterday, having successfully traveled the
entire grand canyon from Green river to the point
where the Colorado debouches into the open plain in

-- the territory of Arizona.
From the point where Col. Powell's last letter was

.written, the expedition descended the river about four
hundred miles bdtween the walls, almost vertically
ranging from five hundred to fifteen hundred feet in
height, the exterior rim of the canyon being from
twenty-fire hundred to four thousaud feet above the
bed of the river. More than two hundred waterfalls
and cascades emptying themselves over the walls of
the canyon into the main river, were seen in this dis-
tance, presenting almost every variety of natural
scenery.

The geological formation of the country consits
principally of limestone and sandstone. Granite was
found only at three places, and in limited amounts.
No discoveries of precious metals were made, and no
indications of gold or silver were found in the bed of
the river.

One section of the canyon was found to consist of
very fine, beautifully polished marble, which is at
present entirely inaccessible. The country traversed is
barren beyond description, and is pronounced by Col-
onel Powell not susceptible of cultivation, even by ir-
rigation.

AN IM•sENa GRAPEVINE.-The Santa Barbara (Cal.)
Press correspondent says:

I have seen the big grapevine. The owner says itis forty-two years old. The trunk is nearly circular,
aid at ten inches from the ground is thirty-nine inches
in circumference; at three feet from the ground, the
smallest place, it measures thirty-six inches; and atfive feet it measures forty-six inches in circumference*
immediately above this measurement it swells out much
larger and parts into branches. It is supported byaframe work six to seven feet high, containing thirty-
six posts from three to eight inches in diameter, and
covers about 4320 square feet of ground. Several ofthe limbs are nine inches in circumference at thirtyfeet from the trunk, and one of the branches, at forty-
eight feet from the trunk, is seven and three-eighthsinches in circumference. It has now over 5000 clus-ters of grapes on it growing finely. The owner, andothers familiar with it, tell me that the clusters will av-erage, when ripe, about two and a half pounds each;but call them two pounds each, and it makes over fivetuns of fruit from one vine in one year. Several per-
sons made estimates on it last year, when the fruit wasripepi•g, by-counting the uistecrs on ten feet square,
and weighirtg some average clusters. Their estimatesvaried from four to six tuns. This is probably the lar.
gest grapevine in the world.

AsoTrnu SENSATION FOR NIAoARA.--The boldest
and most scientific feat yet performed at Niagara is
promised before the season closes by a daring fellow,
a hao pasposes to cross the river without the employ-
ment of any such safeguard as an " undershot veloci-
pede," and, in fact, he will dispense with the rope.
This new miracle, who, we presume, will claim the dis-
tinction of the " Canadian 8inbad," designs taking an
ierial flight across the chasm on wings; and as wild as
such an attempt would seem, we can state ass positive
fact that apparatis is now being constructed in this
city for that purpose. We are not yet informed whatsort of practice the new professor has been pursuing,
or concerning the principle of hisflyingappurtenances,
but it would brobably be advisable for him to take a
small flutter over the Dundas marsh before doing Ni.
.egara. [Hamilton (Ont.) Times.

CALLED SESSION OF THE LEoGISL.TUE.-The New Or-
leans Times, of the 25th, says that it is now pretty
fully understood that the call for an extra session of
the Legislature will be made for the first of December,
though no proclamation will, of course, be made until
the thirty days preceding that time. The Times gives
as reasons for this extra session, the necessity of
prompt action in regard to the levees, and the impor-
tance of providing for the payment of the bonds,
which amount to some $3,000,000, the need for the
revision of the Code of Practice and statutes, and
making provisions for the laws of the New Orleans city
government. It is thought the session will not last
more than a month. In addition to the foregoing, the
Times adduces the following:

It may be stated that the city and State for a long
time has been suffering from a dearth of political ex-
citement, and the e g session will give those who
might die, if act ut ept too long silent, an excellent
opportunity to ventilate their eloquence. The fact,
too, is that a large number of public servants are com-
pelled now to visit the free lunch tables instead of leg-
islative halls, and just at the present moment the pay
of a legislator would prove a valuable acquisition to
the pockets of straightened lawagkers.

However it may be about with these latter, all classes
appear to have made up their minds that the Legisla-
ture will be called, and this popular opinion will doubt-
less have an effect in bringing on the event. Gover-
nor Warmoth is at the present moment convinced of
the necessity of such a meeting, though he, of course,will be guided to some extent by events which may
subsequently arise.

