r be the paring down of the Massachusetts Democracy

to a margin just big enough to accommodate the Fed-
eral offices. In 1860 Edwin M. Stanton was nobody;
a cross between the daring adventurer and the submis-
sive instrument of fortune; having rough ability, an
undoubting Democrat withal, an old-line Pennsylvania
loco foco, friend of James Buchanan and occasional
looker-on in Vienna; but, in point of fact, nobody.
The lightning of civil war struck each of these men,
and they illustrate in a peculiar manner the difference
between those who produce revolutions and those
whom revolutions produce. They are indebted most
to the ascendancy of bad passions."

The most casual observer will at once recognise the
truthfulness of the outlines as.drawnabove, but it is
in the " filling in "and shading of the "picture " that
our cotemporary excels.

" Thaddeus Stevens, in his own person, was not an
unkind man. He was a noisy, brittle, conceited Acan,
who wasted his passions in coarse speeches. Thbere.was
no great depth of understanding in him. Breadth of
comprehension was not his speciality. But he had a
rude, discerning common sense and a clear perception
of the road before him. Then he was reckless, and,
as far as he went, consistent and sincere. He led his
party because of his force of character. Doubt about
anything did never cross his mind. He was bold when
wiser men were timid. He leaped in where statesmen
would not have dared to tread and carried the field be-
fore him by sheer abandon. His stock in trade con-
sisted of two or three distinct ideas, a mouthful of not
over choice English, plenty of grit,selfconfidence and
experience. He was not so ready as Butler. He was
not nearly so able as Stanton. Bat he surpassed both
of them in his power of inspiring confideace in him-
self; and then he had a fine arena for the display of
his bullying, bad manners, his Congressional skill, his
marked personal appearance and jerky, slip-shod Rad-
icalism.

"Butler does not cutso good a figure. He is ready
of tongue and striking in appearance. But he leers,
he froths, he swaggers. He has a low geniality in him
which, added to the prevailing cunning of his nature,
gives him a repulsiveness that Stevens did not have.
There was a game cock air about old Thad. Butler is
an overgrown dunghill playing game cock and relying
on his size and muscle and surroundings. He knows
that he is safe. His wit assures him of that. Ample
protection surrounds him. He has the House with
him. But old Thad would have fought against all odds
and with the consciousness of danger just as recklesslI
as he did fight when the field was clear. Butler Ts t
moral coward. They say down in New Orleans that
his practical administration was not without a careful
eye to his own safety and advantage. After Banks the
people wanted Butler back. Butler was a rogue who
permitted no one to steal but himself; and he would
change his poVltical garments to-morrow if they ceased
to be fashionable. He is not sincere, courageous, or
consistent. It is a game of bluster with him. If it
does not win he will lose no sleep.

"Of Stanton it is -too early to speak as he deserves
to be spoken of. History, we rather think, will pro-
nounce him the most original and the ablest of the
Republican triumvirate. In him there was an absence
of the sense of virtue. He had no moral nature at all
and this will account for much of his conduct that is
not easy to trace to its source. He was not cruel. But
the absence of humanity in his make-up caused him to
be indifferent to cruelty. Unscrupulous, careful as to
the ends, but perfectly reckless of means, he made an
active and a wicked Minister of War at a time when
bad passionp held possession of the popular heart, and
the land was being deluged with blood. His own party
never respected him. He had no private friends. In
his manner and in his person he was coarse, and when
he ruled, he ruled without remorse."

THa IscoME Tax.-A Washington dispatch of the
7th says there is a good deal of talk among members
of Congress about the income tax, and some of them
are receiving letters asking if the tax must be paid
this year. The law is so plain that it would seem as if
no one need to raise this question. Taxes cannot be
laid on this year's income; but they must be paid this
spring on last year's income, and the Revenue Bureau
are now having the proper blanks printed. It is not
yet certain what action the Ways and Means Commit-
tee will recommend in reference to the continuation of
the tax; but it is not at all likely that Congress will
re-enact at five per cent. The Democrats generally
show a disposition to go against the whole thing in
any form, but the probabilities are that three per cent.
will finally be laid, with a change in the exemptions.

REMOVALs BY TIHE PRaSIDENT.-The criticisms on
the President, which we made some days since for his
not giving the Senate his reasons for the removal of
officers when he sent in his new appointments rested
on a false assumption. A Washington exchange
states that he is not required by the present tenure-of-
oflice act to give any reasons, unless they are called
for by the Senate. The old law required him to make
a statement in writing, but that of last April gives him
power to remove and appoint on his own motion, sub-
ject merely to the consent of the Senate, which can do
as it pleases about asking the President's reason. His
reasons have not been asked for in any case this ses-
sion, and so, of course, have not been furnished.

Naw OREASS APPOINos ENTS.--Some of the op-
ponents of Collector Casey, of New Orleans, have writ-
ten a letter to a Southern Congressman at Washington,
in which they give the names and antecedents of a
large number of Casey's appointments in the Custom
House. Among the number appear the names of sev-
eral persons formerly clerks in the Treasury here, who
were discharged; by reason of their having voted for
Seymour and Blair, and being hostile .to the present
Administration. The Louisiana delegation In 4ongress
has asked for Collector Casey's discharge.
