Identity of Interests of the South and West.
The most casual observer of the geography of the s'

country and of the different products of the South
and West must be impressed with the fact that the n
two sections are, in great part, dependent upon each h
other and their interests almost identical. Whereas,.it t
is equally evident that the interests of the Eastern, or
New England States, are in direct antagonism to those r
of these two sections. Pending the events which cul-
minated in war, this fact was so patent to the Fouthern t
mind, that many over-sanguine men permtitted them-
selves to be deluded with the hope that tl.e West
would cast her fortunes with us-losing sight of the
other fact, that the people of that region were yet in
leading strings to the East, whence most of themt had
emigrated, and that this feeling of dependence would
counteract even the sentiment of self-interest, usually
the controlling motive of human action. By a manip-
ulation of that sentimentalism which prompts weak
minds to cling to a piece of btotting after it Las ceased
to represent a vital principle, the cunning yankee en-
thused the Western masses with a maudlin attachment
to " the old flag," and wrought them up to the point
of cutting the throats of their best friends who might
not entertain the same feeling. Massachusetts struck
the key-note and the whole choir, from Maine to Cal-
ifornia raised their nasal song in this crusading hymn
against the South-for it is a humiliating truth that
the weavers of Lowell and the shoemakers of Lynn
have given tone to the politic, and shapedl th• des

-

tinies of this country.
The w'ar came; and the West. instead of joining, or

even sympathizing with, her "natural allies,' was fore-
most in the crusade against them. It is needless to

comment upon the results-results as politically dis-

astrous to us as the freeing of the slaves was pecuni-
arily so. Every vestige of the rights of the States,
and of 'the constitution as it was" has been swept

away by the rude hand of war and by the :ubsequent
insensate hate engendered against " the States lately

in rebellion." Not only has the South been politically

and financially injured, but all the States, we conceive,

have received wounds which time must ret:der fatal;
while those of the West have almost equally with the

South been crippled commercially, as well-an injury

they would have more severely felt ere this, but that

the high price of cotton has prompted us to devote

but little attention to the raising of provisions, prefer-

ring, with a false policy as we must think, to purchase

from the West. Should the price of cotton materially

decline, the very indolence of the negro character will,

i paradoxical as it may seem, suggest to him to raise his

own provisions to a greater extent, as requiring ifini-
itely less labor than the culture of cotton, and being

equally remunerative. It is doubtless the experience

of most farmers that the freedmen are more desirous
a than themselves to plant largely of grain. If farming
apart, they will very certainly come to do so, and every

pound of meat and every bushel of grain made in the
South operates injury to that extent to the West.

This will prove one of the bad effects, only apparently

trilling, resulting to the WVest from the emancipation

of the slaves.
a But this is of the past; and it is the part of wisdom,

whatever our individual feelings and animosities may
be, to let the dead past bury its dead, and turn our

e thoughts to the future. A strong political bond of

union between the West and South is their mutual anc-

tagonism to a high tariff, which enriches Eastern man-

ufacturers at the expense of Southern and Western

consumers. And were the Southern States truly repre-

sented in Congress, instead of by a set of mten who are
in the hands of Radical leaders as clay in the hands of

the potter, the tariff laws might, by the united efforts
r of the two sections, soon be amended so as to enable

us to be independent of these severe taskmasters-for
r Europe could supply us with most of the articles of

luxury or necessity at from fifty to a hundred per cent.

d less than we are now forced to pay by the " protective
policy " of " the best government." As it is, the West

has become thoroughly aroused to the vital impor-
tr tance of her interests on the question of tariffs, and

is the St. Louis Democrat, the leading Radical paper of

- that section, assumes as a fact that the next Congress
will be elected upon an anti-tariff platform.

But aside from, if not paramount to all political con-

siderations, there are commercial interests which should

r bind the two sections. The traflic between them is in-

creasing in importance with wonderful rapidity. We
see an index to this in the amount of produce and ar-

ticles of manufacture brought from St. Louis to the

- Red river country. If this new channel of trade prove

cheaper, there will be a proportionately larger amount
- of provisions consumed-as the price of an article has,

-of course, very much to do with its greater or less con-

e sumption. The quantity of provisions, and especially
of flour, landed at this port alone by the Carter line of

steamers, has been immense; while the number of

wagons, amount of furniture, wooden-ware, &
t
c., have

e been still more remarkable.

