Political Organizations.
The careful reader of the public press, Not th and

anonth, cannot fail to have noticed, wi iin the last
three months, the manifold indications howing dis-
satisfaction with the Administration. In the hballs of
C'ongres there is a perceptible, because biut ill con-
cealed, difference in the majority members in regard
to the tariff, the reduction of the army and the wn-w
apportionment of members under the census of thi:
year, by which apportionment the West and South are
gainers of about twenty members and the New Eng-
land States are losers. This difference, as represent-
ing a large outside constituency of opinion, has led to
a caucus among the weaker Radicals, (we use this term
in preference to conservative Radicals), which adopted,
says the Missouri Republican, three planks of a new
platform, to-wit: a tariff for revenue exclusively; spe-
ce. payments, and the reform of the- civil service--
having thereby and to that extesnt appropriated, a- a
kind of political larceny, just so many Democratic
dogmas. " These be signs of coming trouble." They
show, at least, a world-wide difference of opinion be-
tween the rank and file of the administration support-
ers, in the East and West-out of which nmuch may he
hoped for.

Turning aside from the signs of disaffection in the
party in power, the free debate now going on among
the opposition journals is an indication of the hopeful
energy of the opposition itself, under whatever name
known -- whether called the Reform party, a. ;n
Charleston, the People's party in New Orleans, the Co,-
servative party in Virginia, the States Rights party,
or the Interior party as proposed by the Co'orn•n er in
the northwest, or, as itl fact, it is known and desig-
nated from Maine to Mexico, the National Democratic

party. But, in different localitler, it is of small im-
portance, (and therefore let us not differ about it), un-
der what particular name we array ourselves against
those infamous authors of the leading political meas-
ures of the last four years, (and their aiders and abet-
tors and agents in the South), so properly character-
ized by that excellent paper, the Commoner, in the ex-
tract published to-day.

We warn the people of the country parishes from
being led off by a mere city movement, into taking
any course of action before the convention; and we
heartily endorse our correspondent in the suggestion
for holding this as early as possible--at least, before
Septnember.

Editors South-Western Com ated

I noticed int your paper, a few days since, a para-
graph to the effect that the Grand Jury recently sitting
at Tyler found bills of indictment against several par-
ties for defrauding the Revenue Department. I sup-
pose you received your information from Col. Bridge-
land, Supervisor of Internal Revenue for the State of
Texas.
Assumbig that you gave this simply as a piece of

news, and without any special personal interest in the
matter, I ask the use of your columns to state an ad-
ditional fact, of which your informant seems to have
been strangely oblivious: The same Grand Jury found
a true bill against Webster Flanagan, State Senator
from Rusk cointy, and son of lion. J. W. Flanagan,
CLiited States Senator from Texas, for a conspiracy to
defraud the Government.
Another fact your informant might, if he would,have apprised you of was, that he, contrary to law and

in violation of all dee~r cy, remained in the Grand
Jury room for four days, and indeed, until ordered
out by Judge Duval. He left Tyler two days before
the Grand Jury adjourned and came on to Marshall,
where he went into Gen. Boughton's pri'ate room, in
the absence of the latter, and ordered the Assessor of
Internal Revenue, who had also.acted at times as clerk
for Gen. B., to open an iron safe in which he claimed
there were 60000. and which he demanded. It being
a combination lock and the assessor not having the
rmhbers, neither he nor Col. B. could open it-the
latter swearing at and abusing the assessor meantime.
Balked in his violent and illegal attempt-to put the
mildest construction upon it-to obtain possession of
the money, this model officer then ordered the asses-'-or to assess Gen. Boughton for seventy-five barrels of
whinky, and upon his refusal, suspended him fromnt
office, and dispatched to Jefferson for the assessor
there, whom he ordered to assess Gen B. for one hui.dried barrels of whisky. The assessor did so, with the
endorsement, however, that the assessment was made
by order of the Supervising Inspector and without any
knowledge of the facts on his part.

As an additional evidence of the spirit in which
these cases were prosecuted, I would remark, that the
Grand Jury also found bills of indictment against
Spalding, an ex-revenue officer at Palestine, one for
accepting a basket of apples and another for accepting
a gallon of whisky as bribes. When the case came
btefore the petit jury, the witnesses relented and then
swore that the clerk or clerks in Spalding's ofce, in
order to secure some apples, had suggested to a mar-
ket man that he ought to rsnd in a basket of the fruit
to the office to get on the good side of the revenue
officer. scasrrc-.

