The Firemen's Procession.
Yesterday, the 2•th day of May, was the third

anniversary of the organization of the Shreveport
Fire Department, and it was appropriately observed
by a grand turn out and procession, which was the
fourth demonstration of the kind ever made in our
city. Being pressed for time and space we can do but
vsant justice to the beautiful display, and we must
apologize beforehand, to our " gallant firemen " for
the imperfect sketch, all unworthy as it rmuat needs
be of the occasion.

At half-past 9 o'clock the Procession was formed at
the corner of Travis and Edwards street, moving
thence down Edwards to Texas, down Texas to Coun
merce, down Commerce to Milanm, up Milami to Conim-
rmon, thence to Texas, down Texas toSprin, and thence
to Engine House No. 1.

First in the Procession came the Grand Marshal and
staff on horseback, then the Shreveport Cornet Band,
followed by the Chief and Assistant of the Fire De-

partment, on horseback.
Next in order came Caddo Fire Company No. I,

Thomas Byland, Foreman, preceded by their Marshal
on horseback. The members thereof were dre:.s ed ini
black pants, red flannel shirts trimumed with black vel-
vet, and black firemen's hats, the same as those worn
by all the companies- the officers wearing white hats.
At the head of the company was borne a beautiful
silk banner, representing on one side a house on fire,
with the motto, "Always Ready," and on the reverse
was a portrait of a fireman. Their elegant steam en
gine, mo t beautifully decorated with flowers, drawn
by four white horses and followed by the hose car-
tiage, also festooned with flowers, brought up the rear.

Next came the Pelican Hook and Ladder Company
No. 1, Jules Bourquin, Foreman. The members were
dressed in black pants and blue shirts trimmed with
white. At the head rode their Marshal. Then came
their elegant banner, presented by Mrs. M. V. Hunt.
It was of blue silk and bore the motto, " Wegoto the
Rescue." The Truck followed drawn by the company,

a beautiful black horse walking between " the ropes,"
but not doing any drawing that we could see. The
Truck, we need scarcely say, was tricked off hand-

somely with wreaths of flowers. The most inter-
esting feature was a beautiful little girl, Zula Hunter,
and a handsome little boy, Dick Kline, sitting on the

Truck and looking out from a perfect forest of flowers.
Caddo Fire Company No. 2, R. H. Lindsay, Fore-

uman, next appears. First rode the Marshal, immedi
ately followed by a magnificent flag borne on horse-
back. The flag was of blue silk, adorned with a paint-
ing representing a pelican and her young, with the

motto, " Protection to Life and Property." Then

came the Assistants, followed by Lucie Lee Elstner, a

beautiful little girl, riding a handsome black pony,

finely caparisoned, and bearing a small silk banner,
the pony led by two pages dressed in the uniform of

the company. This was the feature of the Caddo No.

2. Next to the little girl came the company, with a
uniform of black pants and white flannel shirts trim
med with black velvet. The hand engine, handsomely
decorated, brought up the rear.

Following the last named company rode the City

Council and the local representatives of the Insurance

Companies, the latter in a carriage.
Wm. Kennedy is Chief of the Fire Department, and

G. W Kendall, Assistant Chief. Dr. Joe L. Moore
was the Grand Marshal of the day; M. Kaufman, Mar-
shal of Caddo No. 1; S. M. Morrison, of Hook and

Ladder Company ; and T. Reilly, of Caddo No. 2. The
Presidents were, of No. 1, J. F. Utz ; of Hook and

Ladder, A. H. Leonard, and of No. 2, J. B: Gilmore;
Marshals and Presidents moving at the head of their
repective companies. A. Teah and P. Lat's•sette
were Aids to the Grand Marshal.

In the morning fair hands were called into requisi-
tion in decorating the Engines, Truck, etc., so we need

not say the work was most tastefully done. A lunch

islature passes a bill appropriating one hundred thou
sand dollars to the building of an Hospital in Shreve-
port, with the condition attached that the city and
parish should donate to the State a site for the same.
This bill provides for the appointment of seven Direct-
ors, two of slhom are to be the Mayor of the city of
Shreveport and the President of the Police Jury of
the parish of Caddo. The bill turther provides that
$75,000 of the bonds shall be issued immediately upon
the above mentioned donation, and before a brick has
been laid, and the other $25,000 upon the completion
of the work. Another beautiful feature of the bill is
that' three of this Board of seven can constitute a
quorum.

Gov. Warmoth, after so long a time-the reason
for which delay may hereafter be developed-signed the

bill, and then appointed five Directors; one of whom
is a negro, and by odds the most respectable one of
the lot. Now, although the citizens of Shreveport
and of the parish feel the great need of this Hospital
and fully appreciate the benefits to result from its es-
tablishment, to the poor class particularly, they are ye
so perfectly certain that these appointees will, in some
Smysterious manner, spirit away these bonds, and only
an apology for an Hospital be built, even if so much,
that they are unwilling to make the donation, trifling
as the expense would be in comparison with the mag.
nitude of the good that would certainly accrue.

Truly, we have fallen upon evil times.

vided for in this ordinance; and that said contractors
shall credit on the sum promised them in the agree-
ment entered into, in pursuance of said ordinances,
whatever sum or amount of money said|Engineer may
estimate as the difference between said material (and
the costs of work or building) required to build revet-
ment wall, as per said ordinances, and the reveting or
abuttment wall herein provided for; that is to say the
city shall be entitled to a credit on the amount of the
original contract of the difference between the entire
costs of the wood and work of revetment wall, pro-
vided for in said ordinances, and by original agree-
ment, and the entire costs of the same on the wall
provided for in this ordinance.

Be it further ordained, That said contractors shall fill
the space between the levee, on which the revetment
wall or line, provided for in said ordinances, was to be
placed, and the abuttment wall herein provided for,
with dirt at seventy cents per yard; the estimate of the
number of yards of filling or dirt between these said
walls or lines to be made by the City Engineer, and
paid for by the city on same terms and conditions as
provided for in said ordinances.
