the costliness of babies. He says that at a very low
estimate, the exlensie of rearing a child cannot be less
than fifty dollars a year for the first ten years of its
life, even among the poorer cl,ases, while among the
rich, or even those in moderate circumstaaces, it is, of
course, far greater, and the average in tlhi counltry is
given at not less than sixty dollars a year. The cn..t
for the next five years being considerably Iarger, it is
not unreasonable to estimate that each child arriving
at the age of fifteen, has caused its parents an expense
not far short of a tLIousand dollars. TIr lnation, as a
whole, has to produce each year piroduc:s of the value
of sixty or seventy dollars for every child under fif-
teen years of age. For every hundred thousand chil-
dren, the nation hai to produce, annually, product: of
the value of six or -even millions of dolars, which at e
consumed without adding to production: so that every
hundred thousand children arriving at the ace of fif-
teen has consumed national wealth, is the way of pap,
diapers, &e , to the extent of one hundred million, of
dollars, without adding one dollar to production.
* The writer then goes on to a-k : " Supposing sonm
one else had been at the trouble andI expense of rail-
ing them, would they not be just ai valuable ? o" )f
course. And he hence reasons thin " If our annualti
immigration averages two hundredl thousand grown
people, we can fairly state the ciase as follows: All
Europe labors industriously to produce andl raise for
us, and to furnish us, free of cost, an annual supply of
productive power, which we cooll not have furnished
ourselves at a cost of lecs than two hundred millions'
of dollars."
