NEW YoaR, July 14, evening.-In the Gold Room

the excitement was renewed with vigor at an early
hour to-day. The whole aspect was changed dpon the
rumored resignation of the French ministers reported
in the morning journals, which was succeeded by
French cable telegrams to the effect that Napoleon had
recalled Benedettsa, the French Ambassador at the
court of Berlin. Later still the German Bankers re-
ceived telegrams from Frankfort and Berlin that the
King of Prussia had dismissed the French Minister and
given him his passports. The price of gold opened at
112, on the street. At an early hour it rapidly ad-
vanced to 113. After the formal opening of the room,
when the above news became generally known, prices
advanced quickly to 113k. The upward movement
was further stimulated by cable telegrams from Lon-
don quoting a decline of one per cent. on consols and
a fall in 5 20 bonds to 87}. Still further on in the
day private London telegrams reported an unsettled
feeling in the London Stock Exchange and a decline
in 5-20 bonds to 86, accompanied by the restoration
of the story that the French Ambassador at Berlin had
been given his passports by the King of Prussia. Gold
reached 113, but soon after rallied to 113. It af-
terwards receded to 113}@113$ and became compar-
atively quiet. The afternoon fluctuations were not so
wide, late telegrams being to the effect that the French
ministry had not resigned. These telegrams, as a
whole, had a tendency to stiffen the price of gold, but
still later in the day a better feeling was reported in
London and 5-20 bonds were quoted all the way from
871 to 871. On these quotations the. German bank-
ers were sellers of gold and the price dropped from
1 i,$ tu 11S At the close telegrams from Paris
quoted French rentes at 67.95, the lowest point of
the day. This started the war feeling in the Gold
Room once more, and the price rallied to 113 and
closed excited and unsteady.

He felt that the House had acted
hastily and injudiciously in accepting the amendment.

Brooks, of New York, addressed the House, claim-
ing that while there has been a reduction on the duty
on ten, sugar, coffee, and some other articles, the duty
had been increased on a large number of articles, and
was proceeding to enumerate them when he was in-
terrupted by Mr, Benjamin, of Missoua, who reminded
him that the duty on hemp, an important product of
his State, had been re4uced 30 per cent.

Mr. Brooks. " Oh, well, hair pins are retaileed.

The vessels of this country,
at the present time, are not sufficient to meet the de-
mand which the existence of war in Europe will im-
pose upon the commerce of the United States. Isub-
mit to Congress that the interests of the country will
be advanced, and that an opportunity will be allowed
to our citizens to purchase vessels of foreign construc-
tion for the foreign commerce of the country. An act
to this effect may be limited in its duration in order to
meet the immediate exigency. The foreign mail ser-
vice of the United States is, in a large degree, depen-
dent upon the. Bremen & Harrisburg line of steamers.
The Post Office Department has entered into contract
in writing with two companies-the above-named and
the Williams & Guinn line-respectively, for a regular
and continuous service of two years. This is the only
arrangement that could be made. The North German
lines are first-class in point of speed and equipment;
three steamers usually making the trip across the At-
lantic in from twenty-four to thirty-six hoursin advance
of the Williams & Guinn line. Should the North Ger-
noa ports tc blockaded or impeded by the French, our
postal intercourse with foreign nations will be greatly
embarrassed, unless Congress shall interpose for itself.

I suggest to Congress the propriety of further post-
poning the time for adjournment with a view of con-
sidering the questions herein communicated.
