CONGRESSIONAL NOMINATION•.-It appears that on

Monday evening at a meeting, in caucus, Judge A.
Bailey was nominated for Congress from the Third
District, and IIon. M. Ryan from the Fourth. The
following appears in the proceedings of the conven-
tion on the next day :

The questioh was asked by Mr. Boarman, of Caddo,
wherein lay the authority of Col. C. C. Henderson to
cast the vote of Bossier parish, only being authorized
by a letter from Capt. Carter, who said he was a mem-
ber of the last convention. The convention was asked
it these credentials were good.

Mr. B. complained that there was a caucus in the
evening, at which he was not present, but whereat Col.
C. C. Henderson voted. There they nominated Mr.
Ryan for Congress, and Col. C. C. Henderson cast the
vote of Bossier parish. He was in favor of purity in
politics, and protested against it. He moved a recon-
sideration of the vote adopting the report of the Com-
mittee on Credentials.

The chairman of the Committee on Credentials
stated that they were informed by Col. Hendrson that
Mr. Carter was a delegate, and desired him (Hender-
son), to serve as his proxy. His credentials were ac-
cepted solely on his own statement.

Col. Henderson then in effect said, let the gentle-
man use what language he pleased, he has impeached
my honor, and it is the first time my honor has been
impeached in forty years. Capt. Carter, one of the
leaders of the Democratic party, informed me he was
a delegate, and asked me to serve as his proxy. Col.
Snyder, another delegate, passed through the city
two days ago and asked me to be his proxy, telling
me whom to vote for. He then denied showing any-
thing but a perfectly fair disposition in the caucus.

THE CRoPs.-The planters are busily engaged pick-
ing cotton, for which they have had a favorable week.
There seems to be no question but the caterpillar is in
most of the fields, in some in a more advanced stage
than in others. Their development will depend greatly
upon the weather. The crop is from three to four
weeks later than it was last year and if the worm
should be as forward, of course they will inflict greater
injury. We notice from the Mansfield Times of the
10th that their ravages arce painfully evident in some
sections of DeSoto parish. All things considered, it
is by no means probable that the present crop in this
and adjoining parishes will be so good as that of last

season. Too much rain has injured the bottom crop,
and caused the weed to joint too long. Moreover, we
cannot hope for co remarkable a fall for gathering as
the last.

The corn crops, though much better than an aver-
age, we fear will deceive the very sanguine, to'some
extent. The frequent rains made it go largely to
shuck.

PaN•cs.-While it is universally admitted that no
toldier fights more furiously tha'h he of the French
army, it is true that none is so addicted to uncontrolla-
ble panic. Correspondents from the field of Forbach
state that the troops fought with splendid desperation,
until they found that their valor was useless and their
enemy unconquerable; then they gave up hope, threw
down their arms, and fled pell mell. The loss on that
"bloody Saturday " in killed and wounded and miss-
ing, probably amounted to 25,000 of as brave and
faithful troops as ever obeyed thebugle. The French
officers and soldiers who participated in the fight, while
dwelling upon the odds against them, and upon their
own pluck, admitted, also, that at the end of the last
day their retreat had not one feature to redeem it from
a scene of utter demoralization. Arms were thrown
away, canteens glistened along the road side, hats were
missing, and many had lost both shoes and coat. "The
poor fellows," says one correspondent, "had been
knawing the potatoes which they dug out of the fields ;
they were parched with thirst, devoured with hunger,
and beside themselves with terror and chagrin." He
thus concludes:

I had heard of this state of things but never dreamed
of its extent. Here, I am told, such panics, routs and
demoralization after a defeat, or even after a victory,
is nothing new or strange, but it was to me both new
and strange. They tell me it is a venerable French in-
cident of war, but I confess it is something that appalls
the eye of a neutral looker on, and somewhat modifies
his preconceived opinions of the vaunted military dis-
cipline of continental armies.

