The Treaty of Paris.
Thire New Orleans Bulletin contains a long article on

this subject-brought into prominence by recent events E

in Europe-the main pointao which we condense.•t

This treatsy was concluded at laris in 1856, alter the i

allies had terminated the Crimean war with thie cap- !

ture of Sebastopol. The parties to the treaty were t

Russia, France, Great Britain, Sardinia, Turkus, Aus '
tria and Prlussia ; the allies in the war agranst ItRlssia
having been France, Great Britain, Sardiria and Tur- I
key. It was provided that Turkey should be reeog-
nized as entitled to all the advantages of international

law ; that the integrity of her territory shonldbeguar- I

anteed by the other powers; that the waters of the i
Black sea should be made neutral and opened to the (
merchant ships of all nations; that Russia and Turkey
should each have the right to place two small war yes

sels at the mouths of the Danube; that Russia should

give up certain Bessarabian territory to be attaced to
Moldavia; that neither Russia nor Turkey should have I
a-ny military or naval arsenals on the coasts of the
Black sea, and that neither of them should have more
than six steajrers of eight hundred tons each, and two
small steamers of two hundred tons each in the waters

of that sea.
It is evident, that though the above limitatiotsnom-

inally applied to both Riasla and Turkey, they were in-
tended to be repressive of the former and protective
of the latter. About hall the coast of the Black sea

Sbelonged to Russia, and it has been her settled policy
to obtain uttttisputed dominion over its waters, and
from thence to develop her enmpire utpon the Mediter-

rarnean. The practical purport of tire treaty was to
restrain her Irom taking any subsequent steps in pros-
ecution of that policy, and to such a restriction only a

i keen sense of duress could Ihave induced her to sub-

mit. It was imposed upon her by a combined force
which, for the time being, she was unable to resist.
Foremost in the combination to which she succutmbed

I stood France. Russia acquiesced in the necessities of
the case, hoping they would he transient, antd awaited
her opportunity.

The war between Prussia and France seems to have

offered that opportunity. According to the Bulletin,
it is tihe nature of such treaties, that they are dissolved
with the dissolution of the force which dictated them.

And although this view of the case would indicate that

mtoral obligations rest lighrtly upon the consciences of

nations, vet all history teaches that this view is the cor-
rect one. Russia, then, thinks that the force which

compelled her to ignominiously accept the conditions
of this treaty of Paris has been dissolved by the pres-

lent war, and announces to tie powers her conclusion

to consider as abrogated tle prohibitions against her.
i he sees France engaged in a terrible struggle from

I which if she emerge with her territory intact and not
Spermanently weakened, will yet be in too crippled a

condition to take upon herself this quarrel; and she
doubts the ability of Great Britain to secure an ade-
quate alliance to check her encroachments.

In short, the opportunity which she awaited has ap-
parently arrived, and from her standpoint of reason-
ing, it is perfectly logical that she should now once
again spring to the practical assertion of that Eastern
policy which constitutes one of the vital ideas of Rus-
sian nationality. And tire Bulletin thinks, from the
same standpoint, "she would be stupidly and ignomin-
iously recreant to the national honor, and to the su-
preme national aspiration, if she should neglect to im-
prove the present conjuncture, as favorable to her pe-

culiar interests as it is extraordinary and portentous

Sin other respects."

The St. Louis Democrat, a Radical paper, admirnis-
ters to President Grant a severe castigation for his in-
terference with the elections in Missouri, hoping by
the success of his pets there to be more certain of his
renomination for the Presideney. From the lesson
read to his Highness we make the following extracts:

In 1864, Missouri gave forty thousand majority for
Abraham Lincolu.

power of removal and appointment. They maintain
that it is wrong for a President to use that power to, force himself upon the people for a second term.

They desire you, in future, to pay better attention to
your own duties at Washidgton-theduties which your
masters, the people, assigned to you, and not to spend
ybur time in meddling withState elections. It seems
to the people that you deserve severe rebuke, alike
I for neglecting your legitimate affairs, and for abusing
Sthe power entrusted to you, and, being freemen, neither
awed by your name nor seduced by your offices, they
give you that rebuke very plainly.

Ta H REAsoN WY.--Tbe New Orleans Bulletin as-

signs two reasons for the defeat of the Democratic
party in that city. First, because of the infamous
election bill which threw so many impediments in the
way of registration to those who were hostile to Radi-
calism; and, secondly, because of the unfitness of the
candidates selected by those who assumed the prerog-
ative of choosing for the Democratic party, as It is
well known that a sufficient number of anti-Radicals
failed to register to have completely changed the com-
plecion of the election.

This portion of the State was not at all surprised at
tire result in New Orleans. It was generally understood
that pot-house politicians in the city had taken control
of the destinies of the party, the "eminently genteel"
citiztrna scorning to soil their dainty fingers and tender
consciences by stepping forward and giving tone to it,
although the aseurance was given to the world, that
these Miss Nancies were iu a majority.

The convention favoring a division of the State of
Texas assembled at Tyler on the 9th instant, at which
fifteen or twenty counties were represented. The first
resolution of the report of the committee on division
reads as follows:

Resolved, That in the opinion of this committe it is
the dictate of sound policy and the wish of the people
of the Eastern portion of the State of Texas, that a
new State, to be called the State of East Texas, be
formed out of the territory of the State of Texas, with
the boundaries indicated in what is known as the Con-
gressional plan for the division of said State.
* An amendment to this resolution was afterwards

adopted by the committee, varying the western bound-
ary of the proposed new State, so as to include the
counties of Dallas, Tarrant, Denton, Grayson and
Cooke. The Henderson Times expressesopposition to
this amendment, because the addition of these coun-
ties would make the State unshapely.

