The Recent Elections.
The Evel.ing Star, of New York, publishes a long

account of a reporter's interview with Postmaster

General Creswell, most of which is contained in a

special to the St. Louis Republican of the 14th. As

it may prove of interest to our readers to know how

the results of the late elections are regarded by the
friends of the administration, we give a synopsis of

the conversation. Mr. Creswell seems not to have

been surprised at the result, though was disappointed

in Maryland, the loss of which State he ascribes to the

energetic canvass made by the Democrats, who brought
out their entire strength, " including voters who had

not been to the polls for thirty years," and to the jeal-

ousy or prejudice of a large number of persons who

have previously voted against the Democratic party,

but at the late election voted against the negro. And
in this connection the Postmaster General suggests that

before next year these men will learn that it will not

hurt them to vote their own sentiments, even if these

sentiments are also voted for black men.

To the question, " How do you review the result at

large, as directly affecting the administration ?" he re

plied, in effect, that neither he nor the President were

surprised; that the latter did not expect the reiilection

of his friends; that the history of all previous admin-

istrations will show that they have suffered similar

treatment. In other words, that the elections inter-
vening between the Presidential contests have always
been and always will he more or less unfavorable to

the administration in power-attributed to the reason of

apathy, or what politicians call " the off-year," when

the policy of the administration is only partially de-

veloped, has been but briefly discussed, and is not well

understood. This, by the way, is gratifying to the
country, as an intimation that Grant has "a policy,"

notwithstanding the general incredulity on this subject.

The most serious loss, then, in the eyes of Mr. Cres-

well, is the disappointment of office seekers in his

party, of whom, he ingenuously admits, there are a

vast number. Otherwise the fair working majority

will give strength to the party by repressing personal
jealousies, and avoiding the risk of impsriwn in im-

perio, rings.within rings, and hence giving more confi-

dential concert of action.
He expressed regtet at the defeat of Gen. Schenck,

whose loss he considers the greatest of the canvass.
For the future, he said, there was no cause for uneasi-
ness, and to win in the next election, it was only nec-

essary to continue the development of their policy, in
other words, to keep the finances " firmly in hand,"
whatever that glay mean, continue to reduce the na-

tional debt and at the same time relieve the people as
much as possible from taxation, by maintaining a suffi-
cient tariff for revenue, taking it, however, from such

articles as coffee, tea and sugar, and rely on luxuries
alone for income. And under the head of "luxuries"
we suppose he would class railroad iron, cotton goods
and all such articles as are largely manufactured in
New England.

We give the rest of the conversation entire:

You think then that the present party divisions or
organizations will continue until the next Presidential
canvass?
" I certainly do," he answered. " There will be, as

a matter of course, numerous side issues like those de-
veloped in New York, Pennsylvania and Missouri, but
they will be comparatively Ideal, and the national or-
ganizations will continue the same. The movement
in Massachusetts, with Wendell Phillips at its head, is
one of these, but the working men know that they are
as well off under the present condition of affairs as
they would be with such men as he in control."

It will not be necessary then to infuse some new
element into the policy of the administration, as Gen.
Butler suggests in his recent manifesto?

"Do you mean a war with England?" he asked.
"I presume that is what General Butler means, or
rather, he intends to put a little more backbone into
our Alabama claims' negotiation, for the purpose of
annexing Canada. In General Butler's district, where
the people are excited over the fishery embroglio, and
the annexation scheme is talked of a great deal, such
a policy would be exceedingly popular. In fact, war
movements are always popular with us, because we are
naturally a contesting people. But it is the duty of
rulers to avoid war."

What think you of the Schurs movement in Missouri?
"It is one of the natural incidents of the officer,"

he replied, " and it is very natural that General Schurz
should lead it."

" He is the most accomplished English speaking and
writing foreigner in this country, a very able man, but
naturally a disorganizer," we suggested.

" Well," he continued, "one might expect that from
his previous history."

"Do you think he will continue his opposition to
the administration when he gets back to the Senate ?"

"No, I do not think he will, but I do not know,"
was the answer.

TIxz LEE MEMORIAL SERVICES.-The services held

at the Methodist church on Saturday evening were
highly gratifying to all present. The church was
draped in mourning by the fair hand of woman, whose

hearts are ever keenly alive to the calls of sympathy
and of love. The choir sang the anthems as though
their whole soul was in the music and the occasion.
The Rev. Dr. Dalzell opened the services with an

appropriate prayer, which was followed by the funeral
sermon from the Rev. John Wilkinson. The rever-

end gentleman paid a most fitting tribute to the char-
acter of the christian soldier, showing that true great
ness can alone exist in conjunction with christian vir-

tues; and showing, too, how preeiminently gifted with

all great and good attributes was this greatest and best
man that was ever given to a people. Both the man-
ner and the matter of the sermon were most tasteful

and appropriate.
The funeral oration was then delivered by A. H.