THE YERGER CASE, AGAIN.-A day or two since we
published a paragraph stating that it was rumored in
Jackson, Miss., that some soldiers had been detected
in trying to effect the escape of Col. Yerger, but at the
same time we doubted the truth of the rumor. If
there be any truth in the following, which we clip from
the Cincinnati Commercial, there is some foundation
for the rumor:

Jackson, Miss., Sept. 21.-An organised conspiracy
to release Col. Yerger from military custody has been
discovered, and checked, mainly through the zeal and
promptitude of the commandant of the post, Col. J. S.
Fletcher, Jr.

Strange to say, agents in the attempt are from the
ranks of the United States army. A sergeant, two cor-
porals and seven privates are under arrest, on the
charge of conspiring with outside parties to effect the
prisoner's escape. The wives of two of the soldiers
have been used as "go-betweens," and it is asserted,
on what at present seems reliable authority, that Mrs.
Yerger has been cognisant of the fact. 'There is no
doubt that outside parties have been acting in concert
with the guards, and to these would have been en-
trusted the work of epiriting the prisoner away, in the
event of his escape from the confines of the camp.
The soldier, once in the Confederate army, who, some
weeks ago, discovered in Yerger's possession a key by
which he could unfasten his manacles, but whodid not
report the circumstance to his superior officers until
he had been on guard in Yerger's room a second time,
is one of the conspirators.

ANOTHER DEAD Doo.-The Memphis (Tenn.) Post,
the only Radical paper published in that city, is dead.
Cause, want of the patronage dispensed by Governor
Senter. The New York World in speaking of it says
these rapacious sheets are fast dying out throughout
the South. They are needless nuisances, which live
only upon the public treasury, and abuse the people
whom they plunder. By a coincidence4oetat all sin-
gular, with the death of these sheets K'EigrUx sub-
sides; no negroes are skinned and then boiled; and
loll men sleep in peace in their own or other people's
houses.

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AGRICULTURAL PRODucIONS AT THE NORTH AND

Sov•n.-The material for the following is made up
from the Agricultural Bureau at Washington: Illi-
nois yields corn to the value of $16 32 per acre;
wheat, $22 45; barley, $28 60. Kansas yields corn to
the value of $26 64; wheat $19 80; barley, $25 92
per acre. Missouri yieldsecorn, at $17 95; wheat, $24
80; barley $30 80 per acre. Virginia yields a larger
average of corn than Illinois-say, $11 60, and to-
bacco at $86 25 per acre. North Carolina produces
tobacco to the value of $112 79 per acre. Louisiana
and Mississippi yield sugar cane at $200 per acre.
South Carolina and Georgia yield rice at $95 and Sea
Island cotton at $140 per acre; and the twelve cotton
States yield Upland cotton at an average of $60 per
acre. The Galveston News says this average is cer-
tainly below the yield of Texas-which must be of
corn at least $30 per acre; of wheat not less than $25;
of barley fully 35; of Sea Island cotton more than $300
and of upland cotton at least $100 per acre.

WADDY THOMPsoN.-The New Orleans Picayune of

THE CATHOLICs AND EPlscOPAiuAxs.-A New York
dispatch of the 20th says a most remarkable sermon
was preached in that city the day before by the rector
of the St. Alban's Episcopal Church, wherein the
learned gentleman affirmed that the Episcopalian and
Roman Catholic belief is positively alike, although the
members do not commune together owing to the in-
trigues at the court of Rome at the time of the Refor-
mation. He boldly asserted that these churches are
hbt one, and that the members are all Roman Catho-
lics, and he hoped to see the day when both should
be qnited under the latter name and unite in commu-
nion. The sermon created much sensation among the
hearers, many of whom were Protestants from other
denominations, whose belief he attacked, utterly deny-
ing their faith as a religion based on Christ.

FronGHT BrETwzv A BABOON AND A. SasP's CsRw.-An
English steamer which arrived at Liverpool from Afri-
ca, a short time since, had on board three giant chac-
mas or baboons, two crocodiles, several monkeys and
other specimens of natural history of the country.
The baboons were very ferocious, and possessed of
great strength. For their safe custody a strong den,
with iron bars, was provided, and placed near the fore-
castle, so that they could be constantly under the eye
of the crew. All went well until the morning of the
second day out, when a crack was heard, and in anin-
stant the large chacma had wrenched several bars off,
and the next instant was on the forecastle armed with
the bars with which he had been confined.