And now comes Cairo reaching towards us a hand c

richly laden with the necessaries of life, with the as- 1

surance that she can furnish them cheaper than St.
Louis. Well, let her come. We have become so thor- '
oughly Yankeeized as to have a weakness for buying i
in the cheapest and selling in the dearest markets- i
There is, however, a serious drawback to this direct

trade with the West-the difficulty, or rather impossi"
bility, of supplying return cargoes, which would of t

course, enable these boats to bring freight at lower t
rates than if forced to return empty. We do not know s

how this difficulty can be entirely remedied-Mr. Sto-
ner has partially done so-unless the West should en- I

ter into the manufacture of cotton goods. And this r
the iron and coal facilitities of Missouri, especially, t

could easily enable it to do. In such event we could .
get our teas and silks from China, cotton and woolen .
fabrics, s ron and wooden wares from the West, s
sending ol' cotton and beef in return, and thus cea'
all commercial affiliation with the land of steady hab-
its, wooden nutmegs at d flannel sausages. But long
time will elapse before such a commercial revolution
shall transpire, if ever; and should it do so, would not
this prove an element of discord between the two sec-
tions " Would not the West then demand the same
tariffs she is now so reluctantly forced to submit to ?
Yet all this is in the dim and distant future. Mean-
time, let us cultivate those feelings of amity and mi-
tun! good will which policy suggests and a christian
forgiveness approves; letus crush down, so far as may
be, the old tman Adam that is within us, prompting hate
to a people who have injured and endeavored of de-

grade us.

It will be seen by a glance at our list of candidates
that there are quite a number of our citizens who are

willing to serve their country in the capacity of city

officials. We have not yet learned upon what platform

they are running, other than that of personal merit,
but are in daily hopes of some of them avowing a set

of principles which will enable the voters of the city
to know definitely what, as well as whom they are vot-
ing for.

should be left out of the question. Gentlemen, couldn't
you come out and let us know what your action will be
in regard to the improvement of ti.e sreets and the
levee; and what in regard to a city tax for the estab-
lishment of free public schools? No dealing in glit-
tering gener alities, but conime down to bra:ss t::acks
gentlemen, come down to brass tacks.

Foreign and Domestic Markets.
NEW YORK, April 4.-Yesterday's Express says the

railway stock market was weak and lower at the close.
I Lake Shore was heavy and declined to 86-, owing to
heavy amounts of borrowed stock being unexpectedly
returned to the northwest. Common and Rock Island
were the strongest stocks among Western shares.
Northwest sold up to 73} and closed at 72); Rock
Island 117@5117i , ex-dividend equal to about 120k.
The miscellaneous and express stocks were dull and
without any feature.

The cotton movement for the week shows a large
falling off. The receipts at all points were 46,5S1
bales, against 53,169 last week and 44,866 the previ-
ous week. The receipts at all points for the expired
portion of the cotton year are 2,406,346 bales against
1,344,490 bales last year. Exports for the week 72,-
525 bales against 64,092 bales for same week last year.
Exports thus far in the cotton year reach 1,541,409
against 1,019,650 bales last year. Stock at all ports
432,296 against 375,589 last year. The market dur-
ing the week hag been comparatively quiet ard devoid
of any special feature.

The imports of specie during the week amounted to
-,,700,000 francs, or about $1-400,000, by the steam-
ers Hammonia and Bremen, which has created consid-
erable talk on the street. In regard to this import of
specie we may mention the fact that some time since
a Southern railroad companry negotiated its bonds fo
the extent of four millions in Europe. Exckafige
against these bonds was drawn at a time when the
exchange market was greatly depressed and at its low-
est point. Bills could not be sold unless at a great
Ssacrifice, and bankers drawing them ordered gold from
SEurope. This is the explanation of the present flow of

goldroim Europe.
Th1e general trade of the city has been dull during

the week-less intensified by the annual occurrence of
SApril settlements in the interior. The agitation of the
funding bills, and the announcement that the Supreme

Court had reopened the legal tender question also has
something to do with it. T oe country needs rest, and
the sooner Congres settles the funding question the
better for the legitimate business of the country. The

spring scasoli thus far has been nothing but a season
of losses.