OUOUIT A NEW PARTY TO nF ORGANIZED IN LOUISIANA?

i'. li!l,;--I have your weekly issue of the 4th
inst. I notice an article under the caption, "New
Party-ism." which I deem opportune. That article,
however, s.cms to point solely to a rterganization of
parties upon national issues. With your permission,
I propose to present to your readers a few reasons why
parties sh!ould be reirganized in Louisiana.

The object, the attainment of wLich at the next
election is mot- ardently desired by every good citi-
zen, i- to restore tile government of the State to the
conetrol of her honesty, her intelligence and her eapi-
tal, so fat a- this can be accomplished by the return to
the Legiaiture of men of honesty and intelligence.
It must be conceded that a majority of the voters of
the State are honest, and hence desire to be repre-
sented in the General Assembly by honest and sensible
men. How then can this majority of honest voters
be brought to un:ie most cordially and energetically
to elect proper men to represent them, and, conse-
quently, to rid the State Government of the corrup-
tion, which all admit, now exists to an extent unparal-
leled ? Can this union he accomplished through
the present Democratic party ? To say the least, I
fear it cannot.

So far as a majority of the honest and intelligent
voters of the State are concerned it matters but little
by what party name they shall be designated, provided
they are convinced the ends aimed at by the organiza-
tion will redound to the peace, the prosperity and the
good government of the State, but there are quite a
1 large number who dislike the name of Democrat and

will not cordially unite with that party, and to insure
a victory we must adopt such a policy as will produce
harmony among the greatest number of the honest

Smajority before referred to.
A.mong those n ho will act reluctantly with the Dem-

ocratic party are some ci devant Whigs and Know
Nothings who have warred against a Itrty styled
Democratic all their lives, and who still cordially de-
spise the name. Suppose they are only prejudiced,
yet, if their prejudices were to prevent their cordial
cooperation with us in our effort to relieve ourselves
from the burdens and grievances imposed upon us,
why not secure their assistance undersome other party
organization :

There is another very large class of voters which can
i be more readily drawn into a party having a different
name than that of Democrat. I refer to the colored
rare. They have been taught that all Democrats op-
posed their emancipation, their enfranchisement, and,
in a word, all of their rights as citizens and voters.
This class constitutes a large majority of the registered
voting population of the State. They are ignorant
and easily duped: The mere name of Democrat is a
bug-bear to many of them. A change of party name
will measurably relieve us of all the weight of prejtn-
dice entertained by this class, and many of them will
more cordially unite with us in our efforts to rebuke
dishonesty and extravagance, and to reduce taxation,
by an election of the representatives of the intelligence,
the virtue and the prosperity of the State to the Leg-
islature, and to offices generally. That this class of
voters are ignorant is a fact. That they have the
prejudice I have mentioned is another fact. Now,
ought we adhere to a mere name, if we may accom-
plish great good by an abandonment of it? Shall we
wait for the redemption of the State, until the col-
ored voter has become sunfficiently educated to conquer
his prejudices in the respect alluded to, (and we know
many whites have the same prejudice), or shall we
sacrifice the mere name of a party and more surely
secure the hearty cobperation of a large majority of
voters in restoring the legislation of the State to her
best and wisest citizens u

There are, too, at least a few conservative white Re- i
pubiicans in Louisiana, who would readily unite with
us if an opportunity were offered. They are tired of
the prevalent corruption in high places, onerous taxa-
tion and extravagant appropriations, and they would
gladly drive the rogues from the capitol. Again, the i
Democratic State Convention will not meet until Sep-
tember next. In the meantime, the Radicals willbe
at work in every parish, as they already are. I regard
the time which will intervene between the meeting of
the proposed Democratic Convention and the election
as too brief to properly inform the voting population,
as now constituted, of the principles, the objects and
the aims of the conaerrvaire, intelligent citizens of the
Sitate.