We are gratified to learn from the Harrison Flag
that Capt. R. H. Martin, well-known on Red River,
from source to mouth, has been appointed mayor of
Marshall.

Recent letters from Sedan state that insubordination
in the French army before the surrender was so great
that the lives of its officers were in danger, and the
Emperor was insulted, and capitulation was necessary
to his personal safety.

The value of the French crown gels, said to have
been secretly sent to London to the care of Rothschild,
in 1771 was estimated at 23,000,000 france, and the
celebrated Regent diamond at 12,000,000. Their
present value is treble that.

The Associated Press reporter (a sharp fellow,) fre-
quently sends us notices of the nomination of alder-
men in small towns in the West, but failed to telegraph
so unimportant an item as the nominations of the re-
cent Democratic State Convention.

There is nothing more easy of accomplishment than
the work of self-deception, and only a knowledge of
this phase of human nature explains the facility with
which such papers as the New Orleans Republican fall
into the error of believing that there could possibly
exist any honesty in themselves or their party.

The New York Commercial Bulletin says: "The
new Republic of France has the best wishes of the
Republic of America; but we so much fear the rule
of visionaries, egotists and demagogues, that we can
imagine the possibility of the French being willing to
receive back Napoleon III for the sake of stability."

Prussian soldiers praise the bravery of the French
highly. They relate that a company of troops of the
line-not the fantastical, windy Turcos--were reduced
to fifteen men at the battle of WeisenburF, and when
asked to surrender, replied with a volley into the Ger
man ranks. The next moment saw every man of that
heroic band stretched bleeding to the ground.

While tendering our acknowledgments to our co-
temporary of the Clarksville Standard, for his compli-
mentary notice of this paper, we would correct a slight
error into which he has fallen. Col. H. J. G. Battle,
now associated with Dr. Lacy in the Gazette, of which
paper he was for a number of years editor and pro-
prietor, was never editor of :he South-Western.

The New Orleans Times' special from theSalt Lake
controversialists represented Orson Pratt as being rub-
bed down with opodeldoc and curry-combs by his six
wives, while a brass band played " Shoo Fly " under
his window; and Newman, stretched out on a ladder
in front of the Salt Lake Hotel, was having his back.
bone filed down and his ears riveted back by a Gentile
blacksmith.

The Chicago Republican, in commenting on the late
disastrous fire in that city, says that the conflagration
settled the verdict of popular opinion against the fur-
ther construction of Mensard roofs. They are gener-
ally filled with combustible matter, catch fire easily,
burn readily, and falling in, bury the stories below it
in such a sea of fire that it is impossible to extinguish
it. Besides, they are usually so high that they are be-
yond the reach of the engines.

Some one professing to know assumes that Napoleon
precipitated war to cover up frauds that had been prac-
ticed by his orders upon the military service of France.
It is asserted that immense sums were required for his
private purse, wherewith to buy friends, and in order
to supply these means the military fund was appro-
priated and the fraud concealed by false returns. The
theory is that the only way to avoid exposure was in
the confusion incident to war. This story is more
than problematical.

A correspondent from the seat of war writes that
the manner in which the French skirmishers are fight-
ing is the same as that of 1859, which occasioned so
much needless cruelty. The, have a manner of throw-
ing themselves on the ground and then shamming
death. When a hostile skirmisher passes them they
jump up behind and plunge a knife or short sword in
his back. The Austrian skirmishers in Italy tried to
foil this trick by plunging their bayonet into every
body they came across, thus causing great suffering to
the poor wounded.

The New York Tribune says, the Republican party,
North, cannot afford to shoulder the iniquities of the
Louisiana Legislature. Greeley, unlike his carpet-bag
representatives, South, has some regard to public de-
cency. He,at least,is ashamed of thrturpitude of a body
whose immaculate but peculiar integrity is the pride
of his confrere of the New Orleans Republican. That
pair of apples swim together beautifully. And right
here we would suggest that it is passing strange that
Southern men, with some pretensions to decency, are
amiable enough (is that a good word?) to tolerate a
party at the South whose Northern allies scorn as unfit
for association with gentlemen. Is there not a slight
discrepancy here ?