The Radical majority in Ohio, says an exchange, is
considerably less than the fegro vote,which goes to show
that the Democratic ticket received a majority of the
votes of the white people of the State. The negroes,
however, stepped in and reversed their decision, thus
giving the State to the Republicans. The same is true
of Pennsylvania and Indiana, bat the negro element
was not as successfully handled in the latter as in Ohio.
In other words, the negro vote is not large enough to
neutralize Democratic gains and majorities.

The man, G. J. Jones, who had made himself famous
in the estimation of the Radical party and infainous in
that of all gentlemen, by manipulating the WardStore
box as one of the commissioners, proffered at the last
Presidential election to stuff one of the Rush Island
boxes in favor of the Democratic party for five hundred
dollars.

We hare time and dagain assured those of our read-

era who live at such a distance that they have never,

made an effort to give the place'a fair trial, tha t
Shreveport, paradoxical as it may seem, is one of the

cheapest and dearest markets in the South-cheap for t

dry goods and groceie, and dear for cotton. These

assurances may hare been set down to the score oft

pirtiality, self-interest, or a disposition to indulge in 1

gasconade, but facts, palpable facts, bear us out in the

position and acquit us of such charges.

It is a fair proposition to state that if our cotton-

buyers did not effect some favorable arrangement with

commission merchants in New Orleans, such, for in-

stance, as a division of conmmissions, not one of them

could pay such prices as are every day paid here and

last half through the season. Besides this, many of

them buy at so much a bale for New Orleans mer-

chants, sid, at times, for manufacturers. We do not

Smean to say by this that these gentlemen pay more for

cotton simply because the risk is not their own, but

we do mean to say that the parties for whom the pur-

chases are made possess greater facilities for the sale

of cotton than a planter could have. Again, a large

majority of men are by nature gamblers. This pro-

pensity evinces itself in various ways, and cotton buy-

ing offers a fair field for its indulgence. Hence it fol-

lows, that where competition is active, as it is here,

buyers oftentimes-and, indeed, the cases are excep-

tional when they do not do so-give more for cotton

tllan the New Orleans market justifies, with the hope,

generally delusive,.that the price will improve. These
I and other causes render Shreveport, as we before said,

onebf the best cotton markets in the South.

And the reason why it should be a cheap market for

goods are equally obvious. Our leading merchants

enjoy a very large trade, and this, of course, justifies

them in selling at a very small profit. And thus buy-

ing from first hands, and selling at such small advance
fupon cost, they offer goods as reasonably as they can

I possibly be purchased in New Orleans, and very nearly

as low as small merchants could purchase them in New
York, aside front freight.

We arenot prepared to champion the camseof either

of the parties to this contest, if it might be so called,
but of course our sympathies are with the citizens of

our own town. As we have statedin a previous issue,
the warehousemen contend that the giving through i
illst of lading by theeompany, thus materially injuring

the storage business of the place, is a violation of faith,
pledged, as they contend and certainly understood, by
President Hall as a condition precedent to their pur-

chase and transfer to the company, in exchange for t

stock in the road, the frame building then occupied by

Messrs. Burnham & Uorr.
On the other band, the company claim that no such

pledge for the future as the one understood by the
merchants to have been made, was made by-President

Hall; but, on the contrary, they assume the position,
tacitly at least, that Mr. flall averred that the company
would give through bills of lading, whenever compet-
ing lines rendered it necessary to the intere-t of the
road. The company evidently believe that time has
arrived. The Texas Central is reaching its armn out
for the trade of counties in Texas which for years have
been trading to this point, and much of the traffic that
now goes to Jefferson, the company think, can be di-
verted to Shreveport and consequently over the road,
by the plan proposed.

Personally we know nothing as to the nature of the
arrangement of purchase and transfer under consider-

ation. But we have all along known that the com-

pany were disappoin'ed in not receiving that aid from
the city of Shreveport and her citizens which had been
expected, if not positively promised. We ex remely

regret that the company have come to the conclusion
that their interests demand this thing, but can see no

help for it. Similar questions have been fought over

by various cities and railroad companies, but the inex-
orable laws of trade seemed to demand this aid and it
was afforded. In the abseece, then, of their ability to
offer to the company such compensating advantages as
might induce them to forego this plan, the only thing
left for our, merchants is to hoid out inducements to
the people of the region of coun:try tlibutary to this

place to neither send their cotton nor go themselves
further, and fare worse. As somewhat apropos to
this suggestion and also to the position assumed by

the company with reference to rival lines, we clip the

following paragraph from the Houston. U1nion of late

date:
We notice that the Dallas m,'tchalnts are now pur-

chasing their goods at Shreveport, instead of at Cal-
vert, Houston or Galveston. Is it true that our friends
at Dallas are looking for their first railroad connections
with salt water ports by way of Shreveport, instead of
by way of Houston and Galveston ? Is this the rea-
son they give their business to the former route? Is
it not nearer to Calvert than Shreveport? Can they
get better bargains at Shreveport than at Calvert, a
better price for cotton, and goods at pwer prices? We
should think not. Will they send their cotton to
Shreveport instead of to the head of the Central rail-
road ?