Leonard, Esq. Possibly our affection forthe boy might
render us a partial judge, but we have heard so many

speak in enthusiastic terms of praise of the oration that
we fancy we cannot be far wrong in the opinion that

we have rarely, if ever, heard a more beautiful, chaste
and eloquent panegyric, or a more touching allusion to
the Lost Cause-lost, despite the noble lives that were

spent to save it-lost, despite the genius.of Lee, of
Jackson, of Johnston and of Beanregard.

After the oration the Rev. W. C. Dunlap offered up
a feeling prayer, following which,
" The pealing anthem swell'd the note of praise."

The audience was dismissed with a benediction by
the Rev. A. E. Clemens.

It is eminently fitting that these services should
have been held. Yet in honoring the memory of the
illustrious dead, we but honor ourselves, for he who
calls forth this sympathy, these tears, has passed from
the cares of earth and been taken up to that "Eden-
land afar," where the "loud reveille," the tramp of

charging squadrons, the cannon's thunder, the victor's
shout or the moan of the wounded, shall never disturb

him more-where the laurel or the cypress wreath are
but as withered leaves-where man's censure or the

world's applause are to him but as sounding brass and
tinkling cymbal.

T"e RIoT.-On Saturday night there was a small
riot in this place, to which we made allusion next
day, though only slightly, as we could not learn much
of the particulars. For several days there have been
a band of cattle drovers, from Texas, around town,
who, at night, were invariably drunk and " spoiling
for a muss." They would whip out their six-shooters
on the slightest, or no provocation, and as there were
ten or twelve of them, the small police force had been
powerless to arrest them. On Saturday night one of
them got into a difficulty in the beer saloon on Texas
street, opposite Brewer's Hall, when the whole party
commenced firing into the saloon, with perfect indif-
ference as to whom they might hit, and one of them,
meantime, shooting himself in the knee. Strange to
say, only one of the occupants of the saloon was
struck-he receiving a slight wound in the arm,-al-
though twenty shots must have been fired into it.
Mr. Sherrod, the chief of police, eadeavored to check
them, when they commenced an indiscriminate shoot.
ing. Seeing that mild measures would not avail, Sher-
rod, after summoning his men to his msistance-who,
rumor says, failed to respond-fired into the party,
first with a shot gun loaded with duck-shet and after-
wards with one loaded with fifteen backshot. This
had the desired effeet, and stampeded the pasty. Mr.
Sherrod, not wishing to kill any of them, aimed low.

The ,Labor Question0.
In view of the fact that the freedman has utterly

failed to meet " the requirements of the situation,"
and disappointed the expectations and predictions of

his so-called friends, it is needful that planters should

have an eye to the procurement of labor that will, if

not entirely suppladt, at least, by competition, place

him in such a dependent position as to force a recog-

nition of the demands of labor, and of the necessity of

complying with contracts formally entered into. It is

the experience of all planters that their employ6shave,

the present year, been more thriftless and indolent than

they were during the last year, which is plainly evi-

dent from the quantity of cotton yet in the fields.

This is not only the case in this region but throughout

the South. In portions of Arkansas, that we have

lately heard from, the large planters scarcely average

a bale of gathered cotton to the hand while the fields

are white with the wasting staple, and this notwith

standing the favorable fall for picking. Planters are

forced to pet and caress the freedmen, and moreover

absolutely fear to refuse them any request they may

make in the way of advances. The result is, before

the year is half out the freedman has drawn and squan-

dered his probable portion of the crop, and so with his

utter disregard of moral obligations, feels, the balance

of the year, that he will be working for nothing, and

works, or rather) refuses to work, accordingly. We

have heard of frequent instances in this parish of

planters refusing to advance money to buy mustangs,

which are worse than useless on a plantation, but were

finally forced to it by some kind neighbor telling the

freedmen that if they would live with him, he would

furnish them with horses. So, a planter must comply

with the most unreasonable demands or fail to get la-

bor another year. In other words, from the dread of

having his land and teams, his only source of profit,

left idle on his hands, the planter slowly but surely

ruins himself, in complying with the unreasonable de-

mands of the freedmen.
And to their improvidence is, in great part, due the

present condition of the country in a financial point

of view. They receive an undue portion of the pro-

ceeds of the crops, and squander them upon trifles.

Thus it is we see the anomalous state of things, that

right on the heel of a good cotton crop and for which

high prices were received, there is greater complaint

of stringency in the money market than at any time

since the surrender.