The foreign commerce of the week has not been
heavy. The imports were $5,882,712 in dry goods
and general merchandize, and about $14,000,000 in

specie, h bile the exports were $3,559,558 in produce
and merchandize, and 5206,952 in specie. The Sub-
Treasury received $2,916,229 in gold for customs dur-
ing the week, and disbursed $2,264,942 on account of
coin interest. Bank statement very unfavorable. Loss
in legal tender reserve $5,000,000. Some currency
has been sent to the interior, but the heavy loss in le-
gal tenders has given rise to an impression that there
has been a lock up.

Mr. Charley McCleary, pilot of the Flirt, came down
from that boat, now aground in McWillie Lake, last
evening anl reports the river falling all the way up
and no indications of a rise. The Flirt left Fulton on
Tuesday the 29th with 575 bales of cotton, and on Sun -
day last got aground as above stated, and now is in
only 4 inches water. The captain thinks he may pull
through the mud a distance the length of the boat,
which will put him again afloat. But then comes the
mouth of Black Bayou, where there are only 7 or s
inches. When Mr. McCleary left the Lightwood was
pulling through Red Bayou.- She has 311 bales of cot-
ton. Freight $5 from Fulton and all points below. So,
shippers will perceive that there is every prospect of
extreme low water very soon, and should act accord -
ingly.

In the absence of later accounts from the waters
above and below, we repeat our remarks of yesterday,
and also a paragraph from the Clarksville Standard.
That paper, of the 26th ult., says that Joe Bryarly,
who keeps the river at Roland, reports his charge in a
puny condition-all the bars visible with the naked
eye and no clouds-ditto with Ross' large telescope. The
Right Way, which had left Roland nearly two weeks
before, is high and dry on a sand-bar at the mouth of
Millcreek, having got thirty miles, by land measure-
ment, in three weeks.

Navigation to Jefferson is attended with much trouble
and delay,the last boats down stumping it at a disagree-
able rate. There are something over 3S inches on Al-
bany Flats, and variously estimated at Potato Bend at
from 26 to 30 inches for a narrow boat. The Flavilla
and Dixie were the only boats that got up "to town."

Capt. Scovell, of the Texarkana, reports 52 feet
water on the shallowest bars below-that is, his boat
was drawing that much and dragged occasionally.

We learn from the New Orleans Times' dispatches
that, at St. Louis, on the 29th March the river was rising
slowly; at Louisville rising, with 12 feet in the canal
and 10 feet over the rocks; at Cincinnati had risen 5
feet 6 inches in the past 24 hours, with 42 feet 6 inches
in the channel, (enough for all practical purposes, we
should say); at Cairo had risen 3 inches in the past 24
hours; at Memphis was stationary, and at Vicksburg
was falling slowly.

WEDNESDAT, March 30.-The Bradish Johnson, John
Boardman, master, T. Knee and J. W. Bryant, clerks,
came into port last night, with a good trip. Her clerk
kindly furnished us with city dates to the 25th.

About 10 o'clock A.M. the Lizzie Hopkins, John T.
Roots, master, H. C. Hieatt, clerk, reported at this
port. Most of her freight was for Jefferson, towards
which point she set ail after discharging her Shreve-
port packages. T1anks to her clerk for city dates to
the 26th.

Late in the evening the Lotus No. 3 pushed out for
the city with some 250 bales of cotton.

THURSDAY, March 31.-The Fleta came down from
Jefferson at 1 o'clock P.M. with 515 bales of cotton.
Having added 12 bales to her trip here, she went on
down after a short stay.

The Lotus No 2 reported here from Jefferson at 12
o'clock M. with 210 bales of cotton--10 for this place.
She came through Vegetable Bead by lightering.

In the evening the Bradish Johnson got off with 250
bales of cotton and a fair sprinkling of passengers.

About 5% o'clock this evening the 12th Era, Capt.
Isaac H. Kouns, touched our landing, with 306 pack-
ages for this place. After discharging them she put off
for Jefferson.

FRIDaY, April 1.-Late in the evening the Lotus No.
2 left for the city with a reported cargo of 450 bales,
having added 250 bales to her trip here.