There in lo to uch dependent upon the next elec-
tion for tardy movements. We cannot afford to wait
until September for an authoritative enunciation of
the principles and aims of the conservative voters of
the State, and in the interval have the minds of a large
mass of voters poisoned by the incendiary appeals and
insidious arts of carpet-baggers and scalawags. If we
remain dormant, the thieves and proletariat will be
continued in power, taxation will soon become virtual
confiscation, and an abandonment of the State by many
of her best citizens must necessarily follow. There is
not an honest citizen who is rot appalled at the cor-
ruption and extravagance of the present State gevern-
ment. There is not a property-owner who does not
stand aghast at the taxation now imposed upon him.
Hlow shall we rid ourselves of these grievances, drive
the thieves from the capitol and restore the State to
the control of her best citizens, is the paramount ques
lion of the approaching canvass.

As the most feasible plan which has presented itself
to my mind for the accomplishment of "a consumma-
tion no devoutly to be wished,"I suggest, Mr. Editor,
that we shall pretermit national politics for the pres-
ent; that we shall acknowledge accomplished facts,
and act upon them as such ; that the people shall as-
senible in their ward and parish meetings, organize
and appoint delegates to a State Convention to meet
at the earliest practicable date ; that a platform, based
upon a State policy and an economical administration
of the State government shall be adopted, and that an
invitation shall be extended to all honest voters,
" without regard to race, color, or previous condition
of servitude," or past party names or affiliations, to
unite to redeem the State.

A movement of this sort, originating with the peo.
pie, I thluk, might unite all the Democratsr. some con-
servat;rice white Republicana, and a learge portion of the
colored voters of the State. Such an union would in-
sure a triumph. Can we so surely accomplish our re-
derp9on byl ans othier course ? Cirts.

neglect in this respect, it was, no ollout, his intention
to convince them that, though absent, he had not been
unmindful of their intteret; that, as their representa-
tive, he had caused some things to he done in the Leg-
islature that were calculated to specially benefit
Shreveport.

It is true he went North last summter, after the ad-
journment of the Legislature, without visitingShreve-
port, but he went on important btusiness-lbuiness
that could ntot well be deferred or be performed by
any other person. He went to get married, and ac-
complished that feat without in any manner neglecting
his duties as a member of the Legislature from Caddo.
He was promptly on hand when the Legislature con-
vened last winter, and was ready to assume higher re-
sponsibilities for the honor and welfare of his constit-
uents, when it was discovered his coleague from Cad-
do, Hion. C. W. Lowell, had determined to resign the
Speakership of the House.

Representative McVean undoubtedly felt that the
honor of the speakership should not depart from
Caddo, and therefore determined to battle for it, and
made the best fight possible under the circumstances
to secure a contiunation of the honors to the banner
parish of Republicanism in this State. iHe did not
succeed, it is true, but his effort to sustain the honor
and glory of his constituency and parish was noire the
less praiseworthy, and this should have hal something
to do in the manner of reception that was in store for
him upon his return to Caddo, which did not take
place until recently.

After the adjournment of the extra session, eprle-
sentative McVean lost no time in repairing to the b:se
of his representative character. He knew that. the
people of his parish were endowed with warlik,- ia
tures, that some of them still continued to di.tlik,
Yankees, and would occasional " cuss" one; bur he
was not prepared to find many of thetm unreconstrrut-
ed and still belligerent. lie supposed the reconstruc-
tion remedies had been applied with good effect, and
that the State, being represented in Congress, was re-
constructed on the basis of peace and good will amoeg
men, and therefore it would be perfectly safe for him
to return to the bosom of his constituency, although
he had been absent some time.

He knew that many of thel were colored tlent, Ilt
this did not make him lose confidetre. He felt that
the ratification of the fifteenth amendment had settled
the status of the colored mtan all over the broad do-
main of this country-in Louisiana as well as New
York in every State alike, embraced within thei ci;ri'r
of the American Union.

Thus fortified he ventured to pay his respeets to tie
voters of Caddo, never doubting or suspecting that
the demonstrations that were in store for him could
be anything but peaceable and pleasant; never doubt-
ing but that he could go in or out of Shreveport i ith-
out exciting the wrath of any of its freedom-loving
people. But in this he was wofully mistaken.

The story of reconstruction in Shreveport proved a
myth to the honorable mnember who was seeking an
interview with his constitlterts. The demonstrations
that greeted him were not of a friendly kind, and had
it not been for the United States troops that are still
stationed in the town it is pretty certain that Repre-
setative McVean would have been spirited away to
" that bourne whence no traveler returns." Under an
escort of troops he luckily succeeded in getting on
board of a steamboat that brought hinm tsafly hick to
this city.