The regular armies of the Prusalans overwhelmingly
outnumber the French. They have to-day, in spite of
losses in battle, a larger force than that with which
they entered France. All the regiments which fought
at Woerth and M3etz have been filled up from their ordi-
nary reserves. No sooner were the losses of each regi-
ment known than 'the proper numbers of reserves
were forwarded from the camps on the frontier. Two
new armies of reserves have taken up positions along
the line of communications, and a third has joined the
Crown Prince. The failure of the French expedition
by sea relieved 58,000 men under Gen. Falkenstein on
the Elbe, and these hare also been sent to the French
frontier. The French estimate, that 600,000 Prussians
are upon the territory of France, is not, therefore, great-
Iy exaggerated.

In waters abounding in hidden reefs and shoals, we
have no friendly lights to give warning in night; no
buoys to serve as marks by day, while we are com-
pelled, constantly, to guard against surprises from the
enemy, with small means, we are forbidden to attack
fortresses, and could not do so with the slightest pros-
pect of success as the heavy iron clads draw from
twenty-three to twenty-eight feet water, with the ex-
ception of the Rochambeau, which combines formid-
able armament with comparatively small draught; but
little can be done with a single ship, we must have
ships of mail; but to what purpose could they attack
forts commanding entrances which are situated so
high that it would be almost impossible to elevate
guns sufficiently to effect any thing, while ships would
be subjected to a destructive downward fire, escaping
which, they would encounter more formidable obsta-
cles in bays which are filled with torpedoes and made
unnavigable by sinking vessels, connected with chain
cables having only narrow and tortuous channels,
through which only smaller crafts manage to pick their
way.? Under such circumstances it would be madness
to attempt to penetrate far enough to bombard towns
by a few wooden and iron vessels. It would be a
piece of senseless temerity and probably result in
another German triumph, hence, a complete and dis-
astrous failure of the French fleet in the hour of dan-
ger, notwithstanding its heavy cost to the country.
There should have been no fleet there, or one four
times as powerful.

We learn from the river dispatches of the New Or-
leans Times that on the 14th the river was falling at
Vicksburg; falling at Memphis; falling at Louisville,
with 20 inches in the chute; falling slowly at Cincin-
nati, with 7 feet 7 inches in the channel, and had risen
23 inches in St. Louis.

The Charles HI. Durfee, which made her first appear-
ance at our wharf on Monday night, is admirably well
adapted to this trade. While yet new she was burned
at the New Orleans wharf last winter. Capt. Aiken
subsequently bought the hull, an excellent one, and
put new machinery in her and had all her upper works
built in New Orleans. Her cabin is very handsome and
neatly furnished, and can accommodate fifty passen-
gerg@th excellent berths, all the bedding of which is
entirely new and of the best material. The following
are her dimensions: Length, 180 feet; beam, 36 feet;
hold, 53 feet. She has 3 large boilers; 15Minch cyl-
inders and 5 feet stroke. Her carrying capacity is
2000 bales of cotton, and draws, light, only 20 inches.
Capt. J. A. Aiken is in command and Capt. Nat. Puck-
ette, part owner, is in the office. An keellent boat
and well officered.

Col. Hervey, who has just returned from the wreck
of the Texarkana, informs us that she is literally a
wreck, and there is no possibility of saving her.

Rates are advanced at Louisville to New Orleans as
follows : Heavy pound freight, 40@50c.; dry goods 50@
60c.; pork $1@1 25; whisky $2@2 50; potatoes 80c.;
stoves 60@75c.; cooperage 35@45c.

port. The St. Francis is nearly dry and no steamernow rins there. Business yesterday was very dull,few boats at the levee and little to do. The weather
was clear and hot. [Memphis Avalanche, Sept. 8.