Nor is there any prospect of a change for the bet,

ter; but, on the contrary, a fair prospect of one for

the worse. The question, then, comes home to us,

"how to replace the negro, or supply the needed stim-

ulus to his thriftless disposition ?"

Our immediate attention is called to this subject by

I an article in the New Orleans Picayune. It very justly

says:
The number of the freed people averse to laboring

in the field is growing-and let no man dream it will
not continue to grow-while those who remain avail-
able can be made so only on terms nearly ruinous to
the planter, and, as if this were not enough, they too
often repudiate their contracts or engagements even at
the most critical season, frequently to their own loss
as well as that of the planter. Whether it be on
shares, or the land rented, or whatever be the nature
of the contract, the planter is liable to be the losing
party. A system such as this must ultimately prove a
system of ruin, no matter how teeming and varied the
resources of the soil and propitious the clime. Capi-
tal, skill, experience and enterprise will seek other
fields, even if less fruitful, rather than remain to sur-
render to labor the lion's share of the harvest, or con-
tinue to run the risk of losing it entire through the in-
difference of that labor to the moral obligations of a
contract and its own first interests.

After giving a general glance at the situation, and
urging upon the planters the absolute necessity of tak-
ing some action in the premises, the writer thus con-
cludes, with a suggestion which we heartily endorse,
but which we fear there will not be energy and enter-
prise enough among the planters to carry out:

Whether our diminishing ranks of agricultural la-
borers, shall be recruited from the border Southern
' States, where the hardy Caucasian husbandman is daily
supplanting the freedman; or from China's teeming and
frugal peasant hordes; from those thrifty and agricul-
turists, the Canadians; from Southern Italy, or the
"pleasant land of France," whose children find here a
second mother land, are questions for common consid-
eration between those most competent to decide. As
we have said, we aim, at least for the present, only to
draw the serious attention of our planters to the agri-
cultural situation, as we regard the prospect as far from
reissuring. The freedman does not come up to the
requirements. He has been tried in all possible ways;
has been indulged and humored; tried as day laborer,
on shares, and as tenant, and in each case on terms
that would, in a few years, render an European peasant
independent; but the general experience is disappoint-
ment and pecuniary lose, with misgivings as to the fu-
ture. A radical change must be had, if Louisiana is
not to be allowed to become another Jamaica. Our
planters should take time by the forelock. They are
most nearly, though we are all vitally, concerned, as
they best understand their grievances and the needed
remedy. A convention of planters to deliberate upon
the situation should be held at an early day. Individ-
ual effort can accomplish but little, and that of an
evanescent character. We would suggest to our inte-
rior cotemporaries that they urge upon our planters
the holding of a convention at an early day, to devise
means and ways of securing the needed- labor supply.

THE ELECTION IN DESOTO.-The returns from that
parish were manipulated after the manner in vogue
with Radicalism, and no living man outside of New
Orleans can calculate the exact result, although the
powers that be in that city may magnaniously conclude
to give at least a fair count of the votes that come out
of the boxes. How they got in is a different matter.
After the polls were closed one of the colored commise
sioners took the Mansfield box to his cabin and kept it
under his bed for sometime, but was finally induced to
take it to the obscure locality in the parish where the
process of counting was gone through with.

Mortimertarr, the illustrious gentleman who figured
as Speaker of the last House of Representatives, hav-
ing succeeded our own pet, Chawls Lowell, came up to
DeSoto not long since and there remained to keep his
precious person out of danger from yellow fever in
New Orleans. At the late election a fellow of the
name of Dewees and a negro answering to the hon-
ored name of George Washington, and who, in the

strictly correct .language of the Marshall Weekly, was
" by far the peer" of the white man, were the regular
Radical candidates for the Legislature. Now, mark the
result. Tickets were surreptitiously.printed on which
was substituted the name of Mortimer Carr instead of
that of George, and so the poor deluded darkies were
all the while voting for Mortimer instead of George, as

they supposed. When the trick was discovered just
possibly there wasn't one mad nigger in DeSoto.
George had serious notions of going to the city and
cowhiding the gentleman of the high sounding name,
who had snatched from him his anticipated honors,
but concluded "de white trash want wuf a gemman's
notice."

DeSoto will be misrepresented thusly: In the Lower
House, Mortimer Carr and C. W. Dewees; in the Senate,
M. H. Twitchell, a bad cross between scalawag and
carpet-bagger; in the office of sheriff, David C. John-

son, nondescript. Strange to say, Judge John H.
Sutherlin was reelected Parish Judge, although he is a
gentleman.