At half-past 3 o'clock P.M. the Mary Ellen came into
port with 84 bales of cotton, and a " Red-fish," caught
at Caroliun Bluffs, measuring three feet-the largest
fish of the kind on record. Captain, we didn't bite, as
it was the 1st day of April. Fifty-one bales of her were
for this place.

The Kouns-liner, Era No. 9, came down from Jeffer-
son at 6 o'clock this evening with 400 bales of cotton
and sundries. Thanks to Charley for a Jefferson
Times of the 31st.

SATURDAY, April 2.-About 2 o'clock P.M. the Jennie
Howell, Natt Puckette, master, J. Compere, clerk, came
up with a fine trip. Her polite clerks did not forget to
supply us with papers.

Shortly after the appearance of the Jennie, the Tra-
vis Wright, John Poff, master, J. T. Reeder, clerk,
stuck her nose in. She also had an excellent trip, and
her polite clerks were equally mindful of our wants,
both boats bringing dates to the 28th.

Late in the evening the Era No. 9 cast off her head-
line for the city, carrying some 650 bales of cotton,
and a fair amount of passengers.

The Mary Ellen, having loaded herself down to the
guards, put out for her old haunts, in'the evening.

The clipper-built packet, Texas, C. W. Stinde, master,
Florence Findren, clerk, ran in on us to-night, bringing
a good freight and city dates to the 29th.

SUNDAY, April 3.-The Minnie get down from Jeffer-
son about 2 o'clock P.M. with 450 bales of cotton, and
left for the city at 5, having added some 50 bales to her
trip. . -

At 12 M. the Dixie came in from the Cypress bayou
settlement with a light trip.

The Gladiola got in from loon Bend this evening
with 200 bales of cotton.

MonDAY, April 4.-The Flavilla and Lizzie Hopkins
reported themselves here, the one from Jefferson and
the other from Boon Bend, about 11 o'clock A.M., both
flying light.

This morning at sharp 6 the Texarkana, Noah Sco-
vell, master, George Hamilton presiding with his usual
grace and dignity in the office, whistled herself into
port with 60 passengers and a fine freight trip. Be-
sides her Shreveport packages she brought 1500 pack
ages for Jefferson, which she reships on the Flavilla.
Thanks to George for city dates to the 30th.

The Golden Era, B. F. Littrell, master, J. W. Ong,
clerk, touched the landing at 1 o'clock p.M. with an ex
cellent trip, most of her cargo being for Jefferson. Mr.
Ong.politely supplied us with the usual favors.

At 3 o'clock this afternoon the Lizzie Hopkins left
for the city with a light trip.

Late in the evening the Gladiola put out for the
city with 700 bales of cotton, having added 500 hales to
her trip from this place.

IsPOrTANT TO STEAMssoA•nENs.-The following is a

copy of the joint resolution providing for the safety of
passengers on steamboats, which passed the House of
Representatives, March 14, and read twice in the Sen-
ate on the 15th inst , and referred to the Committe on
Commerce:

Be it enacted by theSena teand Ilfo•ue of Representatives
of the United States of America. in Congre.saasembled,
That sixty days from and after the passage of this res-
olution, all fire-pumps, water barrels, buckets, and
other appliances required by law for the purpose of
extinguishing fires on steamers plying upon the 31•s-
sissippi river and its tributaries, shall be kept in per-
fect order and ready for immediate use ate all times and
during all seasons of the year, and that a)ll stoves used
on said steamers shall be well and securely fastened to
the decks thereof with iron bolts.

SEc. 2. And be itfurtherresolri'd, Tha) it shall be un-
lawful for such passenger steamers to dcarrv as freight,
or use as stores, any of the following ;named articles,
viz: nitro glycerine, coal oil, crude petiroleum, naptha,
benzine, benzole, or camphene.

SEC. 3. And belt furtker reeoledd, 85hat the officers
and owners of any of the foregoing r aft violating the
provisions of this joint resolution, }hall pay a fine of
not less than one thousand dollars fo, each and every
offense, one-half of which shall go t the informer ; and
the United States Circuit and Dist • Courts shall have
jurisdiction under this resolution.