What does it mean--such conduct as this? It ihe
people of Shreveport are reconstructed is not this cni
duct very strange? If reconstructed is about time
they are willing to respect the laws and the rights of
others. They can dislike and like whom they please,
but this should not empower them at all to debar
others from doing the same; and it is not right that
one portion should presume to speak and act for
another portion, not leaving them free to act for them-
selves. This it not American freedom, and until that
can be enjoyed in Shreveport the people are not prop-
erly reconstructed.

Comm uniratet.
Low Water Navigation.

Editor South-Western:
I addressed a communication to you a short time

Sinee upon the above subject. Its appearance in the
South-Western seems to have created some excite-
ment among the citizens of Mansfield. In the Re-
porter, of the 0th, the editor comments at length up-
on my communication atnd makes some statements
that it may be proper for me to notice. Int the first
place he states " that since the survey of Gen. DeRlus-
sey a great and radical change has taken place in
Bayou Pierre." At the time that survey was made
great uneasiness was felt among steamboatmen, lest
the amount of water drawn off by Tone's Bayou should
rein the navigation of Red river ; it was thought then
that half the water of Red river passed through Tone's
Bayou. In a conversation with Gen. DeRusser on the
subject, he told me that there was a fall of nine feet
from the head of Tone's Bayou to Red Bluff, but that
this fall was all lost before ile reached the lower end
of Cannesneer Lake, and that the lower end of that
lake was higher than the head of Tone's Bayou. There
is but little fall through the lakes in Bayou Pierre,
while Red river has a gradual fall all the way doewn
fromi Tone's Bayou to the Wincey ; hence we find Red
river fifteen feet below the level of Bayou Pierre, and
the same difference at Grand Bayou that existed when
Gen. DeRussey's able report was made, and hence I
conclude that the radical change spoken of by the ed-
itor of the Reporter exists only in his imagitnation.
The only difference is that Tone's Bayou carrieas sfl
more water now than it did at the time of the survey.
Again, the editor says, " if a narrow shell bark at the
lower end of that lIke, ((Cannesneer), were removed.
there would be at once an unobstructed channel into
the river again through the Wincery." Here he ig-
rores entirely the existence of a fifteen feet fall in the
channel of Bayou Pierre, which fall hale only moved
three miles up the channel in four years. Now, if ti.e
editor of the Reporter ,ill visit us in the low eat. r
season I will show him two distinct f•i in B:ayou
Pierre one mile apart, where the water roars and thun
ders over them like a young Niagara, and where noth-
ing in the shape of a steamboat can pass, so that when
he again writes about the obstructions to low water
navigation in Bayou Pierre, be may not forget to men-
tion the only one that is of any importance.

Let me repeat, Mr. Editor, that there can ,e ,o low
water navigation through Bayou Pierre until this fall
of fifteen feet is removed-a removal friom its present
locality only develops it higher up. Biut it mtnut he
removed or distributed through the us hole length of
the river, say sixty miles.

Again, the Reporter has fallen into an error about
Grand Bayou and Bayou LaChute, in saying that they
are distinct bayous ten miles apart. His extravagant.
estimate of the cost of deepening B:ayou LaChute is
simply absurd. It would only require an excavation
six feet deep, ten feet wide and half a mile long, and
this could be done for twenty-five cents per cubic yard.
Three to five thousand dollars would cover the whole
expense of tapping Bayou Pierre Lake through Bayou
LaChute. I am opposed to turning Red river through
Bayou Pierre; first, because of the large expenditure
it would require; in the second place, I do not con-
ceive that there is any necessity for it, as navigation
can be kept up on the present route with a compara-
tively trifling expense, and, in the third place, it would
be doing great injustice to Bienville, Claiborne, and
the east half of Bossier parishes, which depend upon
Lake Bisteneau for navigation. It would also be un-

just to those living along the river between the Winery
and Tone's Bayou.