BeSINEss PaoSPaECs.-Our merchants are beginning
to look more hopeful than they did a while back. Not
that the prospects have materially improved, but we
imagine, because the simple set of motion imparts
bonyancy to the spirits. We see no flattering indica-
tions of a rise in cotton, immediately, at least, while
the complaint is universal that the freedmen cannot
be induced to hurry themselves in picking out the cot.
ton, with which many fields are now white. This is
attributable to three causes. First, the cold mornings
are not at all agreeable to the feelings of the colored
population and cotton picking is not a warming work ;
secondly, the low price of cotton discourages the best
of them; and, thirdly, a majority of platters in their
efforts to coa them tostay another year, have already
advanced to them more than their portion of the crop
amounts to. And this fatal policy will continue to be
purseed so long as there is a scarcity of labor in the
country and planters resort to every conceivable shift
to secure hands. So, it might reasonably be inferred
that we de not regard the hopefulness of our ser-
chante as well bied.

pers, conveying the curious story that a planter near

Midway, South Carolina, has cultivated his entire farm
this year-so far, at least as plowing is concerned, for
we do not suppose he was a success as a hoe hand-
with an alligator, reminds us, as the late lamented
would say, of an incident that occurred in the days of
auld-lang-syne.

Our readers may giPsibly kindly remember that we,
not many moons since, made mention of one Peter
McLeish, thesame who got rather the best of Dr. Ben-
nett, touching the yield of corn per acre on the land
across the river from this place.

Chancing, once upon a time, to be sauntering down
Canal street, New Orleans, we stumbled upon Peter,
who after the usual salutations, informed us that he
had come down from Shreveport on business; had
been in the city but a couple of days; had the day
before met with Valentine, a Mexican, who w., down
with a large alligator for exhibition which he h.id cap-
tured with a lariat while sunning himself on the river
bank just above Shreveport; that, the pecuniary ven-
ture threatening to prove a failure, he had taken the

matter in band and formed a commercial copartner-
ship between the aligator and a South American mare

and a Mexican dog, neither qf which had any hair on
the places where hair ought to grow, and had adver-
tised the combined show in flaming posters. He was

then on his way to the small canvas concealing these
wonders from the vulgar gaze, to witness the result,
and asked us to accompany himn. We went. The

crowd within the tent was distressingly small. Peter's
feelings became wrought up to the highest state of
sympathy and excitement. Says he to us, says he,
f something rmat be done. No sooner said than done.

Taking a position on the box containing the alligator,
and raising his hat from his head and waving it grace-
fully to and fro, to give emphasis to his oratory, he
entered upon a brief and feeling biographical sketch
of the subject beneath him :

gers at the rate of one dollar per head. He followed

the useful and ornamental career of ferryman for five

and twenty years, when his owner died intestate, as is

usually the case in Louisiana.

Question: " Were your counsels overruled."
Answer: " After the victories of Weisembnrg and

Woerth we emerged from Vosges and were marching
towards Chalones, Vou oltke decided they should
come up and aid in the annihilation of the army which
had so hurriedly abandoned Chalons. I favored a con-
tinuance of the march on Paris, then unprepared for a
siege and take it, or at least cut it off from the rest of
France, which should then be overrun as quick as pos-
sible. When theDepartmentof the Seine was reached
it was found a hard nut to crack. At first we deter
mined upon a bombardment from a secret park of ar-
tillery at Ville Coubley. But now came new disagree-
ments. Being advised by Moltke it was determined
by famine to reduce the capitol, trusting that Parisian
discords would hasten the capitnlation."

Question: "This plan was universally supposed to
be your own."

Answer: "So far is this from the truth that I now
ceased to disguise my indignation at being excluded
from the councils when great questions are propounded
and whole plans changed, for which I am held respon-
sible. I have meet ardently desired and strenuously
urged the bombardment of Paris."

Question: "But you have the satisfaction of having
accomplished the unification of Germany."

Answer: "Oh, I attribute the halting and partial
failure of German unity to the delay resulting from
these opposing schemes. Had my advice been fol-
lowed, Bavaria and Wurtemburg would have been
carried on the wave which swept Germany, and the
grand scheme of united Fatherland and Deutcher
Kaisser would have become a reality instead of a halt
hearted confederation now about to be borne. For me,
the great object of the war never lay on this side of
the Rhine, but on the side where I meant should exist
one great country, one great people and one great em-
pire."

Orrcs or as Sou5O -Wastsa,

Shreveport, November 80,1870.
The weather during the past week has been quite

variable, alternate cold and warmth, cloud and sun-
shine. Night before last we had a heavy shower, and
although the sun shone brightly in the morning, and it
was like a spring day; yet later it clouded up and com-
menced to rain. The wind shifted around to the north,
all of which made the day a very disagreeable one,
overhead and under foot.

The river has been steadily declining. Since Wednes-
day morning last it has fallenl8 inches and is now 56
inches below the top of the wharf.