In my first communication I stated that DeSoto had
good high water navigation now, and would have low
water navigation as soon as the fall has worked up to
Marcelle. This ought to satify all reasonable parties.
Now Mr. Editor, I am done with this subject. I have
no idea of getting into a controversy with the editor
of the Reporter or with anybody else. I am glad to
see that some interest has been excited on the subject,
so all who feel interested may have sonmelthirg to say
in the settlement of this interesting question.

constitttion and the fifteenth amendment, forbid him
to vote for any bill for the exclusive benefit of colored
persons as long as there was a white man to be found i
in the State of Texas. Don't we progress?

The receipts at all
ports for the expired portion of the cotton year are
2,719,023 hale', again't 2,021,272 for the cotrespond-
ing period last year, showing an increase of 098,771
bales. Exports from all ports 45,787 bales, against
51,240 last week and 41,626 for the same week last'
year. Total exports of the expired portion of the cot-
ton year are estimated at 1,884,933 hale~, against
1,318,952 for the corresponding period last year. The
receipts of the paut week exceed those of the presvious
wieek 5o000 htales, but the exports fail off in a corre-
sponding degree. The receipts at all ports in the im-
mediate future will depend somewhat upon the pros-
pects of t,e growing plant. If ithe crop promises well,
tihe planters will market the balance of tie crop rap- 1
idly, but should the new crop meet serious drawbacks,
and there are already complaints from some sections,
planters will hold their cotton for better prices. The
bulk of the cotton has been marketed and the season
is drawing r.ipdly to a close. Bankers have adranced
their rates on sterling in conseqitence of the falling
off of exports to within a fraction of the specie ship-
ping point for gold coin. Already Canada coin has
gone forward, and on Saturday the steamer Donen took
$350,000 in gold bars. This shows the import bear-
ing of the cotton trade on foreign exchange, and is
likely to be further illustrated in the immediate ful-
ture. Governments arri relatively higher here than in
Europe and railroad Securities have received a severe
blow on the other side. This leaves the country the
alternative of shipping other produce than cotton to
ill the gap, or to ship gold. As an instance of the

dullness of exports somo European steamers have gone (

out with stone tutik,4t, owing to the small amount of

The
tailoress and cloak-makers work ten hours in the
shops, quitting at 6 e.at., and many of them take work
home and ait up until 12. In good shops and with
brisk work they can earn a dollar a day-some of the
best machine girls more ; but the machine work is very
wearing, and few girls can perform it more than two
years without becoming entirely broken down.

A GENERAL. S~TEA•nOAT BILL.--Advices from Wash-

ington give the following as amendments to the Senate
steamboat bill made by the House, and in which it is
supposed the Senate will concur :

By a proposed amendment the selection of all safety
appliances, such as steam gauges, water indicators and
life boats, is left to the approval of a Board of Super-
visors and the Secretary of the Treasury. The Board
is given authority to require a portable fire extin
gvisher if it deems their use advisable. The provisions
over which there has been so much dispute, requiring
captains and mates to obtain licenses, is retained.

Heretofore stoves have been bolted down by a ruleof the board alone. A provision requiring them to be
firmly secured is now put in the bill with a penalty forneglect.
Under the old law the salary of local inspectors was

$2000; the Senate has cut it down to $1600. This will
be restored to the first sum.

There is also a clause providing for the severe pun-
ishment of any one who, being incompetent, securesthe position of inspector by false pretences.

So far as the safety of passengers can be secured bylaw, the opinions of capable steamboatmen are that thebill is complete.
Captain James Newton, of the Gallipolis and Kana-

wha river packets, and Captain Leclerq, of Gallipolis,are building a new steamer on the Monongahela for
Red river, which will soon be completed, The demenslons are, 139 feet long, 39 feet beam and 5 feet hold.Shreveport has been suegested as the name of this newsteamer. 1St. Louis Democrat.

" Shark," Capt. Zoder, with a very fair bill of lading.The trip was made this time n two days running time,which shows fewer ohstructions to contend with thanheretofore.
Many years ag o our citizens navigated the lake andbayous to Shreveport in keel-boats and skiffs throughLewis' bayou. That bayou having been leveed acrossat the river, this navigation ceased. During that time

and afterwards, to the beginning of the war, flatboatswith cotton were sometimes sent to the mouth of
Mack's bayou then filled with raft and the cottonhauled round the raft to the river.

During the overflows of .1865 and subseqtuent yeers,a channel has been washed round this raft, so thlat we
could now have navigation with small steamboats wereit not for the bridges over the bayous.
